The first of the group to arrive
behind friendly lines was greet
ed by Lt. Gen. James A. Van
Fleet, 8th Army commander, who
was in the area on an inspection
tour.

“Welcome home. Your country
is proud of you!” Van Fleet said
“You'll be back with your wife
as fast as we can get you there.”

T'he GI's were in good health
despite their six. months of frigid
weather, forced marches, air at
tacks by American planes and a
diet of soghum seed with ground
rice and fishheads on special o
Casions,

The men were dressed in a var
iety of U, 8. Army fatizues and
(hl”."“ winter and summer uni-
forms. Some wore Chinese boots,

All had rice bowls and enough
gsorghum seed to feed them for a

day. Some had pipes the Chinese
had given them when no cigarets

were available

Their trip to the battle front
from their prisoner of war camp
near Chorwon in Central Korea
ended in Chunchon yesterday
They had been brought to Chur
chon with bundles of “peace” pro
paganda and were to have beer
released into the lines of the 1st

Marine Division. learning
that U, 8. units were Sing on
“hunehon  thelr Chinese captors

fled.
The released prisoners stayed

on the move in the area all night
to avoid being picked up by hasti
ly retreating Chinese troops mov
ing to the north

At daybreak they found a level
valley southwest of Chunchon and
fashioned a sign—“POW 19 res
cue”—of paper strips from Kor-
ean houses and empty shell cases.

Capt. Edgar N. Anderson of
(1315 Williams 8t.) Lawton,
Okla., spotted the crude sign and
contacted a nearby task force

Three tanks from the task for-
ce Hazel went for the men while
Anderson hovered overhead to
guide them.
