M u l e s h o e  w o m a n  d i e s  i n  h o u s e  f i r e

A 97-year-old Muleshoe 
woman died in an early morn­
ing house fire Wednesday at 
1727 West Ave. E.

Hattie Jones , who was 
found in a northeast bedroom 
of her residence, died of smoke 
inhalation, based on autoposy 
reports , M uleshoe Fire

Marshall Jimmy Mills said.
Jones ' niece D orothy 

Matthiesen was also in the 
home at the time of the fire. 
She escaped without injury.

Both wom en were 
apparantly asleep when the fire 
broke out, officials said.

According to reports, the 
Muleshoe Volunteer Fire De­

partment responded to a call at 
5:10 a.m. at the residence on 
Wednesday. When they ar­
rived, one bedroom was en­
gulfed with fire, Muleshoe 
Fire Chief Donald Harrison 
said. He said it appears the fire 
started in an unoccupied room 
on the northwest bedroom.

Mills said that an exactcause

of the fire was not determined, 
but it has been ruled an acci­
dent.

Mills said that the house 
probably sustained at least 
$15,000 in damage. Approxi­
mately 18 firemen helpedfight 
the fire with five units on the 
scene.

Jones was reportedly dead

by the time firefighters were 
able to enter the residence. The

home was not equipped with a 
smoke detector.
