Boll weevils are definitely on the minds of many folks in 
Austin as the Texas Legislature gets to work during its 76 
Legislative Session. 

An emergency pro-clamation by Governor George W. Bush 
and reported plans by other legislators to introduce legislation 
that would appropriate additional monies for the 2000 and 
2001 biennium are all positive signs for Texas cotton producers. 

Governor Bush issued his emergency proclamation Feb-
ruary. It included a call to add $25 million in the Texas 
Department of Agriculture budget appropriation for the purpose 
of paying a portion of producer assessment costs in active boll 
weevil eradication during the current budget cycle. 

Proposed legislation af-fecting the 2000-2001 biennium is 
expected to total between $50-70 million. Under the current 
law state appropriated monies cannot be used to pay already 
existing debt. That means without a change in the current 
law debt already incurred in the 7-counties removed from the 
South Texas/Winter Garden eradication zone and the Lower Rio 
Grande Valley would remain unresolved. 

Cotton growers looking for an economical alternative to 
expensive Certified cotton planting seed have an alternative 
with the re-introduction of the Johnny Cottonseed First 
Generation Select (FGS) seed brand by All-Tex Seed of 
Levelland. 

According to Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. the announcement 
is good news for producers who now have another option for 
economically priced, high quality planting seed.

The grower committee for the Northwest High Plains Boll 
Weevil Eradication Zone has announced the schedule of 
informational meetings for producers and landlords about the 
upcoming referendum to establish a boll weevil eradication 
zone. 

The zone consists of Deaf Smith, Parmer, Castro, Bailey and 
Lamb counties which contain over 500,000 acres of cotton 
production. 

Information to be presented includes the plan for 
eliminating the insect from the zone, explanation of the 
rationale for the proposed assessment structure of $12 per land 
acre irrigated and $5 per land acre dryland and how the 
assessment is proposed to be collected.

AN AGENDA FOR TEXAS 
ith the impeachment trial going on in Washington, Texans were 
right to wonder if their representatives in Washington will be able 
to address other matters. Both Congress and the President have 

agreed that we must. With Texans at the doorstep of the next millennium, I 
have developed an agenda that expands economic opportunity and security, 
provides innovative ideas for excellence in education and addresses funda-
mental aspects of our national security. 

One of my priorities is to eliminate the marriage tax penalty, one of the 
most unfair elements of the federal tax code. Some 21 million American 
couples pay an average of $1,400 more in taxes, simply because they are 
married, than they would if they were two individuals filing as singles. I want 
to stop forcing people to choose between love and money. The first bill I 
introduced in the 106th Congress. on January 19. would eliminate this 
inequity. 

We need more tax relief, too, and none more so than in the oil patch. The 
jobs of hundreds of thousands of Texans who make their living there are in 
jeopardy as oil prices have fallen to the lowest level in decades. At a time when 
we're importing more than half our oil, we're in danger of exporting 
thousands of jobs overseas. I have introduced legislation that would offer tax 
incentives to those who are willing to re-open abandoned wells or maintain 
marginal wells, those that produce 15 or fewer barrels a day. This will help a 
beleaguered industry, keep jobs in America and increase our own national 
security by reducing our dependence on foreign energy. 

We also need pension reform, especially for women, who live seven to 
eight years longer than men and have to make their retirement savings last 
longer. Fewer than a quarter of women of retirement age receive pensions, and 
the value of their pension benefits is on average about half that of men. 

Our tax system encourages employer-provided pensions. with the worthy 
objective of spurring the private sector to supplement Social Security income. 
Unfonunately, current law penalizes women whu drop out of the labor market 
to have children or who change jobs frequently. 

I will offer legislation to encourage personal and portable pensions that 
travel with people in and out of the labor market, without discriminating 
against those who switch jobs frequently, work part-time, or interrupt their 
careers to raise children. 

We must also look for innovative ways to maintain the quality of our 
public schools. I have introduced comprehensive K-12 education reform in a 
bill I call the "Options for Excellence in Education Act of 1999." Its most 
important element is the establishment of Student, School and Teacher 
Excellence Grants, to encourage states and public school districts to be 
creative. In addition, this bill would make it easier for retired professionals 
with career experience in fields where there are teacher shortages to enter the 
classroom. 

My bill will untangle a web of federal program regulations and require-
ments that cost billions in compliance, taking away scarce dollars from 
classrooms. 

Finally, while I support a defense system against ballistic missiles and 
other modern weapons systems, our first defense priority must be to recruit 
and retain the finest young people in our armed forces. This means honoring 
our promise of health care coverage for them and their families. We have 
reduced the facilities available to them with the downsizing of our military. 
This affects both the active duty force, in which there are more service 
members with families than ever before, and retired military personnel who 
are living longer. Our military health care system can no longer accommodate 
all those eligible to use it. 

I have introduced an amendment to a Senate military pay raise bill that 
would raise reimbursement levels for Tricare, the military health-care deliv-
ery system, to attract and retain more participating doctors to the program. It 
also will expedite and reduce the costs of Tricare claims processing, which has 
been a thorn in the side of both beneficiaries and providers. It will require 
portability of benefits between regions, making it easier for military personnel 
to get their health-care needs met as they move from one duty station to 
another. 

Economic growth and opportunity. options for educational excellence, a 
strong national defense that honors the commitments we've made to our 
troops: This is the agenda of the people of Texas, and one that I plan to carry 
in the United States Senate. 

In preparation for the 
upcoming referendum, the 
Northwest Plains (NWP) Boll 
Weevil Eradication Grower 
Committee has scheduled 
informational meetings in 
Parmer County to provide 
producers with a chance to 
hear about the proposed 
eradication program and 
have questions answered. 

Representatives from the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service and the Texas Boll 
Weevil 	Eradication 
Foundation will be on hand 
to provide information and 
answer questions. 

Parmer County growers 
and other interested parties 
are encouraged to attend the 
meeting in Friona on 
February 17 at noon at the 
Friona Community Center or 
in Farwell on February 18 at 
noon at the Farwell 
Community Center. Meals 
will be provided by friends of 
the cotton industry.
