EASTLAND LAKE WATER IS 
PURE -HOT UNHEALTHFUL

It seems someone is making er­
roneous sta tem ents about the pur- 
ty  o f the d rink ing  w ater o f the 
City o f Fia.stland. We had several 
ahone culls yesterday, asking 
about the w ater, and sta ting  they 
had been told the w ater had been 
condemned.

We endeavored to run down 
-uch reports, but a.- several did not 
care to use names, w-e thought be.st 
to make this public statem ent.

We take five .-ample.- of our 
drinking w ater weekly, from var­
ious parts o f the city, and have i 
this analyzed by the S tate o f Tex­
as, and we get report.- back from 
the Stato on each sample o f w ater 
we send in. We have not had a 
vingle report Tor the past two 
Tears showing the drinking w ater 
had coliform  organism s present. If 
any report showed “ coliform or­
ganisms p resen t” then the w ater 
would he im pure and would have to 
be corrected immediately.

We hope, before long, we ran  
get some rains, which will improve 
the taste  o f the w ater, but this is 
caused by the lake being .so low, 
■vnd we are  now using N uchar 
tcharcoal) to correct this as fa r 
as it is possible.

We want to assure you, any 
stories circulated about the w ater 
being im pure a re  unfounded, and 
are not correct, and should you 
■ lear any such reports we will ap­
preciate it very much if  you will 
call the oily hall immediately. If. 
at any tim e the w ater does show 
to be im pure we will notify you 
imm ediately, through the press. 
However, we do not anticipate any 
such reports, as our w ater i.s tre a t­
ed aii.f tested  daily, before ladiig 
put into the city mains.

We are  now getting  fttl.OOO gal­
lons of w ater daily from our wells 
and sump, which is a big help (hir­

ing this w ater scarcity. However, 
as we are using 4nii,0llll gallons 
daily you can .-ee the heavy drain 
we are having on ou r lake supply. 
A year ago our w ater consump­
tion averaged 1,000,006 gallons 
daily.

We w ant to thank all the citizens 
fo r their whole-hearted coopera­
tion in the conservation of w ater 
during  these try ing  tim es, and 
with your help we hop* the w ater 
will hold ou t until .such time as 
we get suffic ient rains in our 
lakes.
