NEW YORK, Aug. 14 (UP)
Gambling Czar Frank Costello is
scheduled to change his address
Friday from fashionable Central
Park West in Manhattan to a pri-
son cell at Danbury, Conn.

Barring an 11.h hour legal ma-
neuver, which appears unlikely,
the fashionplate of the underworld
will surrender to federal authori-

tiees to begin an 18-month pri-
son term for contempt of the
United States Senate

Costello’s last chance to stay out
of jail faded Wednesday in Wash-
ngton. Supreme Court Justice Rob-
ert H. Jackson turned down his
second request to remain free on
£5,000 bail while he seeks a re-
view of his case by the nation’s
highest court.

In Jail Once Before

The term at the federal correc-
tional institution at Danbury will
be Costello’s first stretch behind
bars in 37 years. He served a short
term for illegally carrying a gun
in 1915.

Ralph Rcot, president and
hysiness agent for the local, said
56 Armour wrokers and 325 Swift
smployes would be involved.

“We’'ll go out when word is re-
seived from Chicago on day-to-day
1egotiations,” he said.

Meat cutters President Barl W.
Jimerson said in Chicago, howev-

'New Hog Disease
Gets Attention

A hog disease with symptoms
like those of foot-and-meuth dis-
ease has shown up in the Midwest,
says Capper's Farmer.

The disease, vesicular exanthe-
ma, has been pestering California
swine men for years, continues
the nationally-circulated farm ma-
gazine, It jumped the Roeky Moun-
tains in June,

“Symptoms of ‘V. E.' are so
similar to foot-and-mouth that it
tukes lab test to tell the difference.
Blisters appear on the soft tissue
just above the hoof and on the
pads of the foot, causing lameness.
They may also appear on the
snout or nostes, Hog wually
have high temperatures which drop
to normal soon after the blisters
rupture, There is little or no mor-
tality.

“No prevention cure is known at
the present time for vesicular ex-
anthema, Livestock sanitary com-
missioners from 9 states and of-
ficials of the Bureau of Anical In-
dusiry have conferred in Washing-
ton and made these recommenda-
tions:

“Eradication should be the ulti-
mate goal.

“Since raw garbage factor in
the spread of the disease, all gar-
bage should be cooked by uni-
form methods hefore it is fed to
livestock., Hegs or infected pre-
miises <hould be cleaned thoroly
and disinfected before they are
restocked, Faruers who find sym-

ptoms should notify a local, state
or federal veterinarian.”

Not so today. A girl with one
or two divorces to her credit can
always pick up another man, The
war has been responsible for a
lot of divorces, and marriagse too,
and in this modern day, divorees
are accepted as a regular diel.
They are to be expected.

Fach state has its own particular
brand of marriage requirements
and divorce laws. Any man or wo-
man may get maried and get di-
vorced. He may have to patroniz
two or three states before he finds
just what he want’s but he can
find them.

In his telegram to the President
Thursday, Eisenhower made a
point of noting that he was not
invited to attend a briefing until
after Stevenson had returned to
Springfield, Il

The text of Mr. Iruman’s tele-
gram to Eisenhower extending the
invitation was not made public
here,

In giving his reasons for turning
down Mr. Truman's invitation, Eis-
enhower said he felt it was his
duty “to remain free to analyze
publicly” the policies of the pre-
sent administration whenever it
appeared to him to be proper to
fo so

“During the present period the
people are deciding our country's
leadership for the next four
yvears,” Eisenhower told the man
who, as commander-in-chief, was
the boss when Eihenhower was a
five-star general.
