Stubble mulching, also called "trashy cultivation” and subsurface 
tillage, is a system of farming in which the residuse of crops grown on 
the land are used as a mulch to conserve soil and water.

Instead of removing, destroying or plowing under crop residues, the 
conservation farmer leaves them on the surface of the soil and thus pro­
vides his fields with a year-round cover.

Used in this way, the stubble reduces erosion by both water and 
wind. Too, it prevents rainfall from compacting the soil. As the stubble 
decays and becomes humus, it improves the soil structure. Thus soil can 
absorb and hold more water.
