Rules Clarified 
On Restock Area
The D irector o f W ildlife Rest- : 

oration fo r  the  Game and Fish ' 
Commission clarified  regulations 
covering the newly established 
Snake C reek W ildlife Restoration 
a rea  in M orris and T itus C o u n ties  - 
He said the five-year closed season , 
e ffective  until Jan u ary , IttliS, ap­
plies only to deer and th a t the 
landow ners, who have pledged 
more than  sixty thousand acres to 
the p ro ject, may legally perm it 
hunting  of squirrels, doves, w ater- 
fowl and o th er species subject, of 
course, to sta te  laws.

The D irector pointed ou t th a t 
persons desiring  to benefit from  
the open .seasons as perm itted by 
the owners o f the land where they 
wish to hunt. The Snake Creek 
a rea  is otic o f  several created  in 
Texas whereby landow ners and 
h un ters a re  cooperating  with tlv ' 
Game and Fish Commission to re­
store  big game.

The D irector o f W ildlife Re­
sto ra tion  said this particu la r a rea  
was set up last fall too late to 
begin restocking operations im­
m ediately b u t he emphiuiized th a t 
th e  Snake Creek program  has a 
high prio rity  un d er the  coming late 
fall trap p in g  operations. The area  
is along Snake Creek and also a d - . 
joins Sudphur River on the north. I

We 
have been coiitinuou.sly on the  de­
fensive. The E^isenhower Adminis­
tra tio n  has prum||e<l the nation 
th a t we would wrest .he offensive 
from  the Russians in the “ cold 
w ar” but it is not e rsily  done a- 
long as there  is a  "h o t w ar” in 
Korea. It is not going to  be easy 
under the most favorable circum ­
stances and th e  Russians will see 
th a . those circum stances a re  m aJc 
as d ifficult us possible.

We in this country  usually 
think of ourselves a.s being .self- 
sufficient but look a t these figures.

We occupy 1 l ‘.*th o f the 
world’s lend area .

The 
Russians today have alm ost one- 
half of th e  w orld’s population es- 
tin ated a t two billion people under 
th e ir  control.

O ur deficiencies go much furth - 
ed than this. The scientists tell us 
th a t there  a re  actually  only fifteen  
basic m inerals in the world, and 
we are woefully lacking in nine of 
them . We have plenty of oil, coal. 
Iron ore, sulphur, phosphate rock, 
and potash, bu t to  build a Sherm an 
tank, we m ust im port from  f o r - , 
eign countries' 99 per cent of chro- | 
mium, and 1915 pounds go in to  i 
the building of the tank.
