Tkore o f our readeri who study 
the International Sunday School 
lessons, will remember that most 
o f last Sunday’s was taken from 
the twelfth chapter o f Romans, 
which u, to our personal way of 
thinkinK, one of the ipre.^acyt chap­
ters in the Bible. In fact Paul’s 
entire epistle to the Romans is 
wonderful, and Christians will 
narer tire o f K.

In Rom. 18:1 we read: " I  be­
seech ye therefore, brethren, by 
^  mercies o f God, that ye pre- 
■Ltt your bodies a livinK sacrifice. 
Holy, acceptable unto God, which 
la your reasonable service.”

Pir.-t you will note that Paul us­
ed the w'ord “ beseech” , which was 
the strongest word in his vocabul­
ary, when he wrote the epistle. 
He didn’t merely suggest or re­
commend that we present our bod­
ies to Cod, but urged ua to do 
to : And you will also note that he 
said "living sacrifice”  and not a 
dead one.

la the day o f Moses, and even 
before, burnt offerings were 
made. This necessitated the slay­
ing of a sheep or lamb— the spill­
ing e f  Mood, and this sheep wras 
offered to God as an atonement 
for ain.

But writh the coming o f our Sal­
vation, who lived and worked with 
us, finally spilling His own blood 
am Calvary Cross in our behalf, 
the practice o f “ burnt offerings” 
coMsed. The burnt offering wae 
snficient until God arranged to 
o ffer  His ewm So^ to die on thg 
cress, and He being a first bom, 
spotless and without blemiah, fur- 
n^hod the atoning blood for 
sin for all time.

Today you are not aaked to 
(He, but rather to Ihe for Ood, 
so why not Paul’s suggestion that 
we present our bodies as ’ ’ living”  
sacrifice? I f  we believe In Jesus, 
we must remember he offered his 
Mood in our behalf. We may Uva, 
hot oar lives ahould be Holy, and 
acceptable unto God.

Cod is a just God and Is not 

•nreasonable in His demands 
When we live just as near to Him 
as w-e can, w# will have performed 
this rea.sonable service.

You will also note that nowhere 
In the Bible will you find where 
God ever exacted too much from 
His „  children. Our serviees are 
reasonable, and God has promised 
to endow us with strength and 
(viadom sufficient to carry out Hit 
commands.

The greater our faith the great­
er will be our work.• • •

In the second verse we are ask­
ed to not conform to the world, 
bat to be transformed by the re­
newing o f our minds. We may do 
this by changing our thoughts, and 
opr ’ ’will”  will become His "w ill”  
sad we will be writh anything He 
.-ees fit to offer us. Our words, 
affections and actions will be 
rhanged a.< if  by magic.
^R igns o f this transformation will 
■ - noticed by our work which 
^eiies with new principles and in 
a new manner yet in a pleasing 
manner. Having accepterd God, wc 
please to do His will.

la the nineth verse we are told 

to “ Cleave to that which it good.”  
This means that we will actually 
deaire to hold on to good things, 
aad wc will practice It in our 
eVery-day lives. Our knowledge 
will have been inerea.sed so we will 
do the.se things understandingly, 
willingly and humbly, and we will 
be energetic in our activities.

We arc told to be kindly affec­

tionate one to another. In the 
eighteenth verse we read; " I f  it 
he possible, as much as licth in 
you, live peacably with all men.”  
Note here Paul tells us “ that as 
much as lieth in us,”  for there may­
be times, under certain condRliins 
when living up to the order might 
prove next to impossible. God nev­
er-expects too much of us.

Even when our hearts arc right 
wKh God and we hava a desire 
to live peacably, sathn’s agents 
may make this impoasIMe, and we 
are not to be blamed. Bo we may- 
find that our duties may be limit­
ed for a time, though we may look 
forward to the hour when’ God 
will add to our strength and make 
it possible for us to overcome those 
difficulties. Jesus said He would 
be with us, “ even to the end o f 
the world,”  so we can not fail.

go so far as to give up, what seem^ 
to be our own rights, i f  by so 
doing we may ward o ft  strife, or 
even cause it to cease to exist.

We ere told to not be slothful 
in business. God hasn't asked ut 
the unreasonable, and if  wa are 
to live and serve him, we must of 
necessity (that is most of us) 
work and earn our daily bread. 
God has not asked you to close 
your store or shop just for fear 
you might do something wrong. 
He intended that man should work 
and not in a slothful manner.

I f  your business principles are 
ill keeping with those suggested 
you will not be slothful, but in all 
probability will have God as a si­
lent partner all along.

Many volume* o f comment* 
could very easily be written on 
this particular chapter, so we 
touch in high places only, in this 
feeble column o f ours. Yet we do 
not wish to pas* comment on the 
last three verses.

" . . .  avenge not yourgelves, 
but rather give place unto wrath;
