Originally the Alamo was a 
Catholic church, and was used 
for worship. It took its name 
from the cottonwood trees that 
grew around the spot. It was 
built of rough stones and cement. 
In February of 183(3, Col. Ben 
Milam, with a small force of 
Americans, took possession of 
the city. After this, Gen. Santa 
Anna invested the city with an 
army of four thousand Mexican 
troops. In a battle that followed 
Col. Milam was killed. The A- 
mericans were then hard pressed, 
and they retreated into the A la­
mo, with Col. W. B. Travis in 
command. Davy Crockett and 
Col. Bowie and other leaders 
were associated with him. All 
told, there were only one hundred 
and ninety-two men, including 
the officers and twenty faithful 
Mexicans, who remained with 
them. A  great many of this 
small number were sick, among 
them Crockett and Bowie. For 
several days this intrepid band 
held the Mexican horders at bay, 
rervU"- nil their assaults suc-

And when these retreats 
were taken, all were dead but 
; Bowie and Travis and Crockett,

But the havoc wrought 
in the Mexican columns was 
something to make one shudder. 
Two thousand of them were dead 
around the walls, on the roof, 
and in the building. Their blood 
and brains were spattered over 
the stones and on the ground, 
until it resembled a slaughter 
pen. Over three hundred of 
them were desperately wounded; 
and all of this done by less than 
one hundred and fifty men who 
chose to die rather than surren­
der to a merciless foe.

A BUSINESS PRO PO SITIO N.

The Mail feela that just now is 
a good time to advocate those 
things which are calculated to be 
of greatest worth to the town. 
The fire has left us in a condi­
tion where, if careful and con­
servative business methods are 
not adopted and carried out by 
the merchants of (he town, we 
are liable to experience business 
stagnation. . Therefore, in view 
of this crisis, which is not at all 
improbable if we are not watch­
ful it behooves the least of us to 
each out and grasp every op­
portunity a n d  straddle every 
imposition that is advanced for 

.ho good of the town. Some time 
ago an effort was made to incor­
porate the town, but the plan was 
hortly abandoned because i t 

*ould but have been a burden to 
he* community at large. Since 

,f tim*> T’he Mail has been urg- 
* incorpe ion, not

distinct and separate in meaning 
and results. To incorporate for 
school purposes does away with 
the burden of municipal affairs; 
there is no expense attached to it 
other than that agreed upon and 
voted in by the people. The 
great need of a new school house 
has started the agitation of this 
question, a n d  it is one that 
should appeal to every property 
holder in the town. The Mail is 
informed t h a t  an additional 
teacher will be necessary next 
year, and as the school building 
is inadequate, even to the pres­
ent demands upon it, and that, 
too, with a short attendance of 
the pupils enrolled, it will be 
seen that something must be 
done. We must either build a 
couple of rooms to the building 
or divide the school and rent 
rooms elsewhere, or else build a 
new house. Those who are ac­
quainted with the building must 
see that it is a waste of money to 
attempt to repair it. But there 
is a better way out of the diffi­
culty, if we but take time by the 
forelock and work harmoniously 
together. Now to incorporate 
for school purposes will give us 
the privilege of voting an extra 
tax of 6 per cent., or we can vote 
school house bonds and float 
them and build a house without, 
you might say, feeling the cost. 
Stamford has done this; hun­
dreds of other towns are doing if, 
and there is no reason why we 
should not do b o . We must do it.
