Thousands Drank tn the Gory Con­
test With Ghoulish Relish.

El Paso, April 13.—This after­
noon, in the Juarez bull ring, 
across the Rio Grande, a monster 
Numidian lion and a ferocious 
Samalayuca bull from the interi­
or of Mexico fought each other 
almost to the death. The lion 
probably will die.

No such exhibition has been 
given in Christendom since the 
bloody days of Rome, when lion- 
bull fighting and other similar 
contests were in flower, and no 
other like it will probably be g iv ­
en at Juarez if the quaint and 
picturesque o 1 d border town 
stands a thousand years.- The 
sanguinity, rarity and unique­
ness of the encounter attracted 
spectators from dozens of States 
and from all over the Mexican 
Republic. Gray-haired Mexi­
cans walked four days from the 
interior of Chihuahua to witness 
the exhibition.

The slaughter was not whole­
sale today, as in the conventional 
bull fight, but death was on the 
installment p l a n  — sufficiently 
slow, excruciating, tormenting 
and entirely destitute of sympa­
thetic kindness and duty to please 
the most fastidious in all that 
is inhumane and savage.

In the grewBome, the sickening, 
the bloodshed, the agony and 
torture of an unoffending beast, 
mingled with groans and capti­

vating music, the fight wns an 
undisputed success.

The fight was held in an octa­
gon cage 00 feet in circumfer­
ence. The cage was securely 
fastened in the center of the bull 
ring. The bull was first (lee<»y«*d 
into the cage, and directly adja­
cent to this was placed a smaller 
cage containing the lion. At a 
blast of the trumpet the lion was 
admitted from the smaller to the 
larger cage, the do<trs of the 
lion’s and the bull's prison being 
automatically closed.

Then followed the roaring and 
bellowing, th e  crouching and 
charging, the spring of the lion, 
the mad plunge of the bull, the 
lacerating of the bull’s flesh and 
the animal’s terrible injury fr«»m 
the biting and clawing of the 
monarch of the fields.

When the bull first entered and 
saw the lion crouching to await 
his coming, he was seized with a 
great fear. Ho shivered from 
head U) f(x>t, but this wa.s only 
momentary. In an instant he 
realized his danger and began a 
terrible fight for his life. The 
lion roared and lashed his tail, 
and when the bull charged avoid­
ed his horns with dexterity.

He crouched close to the floor, 
crept around his prey in a circle 
and watched his opjxirtunity. 
Then came the magnificent spring 
into the air, and, falling like an 
eagle from a cliff, the iion landed 
like a thunderbolt with all his 
weight ujMin tho bull’s back and 
flanks, his claws burying them­
selves in the bovine’s sides and 
his long fangs closing on his 
throat.

The bull shook him off and 
gored the lion twice in the head. 
Then the fight continued for an 
hour, the lion’s leg being crushed 
and his body gored in twenty-five 
places. The bull threw his ad­
versary three times to the arena 
and held him pinioned to the 
ground, then, when the lion was 
released, threw him backward 
and upward repeatedly. The 
arena was bespattered with gore. 
The bull was not fatally injured. 
When the lion was com[)letely 
vanquished in spirit and in phys­
ical strength and injured fatally 
the fight was ordered discontinu­
ed by the Mexican authorities.

Thousands of dollars changed

hands, mo.st of the belting being 
at (Hlds in favor of the lion. .Sev­
eral fights took place betwe<*n 
spectators and atti'inlants, but no 
one was killed.

The lion belongs to A. .1. .Mor­
rison. who spt-nt nineteen years 
in Stilth .Africa. He roared it 
frtm a eub, and tln' monster i.s 
now three years old and one 
o f  the finest in eaptivily. He is 
a gloritius beast to lo«ik ii|>on. 
kingly in mien, and with the 
grace o f  his native jungles per­
ceptible in every movetneiif.

Retrospective.

Mr. John Hamm Sr., got in a 
reminiscent mood Sunday and 
gave some interesting historj' 
about the early days of Merkel. 
Mr. Hamm has been here a long

[ time. H* has seen the town 
grow from a mere railroad siding 
to a commercial center whose 
progress and development is 
such as to command the admi­
ration of all. When Mr. Hamm 
first landed here it was^ barren 
wilderness with few inviting 
qualities. There were no rail­
road facilities except a switch, 
no churches, no school house— 
not even a saloon. The first 
•chool had an enrollment of only 
13 pupils and was taught in one 
room of a residence in 8outh 
Merkel. J. V. White, now of 
Roseoe, taught the third term. 
But the people in those days 
were thrifty, hardy pioneers, 
and by giving supp)ers, dances 
and other intertainments and in­
viting cow-boys for miles around 
they were soon able to build a 
school house 20x20 feet on the 
site from which the present build­
ing was removed, and the schcx)l 
was maintained the full term by 
voting the special tax of 20 cents 
on the hundred dollars now in 
vogue. This was followed by 
the organization of church 
societies and Sunday schools and 
later on by houses of worship, 
until now we have three mag- 
nificient buildings. The first 
saloon in the town, Mr. Hamm 
says, was shipped here from 
Llano county. The q u i e t ,  
peaceful little village was then 
transformed into a tyical western 
town, with the usual embellish­
ments of gun plays, fist Hghts 
and poker games. The seed of 
discord w’as then sown and stag­
nation set in. Very little grow’th 
was experienced—in fact, the 
town “ went back,”  property de­
clined in value, and the settle­
ment of the country was mater­
ially checked. A  few years 
later, however, the saloons were 
voted out. Since that time few 
towns have enjoyed a more sub­
stantial growth and the marks of 
progress are visible on every 
hand. Mr. Hamm is an inter­
esting conversationalist, and 
while we differ with him on the 
school house proposition and 
believe its completion will mark 
the greatest era in the develop­
ment of the town, we can but 
admire his pluck and persever­
ance and susceptibility to con­
viction. May he live long and 
 ̂prosper.

