nor more than five years, or by 
fino of not less than one hundred 
nor more than two thousand dol­
lars;”

Room No, 7. No. 1 in this 

I room is titled “ La Caridad Ho- 
I mana (Roman Charity), which, I 
think, is a misnomer; it should 

' be called Filial Devotion. Many 
years ago I read the history of 
this subject, which runs some­
thing like this: An old Roman
was condemned to prison to die 
of starvation, but if he lived 
over a certain length of time he 
w'as to be set at liberty. His 
daughter, a young matron, visit­
ed him every day, and t h e  
guards would .search her for 
food, but found none. Still the 
prisoner lived on and was finally 
set at liberty, all wondering at 
the vitality of the old man. Some 
thought it was a miracle, but the 
secret was, the young mother 
had weaned her babe and from 
her breast the father had drawn 
sufficient nourishment to sustain 
life. The picture is by Luis 
Conroy. No. 6, “ Cortez Before 
Moctezuma,”  by J. Ortega, is 
very fine. The barbaric splendor 
of the Aztec court no doubt ex­
cited the cupidity of the Span­
iards. No. 14— “ Brother Barto- 
lone de las Casas, iVotector of 
the Indians,”  by ,1. Porra. On 
the bank hills of the Banco de 
Landres y Mexico is a small re­
production of this fine picture.

No. 15 — “  Xóchitl and Her 
Father, Papatzin, presenting the 
Toltec Prince, Tecpancaltzin,with 
the naw drink. Pulque,”  repre­
sents the discovery of the Mexi­
can favorite drink in the 12th 
century. The picture is by J. 
Obregon.

No. 19—a picture of “ St. Job.”  
ThB old patriarch looks like ho 
might have a case of small pox. 
If he had, then why did not 
Kliphaz the Tenanite and Bildad 
the Shulite get it also?

No. 21— “ An Episode of the 
Conquest,”  is another picture of 
Spanish oppression and cruelty. 
The soldiers have invaded the 
court of an Aztec house. A man 
has just been killed in the center 
of the court, while over him 
stands a soldier with drawn 
sword, the point dripping with 
blood. Nearby is a woman 
wounded, her arm thrown across 
her babe to protect it. Through 
the open court three vultures are 
seen approaching on outstretched 
wings, to feast on human flesh. 
Another soldier is looking at a 
string of gems he has found, 
while in the background are 
others searching f o r  hidden

treasure. Some Indian women 
are huddled in the corner, their 
faces distorted by fear. The 
scene is near Cholula.

In the library are some fine 
paintings. Just above the d(X>r 
is a large picture of the “ De-! 
struction of Jerusalem”  by the 
Italian artist Silvagni.

I have only mentioned a very 
I few of the many pictures in these 
I rooms. Some of the rooms seem 
so crowded no more can be add­
ed. In several of the rooms were 
students copying portions of 
pictures, a face or figure, or bit 
of landscape. There are also 
some large ^unfinished pictures, 
some original, others copied, 

i Teachers from the students’ room
' would come in and criticise or
1j give instruction.

A commendable feature of this 
j school is the love the Mexican 
j  artists have for their own beauti- 
' ful country. Instead o f going to 
Europe to paint landscapes or 
copy some obscure or hackneyed 
subject, these young artists are 
putting on canvass views from 
scenery that cannot be excelled 
in the world.

A large picture of the founder, 
Charles III, shows an open coun­
tenance and a kindly expression; 
the most prominent feature is a 
large nose.

On the first floor are 8 rooms 
filled with statuary and piaster 
casts.

At the office our cameras were 
restored to us. The American 
with a camera lias almost become 
a nuisance in Mexico, invading 
often the homes of the people,the 
art galleries and museums, and 
even the churches while services 
are being held are not too sacred 
for the camera fiend. Some of 
them have lately overdone the 
thing, and the press has taken it 
up, with the result that many of 
the public buildings are closed to 
the camera.

The typical American traveller 
is inquisitive, especially if he is a 
down-eastor. This is not u bad 
thing unless carried to imperti­
nence. One .of our passenger 
conductors, who is quite a wag, 
had a lot of excursionists on his 
train.
