of the Confederate home at Aus­
tin, will be of interest to our 
readers:

Confederate Home, Austin. 
Texas, Feb. 2C, 19(KL— W. W. 
McLeod, Fsq., Wills Point, Tex­
as.
ing plenty of leisure, I wili give 
you a short description o f the 
Confederate Home and its in­
habitants. I will, in the first 
place, give you a description of 
the buildings. The administa- 
tion building is a three-stpry 
brick. The first story is used 
for storage purposes—dry goods, 
groderies, bedding, etc. The 
middle story has a chapel largo 
enough to seat 250 people, one 
end of which is shelved for a 
small library. The remaining 
part of the second story and the 
third story are used for the o f­
fices, which consist of a large 
parlor, the superintendent’ s o f­
fice, and some eight or ten bed 
rooms. One brick house 50x20 
with galleries on each side and 
bath room on one end of the 
back gallery. This house was 
built by regular and ex-union 
soldiers. One brick hoase 20x40, 
two story, gallery on each side 
with a bath room on one end of 
gallery on first floor. This house 
was built by the ladies of New 
York. Another brick hoyse 
20x40 with a gallery on each side 
and bath room on end of back 
gallery. This was built by the 
ladies of Boston. One brick 
house, one story, 20x60 with gal­
lery on each side and a bath 
room. This house was built by 
the Railroads’ Traveling Men’s 
Aid Association. One brick 
house 20x60, one story, galleries 
on each side and a bath room. 
This was built by Miss Rosaline

Bryan. Two morej,brick houses 
with the same diminsions and 
finish w’cre built by Mary Mitch­
ell and Mary L. Millinoru. Also, 
one two story framed house with 
twelve rooms built by money 
raised by the Daughters of the 
Confederacy and other lady 
clubs. The State of Texas did 
not pay a dollar for any of the 
alxive described buildings.

Now, I will give you a descrip­
tion of the buildings built here 
by the state: Two brick houses

States for the year 1889 were val­
ued at 8281,000,000. Figures 
taken from the census, show 
there were on farms and ranges 
in the United States on .Tune 1, 
1900, of poultry, over 3 months 
old, 233,500,000 chickens, 6,500- 
000 turkeys, 5,600,000 geese and 
4,800,000 ducks, of the total val­
ue of 885,792,000. It is also 
shown that the value of tTie poul­
try raised in 1899 was 8137,000000, 
thus greatly exceeding the value 
of that left over. The number of 
eggs produced in 1899 was 1,293, 
819,116 dozens, of the value of 
8144,000,000 in round numbers. 
The average price of eggs was 
l ie  a dozen for the country at 
large, ranging from 9c in the 
southern states to 17c in Califor­
nia.

Chickens and eggs are higher 
in southern Texas than they 
ought to be for the local consu­
mer. There must be money in 
raising them at homo if they can 
be brought hero from distant 
states and sold at a good profit. 
By all means let the agitation of 
the poultry now be tried a while.

Very few weevil suc­
ceed in living through the win­
ter. They multiply rapidly dur­
ing the late spring, and by the 
first o f August can prevent cot­
ton from blooming.

The early kinds of cotton will 
be beyond the reach of the boll 
weevil by the middle of July, if 
planted early and given distance 
in the row. On vally lands not 
less than a half bale per acre was 
actually nade last year where- 
ever the early cottons were used 
and planted in this way in the 
boll weevil region.

The Drunkard and the Saloon.
By a law which w’ent into effect 

in England on January 1, any 
person found drunk and incapa- 
t)le of taking care of himself in 
a public place or on any licensed 
premises may be arrested, and 
punished by fine or imprisonment 
or both. Then if he succeeds in 
buying any liquor within three 
years after his conviction, both 
he and the person from whom he 
obtains the drink are liable to 
fine. Under the old law he was 
exempt from arrest unless he was 
distirderly as well as drunk.

The pnihibition against pro­
viding li<iuor to a convicted 
drunkard or to a j)erson, already 
intoxicated applies not only to 
saloons, but to social clubs of the 
highest standing. It places the 
rich drunkard on the same plane 
with the poor one. The law also 
assumes that the presence of a 
drunken person in a saloon is 
prima facie evidence that he ob­
tained his liquor there, and the 
saloon-keep must prove the con­
trary or suffer the penalty pro­
vided. Thus the accused saloon­
keeper is assumed to be guihy 
until he proves himself innocent 
reversing the usual rule.

As drunkenness is made a 
punishable offense, it is regarded 
as sufficient ground for the sepa­
ration of husbands and wives, 
and the law makes elaborate pro­
visions for the relief of the wives 
or husbands of convicted drunk­
ards, though separate mainten­
ance.

The provisions of the new law 
are much more stringent than 
any that have ever been tried in 
Fngland, and the effect of the 
enforcement of them will be 
watched close by all who are in ­
terested in the suppression of the 
evil of intoxicating drink.—The 
Youth’s Companion.

