A Pig’s Foot Precipitates a 
mitic Wrangle.

During the days of the Texas 

republic there was a time when , 
money was badly needed, and af- | 
ter casting about for some source I 
of relief, nogotiations were o p e n -! 
ed with France looking to the | 
loan of a large sum, running into 1 
the millions. The m atter p ro - ' 
grossed favorably, and was a- 
bout ready to close up, when a 
singular Incident intervened and 
stopped the whole m atter, bring­
ing on a great deal of diplomatic 
correspondence between the two 
countries. The French minister 
or represenative living in Austin, 
was of a bucolic tendency and 
this proclivity led him to keep a 
lot of hogs about his place. This 
gratified his pastorial nature and 
he took great pleasure in the 
hogs, b u t the swine were of an 
incursive tem peram ent and inva­
ded the premises of a hotel man 
adjoining. The hotel man ex­
postulated, but the French m in­
ister was obdurate and claimed 
the right of eminent domain and 
free territory for his hogs. The 
hotel man, a blunt old fellow, 
who believed in a short cut to 
justice, grew so exasperated that 
he finally broke the leg of one of 
the hogs. This in turn highly 
incensed the French minister and 
his choler found expression in a 
burst of high flown invective.

‘‘Don’t you know that I am the 
French minister, sir, and that 
you have wronged and insulted 
the representative of a great n a ­
tion?”  he cried to the hotel man.

“ I don’t care if you are the 
represenative of the devil; you 
can ’t turn your hogs loose on 
m e,”  responded the hotel man, 
and then still hotter words pass­
ed.

The French minister was so a- 
roused that he retired and in ­
dicted a letter to his country at 
once, telling how he had been in ­
sulted, abused and villified, and 
so graphically did he portray his 
case that a letter was sent to 
representatives of the Kepublic 
of Texas dem anding an explana­
tion. This brought on a lot of 
diplomatic comm unications and 
bad feeling, during the question 
of the big loan was sidetracked 
and perm anently refused by the 
French. And all from the b reak ­
ing of a pig’s le g !

Liquor Dealers Fleeing from the 
Law, Exiled on Lonely Island.

The most amusing thing in 
connection with the present rad i­
cal enforcement of the prohibi­
tion liquor law in Maine is the 
plight of half a dozen Kastport 
saloon keepers, who fled to the 
British island of Campobello, two 
miles out in the Paasam aquoddy 
Bay, and directly opposite FJast- 
port, to escape jail,

A considerable n u m b e r of 
Kastport saloon men are now in 
jail for terms varying from 90 
days to eight m onths, but these 
few managed to make their es­
cape in fishing boats to the 
neighboring island, where they 
are safe from prison, but very 
lonesome.

Campobello is a c  h a r m i n g  
place in summer, but at this sea ­
son it is about the last place one 
would choose to live in. As win­
ter approaches it will be as bleak 
and lonely as the coast of L ab­
rador.

The exiled liquor dealer sits on 
the shore and gaze across Quod- 
dy Bay to their once happy 
homes in the sardine metropolis 
of Maine, trying to decide which 
is best, or worst— ĵail in W ash­
ington county, or banishm ent to 
Campobello. Friends have sent 
over to them the suggestion that, 
as the sentence will be enforced 
whenever the exile shall return , 
be it years from now, it might be 
the better plan to come home and 
do their time while the jail is well 
filled with congenial company, 
rather than wait until the pres­
ent squad has been liberated and

‘ have to serve their sentences in 
comparative ionliness.

At last accounts the exiles 
were still living on fish and sit- 

jting  on the shore of Campobells, 
trying to make up their minds 
what to do about it, while the 
sheriff is patiently waiting for the 
wanderers to come home.—B an­
gor (M aine) Cor. N. Y. World.

A letter from his wife w’as also 

found, from the tenor of which it 
is presumed she is in very bad 
health and had gone to her 
parents a t Tarpley, Bandera, 
county. The letter was written 
in a hopeful spirit and the desire 
was expressed that a silver lin-

, ing to the clouds would yet ap- 
I pear to them.
