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DEADLY EARTHQUAKE
IN CITY OF MEXICO

SEVENTY.FIVE ARE KNOWN TO
BE DEAD.

FETE DAY TURNED T0 SORROW.

The Property Loss Is Estimatea to
Be About $100,000. Affected
Region Is Small,

City of Mexico, June 8.—Sixty-three
killed, seventy-five wounded, property
loss $100,000. These are the net re-
sults of the earthquake with which|
the residents of the capital were
stricken Wednesday morning and in-
jected a note of tragedy into what was
expected to be a day of pure rejoicing.

When the work of searching the]
ruins is completed it is expected that
the list of dead will be lengthened
somewhat, as hiding here and there
throughout the city there doubtless
are many wounded who, with tradl-
tional fear of the authorities and
Government hospitals, fear discovery.

The property loss is but an estimate
and is based upon calculations made
by owners and contractors. Little of
the loss is covered by Insurance.

It was 4:26 o'clock when the first
shock was felt. According to the me-
teorological observatory, the greatest
intensity was reached at the end of
the first minute, but the instruments
continued to record the shocks for
fourteen minutes more. It was wi a
vacillatory, twisting character, but al-
most free from trepidatory motions.

More than half the dead accounted
for were soldiers. They were caught
beneath the falling walls of the ar-
tillery barracks in San Cosme, a lo-
cality near the Mexican Central sta-
tion.

Another place where the earthquate
demanded the death penalty in con-
siderable numbers was at the city
power plant of the street car company,
Here six were killed and six wounded

Two others are missing, and it is
expected their bodies will be found in
the debris, consisting partly of steel
ralls, which had been stacked in the
fron and wood departments which col-
lapsed. The victims were inhabitants
of little shacks built aong the mde
of the structure.

With these two exceptions, the
death list was made up of single cases
or, in some instances, of two or three,
caught beneath falling walls in the
poorer buildings of the district most
seriously affected.

China Demands $6,000,000 Indemnity.

City of Mexico: An indemnity of
12 000,000 pesos, the equivalent of $6.-
000,000 gold, will be demanded of Mex-
ico by the Chinese (overnment for
the slaughter of Chinese subjects in
Torreon. The demand will be bac®ed
up a cruiser which is already on the
way te the Mexican west coast ports.
Three investigators from Torreon
placed in the hands of Shung Hal Sux,
Charge d’Affaires of the Chinese lega-
tion, a detailed report of wne carnsge.
The report says that 303 Chinese were
killed, many of them in the most in-
human manner and that besides a
bank and clubhouse, eighty-nine places
of business were sacked.

The
express shipments have not been es
timated. Until the latter part of Feb-
ruary the prospects for an unusually
large yield were splendid. The three
days' cold spell in the latter part of
the month, destroyed the crop.

Fruit growers here state that
the failure in this crop is the most
complete since 1908,

When is a Dead Man Dead?

Geneva: Extraordinary experi-
ments showing the possibility of sus-
pending life for an Indefinite period
have been carried out by Prof. Raoul
Pictet of this city.

In one case he took some live gold-
fish, froze them in water to 20 de-
grees Centigrade below zero, and
then, after three months gradually
warmed the blocks ice and brought
back the fish to life.

In an interview at La Suisse Prof.
Pictet says he ecarried out experi-
ments in order to see whether the
phenomena of life could be made to
disappear and then be restored, and
that the most convincing results had
been obtained with fresh water fish.

These experiments have convinced
Prof. Pictet that life is being brought
within the number of nature’'s con-
stant forces.

New Orleans, La.: Commonly known

ZOMMISSIONER STILES SECURES
PROMISE OF AID,

TWO STATIYNS ESTABLISHED

Government Engineers Will Be Estab
lished at Houston and
Brownsville,

Washington. D. C.: As a result
pf conference held by State Drainage
Commissioner Arthur A. Stiles of Tex-
as, with Secretary Wilson of the De-
partment of Agriculture, and various
division chiefs, the department has or-
dered the drainage division to co-oper-
ate on drainage work In Texas with
the Texas Levee and Drainage Board
Stations will be established at Hous
ton and Brownsville, from which
points the two supervisors designated
to carry on this work in Texas will
organize their forces for operations in
coastal plans. H. A. Kipp, drainage
engineer, will be in charge of the
headquarters at Houston, and W. H.
Hall, drainage engineer in charge of
the headquarters at Brownsville. Their
forces will investigate the drainage
problems of those sections, and will
transmit all of the results of those
Investigations to the State Levee and
Drainage Board, the State board re-
ciprocating the favor in the sactions
where it is at work, The Department
of Agriculture will increase the allott-
ments for the work, and as a courte-
8y to the Texas board will place its
surveys in areas where the State Le-
vee Board is most desirous of having
surveys made,

Discussing the scope and character
of this co-operation, Chief Engineer
Wright says:

“This work will consist figst of the
general examination of certain valleyvs
and counties where there is interest.

