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I6T. NEILL 1ALKS 
AT SCHOOLS HERE

Thursday afternoon of last 
.week the etuden’ s of the high 
•ohool were given an opportuni* 
ty to listen to some practioal 
hints on improved agriculturial 
methods.

County Superintendent Smith, 
F. A. Peel, county demonstra­
tion agent and J. W. Neill of the 
state department of agriculture 
addressed the above mentioned 
body for a period of over an 
hour. Superintendent Smith 
made a short talk; introducing 
Mr. Peel who made a very in­
teresting talk but took up 15 
minutes more time than he was 
allowed. Mr. Peel in turn intro­
duced Mr. Neill of the state de­
partment who promptly launched 
out 'n an explanation of what 
the improved method of farm 
work ment and how it was con­
nected with the schools. In a 
very plain and simple way he 

. illustrated many practical 
thoughts on improved farming. 
He alK explained the system 
under which the SIOOO in gold 
is going to be given away to peo­
ple of Texas who can show dur­
ing this year the best results 
from the improved methods of 
agriculture and for an explana­
tion told of the Roby coun-ry 
farmer who last year won S300 in 
gold for getting the best yield of 
milo maize off of two acres. Un­
der the methods of improved 
agriculture the mao averaged 
over 150 bushels to the acre on 
the land in question while the 
average for the state was that 
amount of production on fifteen 
acres of land.

In the talk made by Mr. Peel 
he explained his position in full 
and for an illustration of the re­
sults of the work in Taylor coun­
ty referred to the young lady at 
Buffalo Gap who during last year 
cultivated two acres under in­
structions of Mr. Peel and cap­
tured the Taylor county prize for 
the best yield of cotton 
her average being over - 3  of a 
bale of cotton to the acre, while 
her father who has farmed in 
this country for years and did 
not believe in the improved 
methods, averages less than a 
quarter of a bale to the acre, 
while the land in cultivation was 
in the same tield. Mr. Neill also 
gave some very beneHcial hints 
on poultry raising and explained 
tbe practical and financial side of 
it as when compared with 
either cotton or corn for this 
country.

In conclusion of the talks Mr. 
Neill in making a comparison of 
the late advances in all kinds of 
experimental work, declared that 
so perfect had the power of in­
vention taken sway over our 
country until he would not be 
surprised if there should be an­
nounced that some one had found 
a way of budding the milk weed 
into the egg plant, by which 
means a person could grow egg 

.. mustards in the garden.
After leaving here the party 

went to White Church w'here 
they talked to the students of 
that school in the latter part of 
tbe evening, going on to Butman 
by nightfall where a large crowd 
bad gathered to hear Mr. Neill’ s

The proposal o f a bond issue for the purpose o f building a new 
court house is receiving the approval o f the most of our people and 
should have the support o f every patriotic eitizen of our country.

The present building, even if safe (and it is not), is insufficient 
and inappropriate for ojur county. It is our pleasure to live in one of 
the best counties in the state and our temple o f justice should at least 
be in harmony with our progressive, patriotic and proud people. We 
should not be surpassed by but surpass our neighboring counties and 
set an example for others.

It is our idea that the progressive and patriotic spirit of our 
people should make this proposition unanimous but there is another 
and graver consideration and which shows our plain duty in the prem­
ises. The present building is unsafe as well as inadiquate and its use 
endangers the lives o f all of our people.

The court house is a place of business and frequented by almost 
every citizen and no one who enters now but whose mind reflects the 
recent and awful catastrophe at McKinney which cost so many lives. 
It is our plain duty to eliminate this needless risk.

The proposition deserves the vote o f every good citizen and no 
doubt but that it will carry by a big majority on the 29th of next 
month, the date set for the election.

BOND ELECTION
An election haa been called by 

the Commissioners’ Court of 
Taylor County for Saturday, 
March 20, for the purpose of vot­
ing on the proposition of issuing 
bonds to the amount of one hun­
dred and fifty thousand dollars 
for the erection of a new court 
house. The election was called 
by a unanimous vote of the mem­
bers of the court. Six petitions 
were presented, containing three 
hundred and eighty-eight signa­
tures of property tax paying 
voters of Taylor couty. There 
were circulated four or five other 
petitions to which were attached 
a number of signatures, but the 
parties presenting them failed to 
bring them before the court.