Heredity.

A special study of hereditary 
drunkenness has been made by 
Prof. Bellman, of Boston Uni­
versity, Germany. His method 
WHS to take certain individual 
cases, a generation or two back. 
He thus traceil the careers of 
children in all parts of the pres­
ent German empire until he was 
able to present tabulated biog­
raphies of the hundreds de­
scended from some original 
drunkards. Notable among the

persons described by Prof. Pell- 
man is Frau Ida .lurka, who was 
boarn 1740, and was a drunkard, 
a thief and a tramp for the last 
forty years of her life, which 
ended in 1800. Her de.scendants 
number 8;14, of whom 709 were 
traced in local records from youth 
to death. One hundred and six 
of the seven hundred and nine 
were Ixirn out of w’edlock. There 
were 144 beggars, and 62 more 
who lived from charity. Of the 
women, 181 lived disreputable 
lives. There were in the family 
Go convicts, 5 of w-hom were 
sentenced to murder. In a period 
of some 75 years this one family 
rolled up a bill of costs in alms­
houses, prisons and correctional 
institutions amounting to at least
3.000. 000 marks, or about $1,-
250.000. — Lx.

A Heavy Rain fell Thursday-Seema 
to be General.

The long looked for rain came 
Thursday of last w’eek, and the 
additional charge of a nickel for 
shaving long faces has been dis­
continued by the barbers. But 
it w’as a generous rain, putting a 
good season in the ground and 
filling all the w’ater holes and 
taks full to overflow’ing. In the 
immediate vicinity of Merkel the 
fall W’as none too heavy, but the 
entire trade territory was plenti­
fully submerged. In every di­
rection the country w’as blessed, 
reaching to just beyond Midland 
on the west and including the 
whole of the State on the east 
and south. In South Texas the 
fall W’as the heaviest since the 
Galveston flood. At many points 
terrific hail storms w’ere rept)rted, 
beating vegetation into a jelly, 
w’hile at others the w’ind reached 
the velocity of a cyclone and 
much property w’as destnjyed.

The rain here was hard for a 
couple of hours, but settled down 
to a slow’, steady gait, which it 
has kept up at interv’als the past 
W’eek. It is hoped that it will 
yet break up with a trash mover 
and gully washer. '

The rain, however, will b e 
worth thousands of dollars to the 
country. All crops had begun 
to suffer, but it will come a- 
whooping now, and grass will 
grow like magic. At least, it 
W’ill restore confidence in the 
country.

W hy W e Do Not Need the 
Philippines.

Our American republic has no 
business with an empire 6,(XX) 
miles from its nearest port. A l­
ready the Philippines have cost 
us more than we can possibly re­
alize from them, and they will 
continue to cost us dearly in lives 
and money as long as we try to 
hold them. In Manila, few seem­
ed friendly to the civil govern­
ment. Some even expressed a

wish that the Spaniards might 
return to power, w’hile the ma­
jority desired Filipino independ­
ence. If p<jssible, we should give 
them that blessing; but, in any 
event, w’e should no longer pay 
money in a mad effort tt) end a 
w’ar W’hich can never bo stopped.

There are several ways i n 
which we might exchange the 
islands for territory nearer our 
borders. If England would cede 
us a portion of her Northwest 
Territory, and take in exchange 
the Philippines, it would be a 
g«Mid bargain o n both sklet 
While the eastern islands are of 
no account to us, England could 
use them to an advantage as an 
addition to her colonies in that 
part of the world. Manila would 
grow to a tremendous size if it 
could have free irade with all the 
British colonies in iti nei *^or- 
hood, and all the islanas would 
be rapidly developed. The North­
west Territory would make a val­
uable addition to our northwest­
ern states and would broaden our 
development along the Pacific 
Coast, adding greatly t o the 
commerce of San Francisco and 
other ports. If w’.e hadn’t already 
as much trouble as we can hand­
le in the West Indies, I would 
suggest that w’e exchange the 
Philippines for the British West 
Indies, for those islands are near 
enough to be desirable.—Cong­
ressman De Armond, in Success.