HASTY LEGISLATIO N  IS ALL WRONG.

There is a great deal of unnecessary abuse heaped 
upon the Legislature. People seem to forget that it is 
the duty of the law-makers to legislate for the greater 
number—the greatest good for the greatest number. 
Law that might suit this county admirably might work 
great injury to a dozen other counties, and the other 
counties being in a majority are entitled to the first 
consideration. An example of this truth may be found 
in the effort being made to abrogate the quarantine line. 
Some people are impatient of the seeming tardiness of 
the Legislature in passing this measure— they think it 
ought to be rushed through instanter, and withont g iv ­
ing the other side a hearing—and the member from 
their district is roundly condemned for his failure to 
carry out their wishes. A modification of the iniquitous 
quarantine laws is generally desired, but the effect that 
such a change would have on some interests, especially 
those above the line, is not generally known. In mat­
ters of this kind, when the interests of others as well as 
our own are at stake, it is best to procee<l with caution, 
and a complete understanding of the situation, only, 
should be our guide.

A representative should have judgement enough to 
discriminate between right and wrong. We don’ t 
need a man in the Legislature who isn’ t aware that 
there are other counties besides his own, and that they 
have as much right to be considered as we have. Pride 
in home is a commendable virtue even in the much 
abused legislator, but home pride should be tempered 
with a spirit of justice. Others, perhaps, are more in

need of legislation than we are. In furthering our own 
interests we should be careful lest we work a hardship 
upon them.

We don’t want a law to help any man make a for­
tune, but to simply make it possible for him to do so. 
Let every man work out his own fortune under the same 
rule that his neighbor does. Class legislation is bad 
legislation. We should be willing to work out our sal­
vation under a general law which gives every man a 
fair show. The truth is, we have enough laws, and our 
best endeavors should be given to their enforcement. 
Therefore, it shows bad judgement in any man to con­
demn the Legislature for tardiness in passing a measure 
when the good of the people demands that they be not 
hasty in their deliberations.

An acre of land properly cultivated will yield more 
than three acres poorly tended. A practical demon­
stration of this fact is learned from the Chinaman.

The population of China is so dense that a man who 
owns an acre of land is considered practically a rich 
man, for he can soon be so by cultivating that one acre. 
He does his work by hand— a crude method, to be sure, 
—and looks after each individual plant. Our farmers 
could not do this, especially with a majority of farm 
products; but he can enrich his land and by the use of 
modern methods of cultivation increase its yielding ca ­
pacity. The Chinese say that the earth simply holds up 
the plant while you feed it, and if you feed it intelli­
gently, it fattens and thrives and yields tenfold more 
than those which get their substance simply from the 
soil.

Of course in the majority of crops, as before stated, 
time can not be devoted to each plant singly, but intel­
ligent attention to every detail, and careful cultivation 
of the crop as a whole, based on scientific principles, 
can but result in an increased yield. Scientific farming 
is the only kind of farming that pays one year with 
another. We must get out of the old ruts. The soil 
must not only be tickled, but scratched as well.

tance of from one to three miles, by the train load in 
little or no time, and it would be as “ cheap as dirt.’ ’ 
Of course we could not hope to gravel every street in 
the town, but we could afford to gravel the business 
streets and fill up the low places in the residence por­
tions. By incorporating and levying a small tax this 
could be accomplished without missing the money ex­
pended in that direction. Such a move would give us 
a prestige enjoyed by no other town in all this country. 
At first glance the task would seem an hercualen one, 
but not so. It would cost no great sight, even, to haul 
the gravel in wagons. The good that it would do 
would be out of all proportion to the cost.

That we must soon work the streets is an acknowl­
edged fact; then why not go about in a manner that 
will do away with this constant attention and repair and 
give us good streets for years to come? The future de- 
v’elopment and prosperity of the town depends largely 
upon its sanitary condition. While there are impassa­
ble mudholes and draws of stagnant water scattered 
promiscuously around, there will be lurking shadows of 
malaria on every hand.

The sale of morphine, opium and cocaine should be 
restricted to physicians’ prescriptions, and not even 
then to habitual users of the drugs. Many instances 
of the dangers arising from the uses of either of these 
drugs to excess could be cited, while no benefit what- 
ev’er can be experienced therefrom. The incident which 
took place at Cuero, the other day, when a negro “ coke 
fiend’ ’ attacked a defenseless woman and her children 
and beat them unmercifully for no other reason than to 
satisfy her thirst for innocent blood, should prove a suf­
ficient incentive for the passage of the prohibitive bill 
now before the Legislature.

Kansas City, Mo., March 16th, 1903.
Special to The Merkel Mail.