In the
course of these examinat.ons all of
the information regarding the physi-
cal conditions which relate to the lard
from lack of adequate drainage will

of reports, This information will in-
clude the area of land injured, the
condition which produces injury, eith-
er from overflow or, in the case of
the level coast lands, from the lack
of drainage channels to remove the
surplus water.

BOLL WEEVILS SCARE.

Ory Weather Is Most Unfavorable to
His Multiplying.

Dallas: According to reports re
ceived by W. D. Hunter, in charge of
the laboratory of the United Sutog
Agricultural Department, the boll wee-
vil is scarcer in Texas than in many
years. This thinning out is due to
the two very hot and dry summers
fust passed and to the very dry weath-
er of the last few weeks. He says that
hot weather and drouth are the worst
enemies of the boll weevil. The heat
and drouth cause the squares on the
cotton plants to dry up and fall off and
the weevil then can not thrive. This
does not injure the cotton, but merelv
makes the plants grow larger and
mauses the bolls to open later, which
somewhat adds to the danger of frost.

The only boll weevils reported iIn
any numbers in Texas are in the wood-
ad valleys along the Gulf Coast. There
are some in other parts, It is true, but
ot enough to seriously injure tu
rop. The weevil {8 mostly to be

TEXT-And we know that we are of
Jod, and that the whole world lieth in
wickedness.—John §, 19,

Christ himeself appeals to us, as he
did to the Jews of old when he says:

“Judge not according to the ap-
pearance, but judge the righteous
judgment.”

And well we need to heed the ap-
peal. To judge by appearance is a
most common weakness, Of &ll his-
torical characters who have been sub-
lected to the misjudgment of his fel-
low men does not Christ stand em-
phatically marked as the Misjudged
One? Misjudged by his townsmen,
misjudged by the spiritual leaders of
his time, whose duty it was to have
watched the signs of thelr times pre-
dicted by the prophets and so clearly
fulfilled before thelr own eyes that
bhe that runneth might read, and yet
the majority failed to recognize the
Anointed One.

Misjudged by scribes, Plarisees,
the Sanhedrim with two notable ex:
ceptions, he did not even escape the

‘otal misjrdgment of his own dis-
>iples and his own kin.
Not only did Christ’'s econtempor-

aries fail to judge the righteous judg-

ment. Others of other times, yea.
even of our own, have shown the
same lack of judgment. With the
Jews as a nation and within the

ckturch, among the gentiles, though on
different lines, misjudgment of Christ,
that somber specter of unbelief, has
tacitly adhered throughout the ages
as a doleful heirloom.

Mary, in her lack of appreciation
of the divirity of her child, fails to
fudge a righteous judgment when she
found him in the temple questioning
and hearing, and receives as a re
buke: “Wist ye not that I must be
about my fatler's business?”

The scribes saw in him only the
carpenter’'s son and, arrogant in their
clageical pride, asked with super-
ctlious contempt, “Whence hath he
then this learning?”

The Parisees, blinded by their self-
righteousness which amounted to
gelf-worship and created around them-
telves an air of exclusive sanctity in

the Brahman, seeing Jesus “receiving
sinners and eating with them.,” and
judging by appearances, saw in him
only one of the puebel aspiring to a
thing beyond his reach and ken and
raid: “Praise God, we know that this
man is a sinner!"”—John 10: 24,

The priesthood, who, with the
Parisees only added burden to burden
upon thte people. without alding them
with their emallest finger. as well as
the Sanhedrim as a whole, looked
apon this Jesus who did well, helping
all, as one playing to the galleries for
ulterfor purposes; a usurper and ap
interloper within.

The Jew of today Judges most
harshly of him who has dene most to
sxalt the nation whose only excuse
for existence is that he, the despised
me, slould come throvgh it, for the
despising of whom they are today
jespised, but through whom they
shall see him whom they have pierced
and acknowledged him the Messiah.