Below is given the number of 
names attached to each petition 
and the order in which the docu­
ments were filed with the court: 
Caps, 31; Tye, 9; Merkel, 82; 
Potosi, 16; Iberis, 17; Abilene, 
233; Total 388.

The petitions calling for the 
election read:

“ We, the undersigned quali­
fied property tax paying voters 
of Taylor County, Texas, re­
spectfully petition that at your 
February, 1913, term of court 
you order an election to be held 
for the purpose of submitting the 
proposition as to whether or not 
you thall be authorized to issue 
bonds of said county in the sum 
of one hundred and fifty thou­
sand dollars for the erection of a 
county court house.” — Abilene 
Reporter.

Maxwell of El Paso stated that 
be knew nothing of the accident 
further than his brother was con-  ̂
duotor in the train service, and : 
supposed that tbe accident hap- j 
pened in a reported wreck. The j 
deceased is well known to many ; 
Merkel people having made this| 
place his home several years ago.

Prize Cattle Sold.
During the past month C. M. 

Largent, owner of the Blue Rib­
bon herd of Usrefords at this 
place, haa sold §ix, beauties out 
of the winning bunch. Two sales 
were made last week to Walter 
Boothe of Sweetwater, two to P. 
Jamison of Hamlin and one to 
M. W. Oorsuch on Monday of 
this week.

Colbert, president of a Hamlin 
bank paid S500 for a selection 
out of the Merkel herd of cattle.

Some years ago when the first 
brick school building was built 
in Merkel the students were then 
aitorded the pleasure of having 
at their disposal an auditorium 
sufficiently large to seat every 
student in the school,

Soon after tbe south side 
school was built, it was discover­
ed that it was not large enough 
to accomodate the growing enlist­
ment, so a plan was adopted to 
out the large auditorium into two 
rooms and to use the rooms as a 
means of seating more students. 
Doors that rolled up were made 
in the partition and the use of the 
auditorium was not destroyed, by 
converting it into rooms of study. 
Later on it was discovered that 
arrangement was not sufficient 
and there was another ohange 
needed, a plan was then formed 
to divide the once large auditori­
um into three rooms, the rooms 
to be used by pupils of the lower 
grades of study. This was done 
and the rooms were made per­
manent, and the place for giving 
lecture work to the school as a 
whole was then eliminated from 
the building. It was necessary 
to make this change in order to 
furnish student with study and 
class room.

Fur a person on the outside, 
and for the ones connected with 
the school it is easily to be seen 
the practical need of a meeting 
place where the whole school can 
be brought together for lecture 
work. While as the condition 
now exists it is impossible to seat 
more than the students from two 
rooms comfortable, and when an 
oooassion presents itself for 
t ie  high school to meet in a body 
there is not enough seating room 
in the building to seat the girls

DEAD MAN FDDND
Monday morning parties cona* 

ing from Trent to Merkel found 
an unknown man lying in the 
road near the Derstine tank 
west of town.

The matter was reported tjp 
Justice of the Peace N. D. Cobb, 
who went out and held an in­
quest. It was his opinion that 
the man came to his death from 
natural causes as no bruises, or 
marks were found about the 
body that would indicate foul 
play or accidental death.

Pisik of Cor­
sicana, Texas and on the label 
was the name J. A. Holbert,May, 
21, 1910, this being written with 
a purple copying pencil. The 
initials of the name Holbert not

being very plain they could 
either be read H. H.' or H. A. 
Holbert but the former is the 
most likely,

has communicated with authori­
ties at Corsicana but so far ba<4 
recei\^d no reply. The man is 
apparently 60 years of age, has 
light brown hair heavily streaked 
with gray, his height being five 
feet, each wrist is marked on the 
back with light soars just above 
the wrist joint, his nose is crook­
ed to the right side of his face. 
In a state of health the mac 
would have w'alked with a limp 
when stepping on his right foot, 
having a curvature of the spine 
which bends the body forward 
and to the right, the curvature 
being to the left.

On Sunday afternoon a 
stranger called at two different 
places in Trent and was furnished 
with a meal in each instanoe, and 
it is supposed left there coming 
toward Merkel about nightfall, at 
least nothing more was seen of 
him until the dead man here was 
identfied as the one who had re­
ceived the two lunches in Trent 
Sunday evening.