Receipts in Texas division last week were very light and con­
sisted largely of fed steers. Receipts of heavy corn cattle in Native 
division were large, and of light corn cattle small. Killers wanted 
the light weights and this kind of cattle sold strong all week, al­
though heavy weights declined 10 to 20 cents. The shortage of 
handy weight cattle in Native division forced buyers to look 
to the Quaradtine side for supplies. Weak reports from Fastern 
markets made a iiarely steady market the first of the week here, 
but the average of prices was equal to that of the week before.

The run is again light to-day, and prices show very little 
change, but trading is active. Bulls have developed a slight weak­
ness from the high time, but are far above the low markets of four 
weeks ago. Nine-tenths of the steers that arrived last week sold 
above $4.25. Cows ars scarce on the Native side, and hardly any 
are coming on the Quarantine side, making a strong market on 
anything decent. Canners do not show much life. Among the 
sales to-day were the following:

The phone 
line reports a severe hail at both 
Colorado and Sweetwater, but so 
far as we can learn there was 
none in this immed^te vicinity.

Quality o f lambs 
is not improved to-day. Top lambs brought $6.50, wethers sold at 
$5.90 and ewes at $6.15. Good stuff sells readily at strong prices, 
but inferior, stock is more or less discriminated against.

TAYI.OR COtJNTY, of which 
Abilene is the county site, 

is situated in the exact geograph­

The climate, owing to the geo­
graphical location, is less subject 
to the sudden changes noticeable 
elsewhere throughout the south­
west; it is less severe jn winter 
and more pleasant in summer, 
the thermometer seldom register­
ing lower than 20 degrees fahren- 
heit, and never more than one or 
two days in succession so low; 
while in the hottest of the sum- 
mer season 100 in the shade is 
hardly ever reached, and when it 
is, the continuous motion of the 
air and the free evaporation con­
sequent make our temperature 
less oppressive in this climate

soil. That this is true is attested 
by the fact that chills and fever, 
yellow fever, jaundice and kin­
dred diseases are absolutely un­
known, while parties coming here 
with asthma, catarrh and pul­
monary troubles are in almost 
every instance relieved and a 
permanent residence is consid­
ered equivalent to an infallible 
cure.

Added to the/Wealthy climate 

is Onest Agricultural soil on 
earth, which will produce any 
crop known to farming, except 
only those perennials requiring a 
tropical climate and a marshy or 
miasmatic country—a soil which 
is susceptible of cultivation 12 
months in the year and in which 
grows luxuriantly Indian com , 
Kaffir corn, oats, barley, wheat, 
rye, millet, sorghum, broom corn, 
milo maize, etc., and more cotton 
than can be grown in any other 
section of the southwest outside 
of the malaria-infested river bot­
toms. And from the perfect ease 
with which farm implements can 
be handled, a man can cultivate 
three times as much land as in 
the eastern states. Vegetables 
of every class grow in lavish 
abundance, and horticulture has 
reached a place in the industries 
o f the country, which places the 
fruit crop among the staples of 
production; peaches, plums, nec­
tarines, pears, apricots, grapes, 
and all ben*ies and melons being 
cultivated and reaching a high 
state of perfection.

The native grasses are abund­
ant and nutritious, and while

TH E W ATER.
Taylor County is watered by 

more running streams than any 
other territory of its size north of 
the cross-timbers and west of the 
Trinity river. In the uplands 
living, pure w'ell water is found 
at depths ranging from fifteen to 
fifty feet.

'  BUILDING STO N E.
In all the hills and along the 

streams of Taylor County is 
found building stone of the very 
best quality, which, from its 
layer foundation, is easily quar­
ried, its texture making it the 
most desirable and at the same 
time,*most conveniently w’orked, 
and the best stone structures 
may be erected here at a cost 
proportionately far low’er than in 
less favored localities.

TIM BER.
Although classed as a prairie 

country, Taylor County may be 
said to be well timbered, from 
the fact that along the streams is 
found an abundant growth of 
elm, pecan, walnut, hackberry, 
burr oak, Spanish oak, mulberry, 
china, willow and cottonwood 
timbers, while groves of j>ost oak 
and live oak ̂ alternate with the 
mesquite on some parts of the 
uplands, and cedars grow luxuri­
antly on the hills, thus furnishing 
an inexhaustible supply of fuel, 
posts for fencing, etc.

Taylor County covers an area 
of 900 square miles, about four- 
fifths of which is under*fence, 
and of the 576,000 acres in the 
county about 75,000 acres are in 
cultivation atpd raises annually 
from 10,000 to  25,000 bales of 
cotton, 40,000 to 50,000 bushels 
of com , about 20,000 bushels 
each of wheat and oats, and 
thousands of tons of hay and 
forage crops, besides good crops 
of rye, barley, millet, milo maize, 
peas, sweet potatoes, etc., and 
ships hundreds of carloa4s of fat 
cattle, horses, etc.
