OLD TIME PAPEOS

The Mail is in receipt of Horue 
very interesting docoaierits per­
taining to the frontier days in 
Texas. The papers in question 
are property of Mrs. Geo. L. 
Hamilton of this place and were 
given to her by her father Judge 
Charles Soward, deceased May 
11 of this year.

In the year 1871 Charles 8o- 
ward was Judge of the 13ih Dis­
trict of Texas, Weatherford, 
Parker county. Trouble had 
been outspoken for some time 
between the Whites and Indi.ins 
of that section and the term of 
court was drawing near when 
Judge Soward should go to 
Jacksboro, in Jack county and 
hold a session of district court. 
The principle trial w’as to.be the 
State of Texas vs. Big Tree 
(Adoeette) Chief of the Kiowas, 
Satanta a chief of the Comanche 
Indians. The charge against 
the Indians being murder. They 
together with Big Bear son of 
Sejiaitite, commonly known to 
the white people as White Bear 
had been depredating all parts of 
that country much to the un­
easiness of the government au­
thorities and the Texas people.

In advance of Judge Soward 
holding the session of court he 
was sent the following:

State of Texas, County of 
Parker. To the Honorable 
Charles Sow’ard, judge of the 
13th judicial district of Texas.

We the undersigned members 
of the Bar, practicing attorneys 
most respectfully request and 
petition your honor not to hold 
the ensuing term of district 
court at Jacksboro, Jack county 
and state as reasons therefor, 
that is a well known and undis­
puted fact that the County of 
Jack and the whole country be­
tween here and Jacksboro is to 
an unusual and very dangerous 
extent enfested with large bands 
of hostile Indians, that on this 
account travel between here 
and Jacksboro is unusually dan­
gerous, that owing to the num­
ber of Indians in the country we 
do not think it would be humane 
and just to force litigants and 
jurors of Jack county to leave 
their families and attend court 
We therefore hope your honor 
will not hold court at Jacksboro. 
(Dated). Weatherford. Texas, 
June 22, 1871 and is signed by 
8. W. T. Lanham, (Governor of 
Texas from 1905 to 1907), A. I. 
Hood, J. L. L. McCall, R. J. 
McKenzie, A. J. and Thos, Ball, 
J. C. Stone and H. F. Hensley.

The trial was called in July of 
the same year at Weatherford, 
Judge Soward, presiding and 
Thomas Ball, now of Houston 
counsel for the defendants. The 
charge was murder and a jury 
found each defendant guilty of 
murder in the first degree and 
aseessed their punishment at 
death by hanging. An appeal was 
made but the court decided ^ a t 
the evidence was in the court’ s 
favor and overruled the motion. 
Sentence was then passed on the 
two noted Indian chiefs and their 
execution set for Friday the first 
day of September 1871.

Until recently the average merchant in the towns and smaller 
cities has thought that money spent in advertising was an investment 
of doubtful profit.

I know of one dry goods firm in a town of 
4,000 people that plans each year to spend from $1,000 to $1,200 in 
advertising—a sum equal, if not greater than the salary of any one of 
their salesmen. Their manager considers his advertising space his 
most efficient salesman, and his advertisements each week are pre­
pared with rare care and judgment.

For $20 to $25 a month any merchant in a small town can use 
half a page in his local pa|)er, or a quarter page in proportion, and 
change his advertisement each week. He can thus with no great ex­
pense send into a thoushnd homes in his trade territory each ŵ eek a 
convincing, business-pulling message, for there is hardly a town in 
the southwest of 2,000 population but has at least one paper of 1,000 
or more circulation. There is no other means by which he can get 
such a message into those homes for as little cost. And 52 such rnes- 
sages, conscientiously prepared and conscientiously lived up to, can 
not fail to pay for themselves over and over during the year in added 
profits.

dians did not take place in ao 
cordance with this court order 
After a more careful considera 
tion of the case Judge Soward 
petitioned Hon. lOdmund J.Davis 
then Governor of Texas, asking 
that the sentence of these two 
Indians be commuted to life im­
prisonment. On August 2nd., 
Judge Soward received a letter 
from Gov. Davis, commuting the 
sentence passed on Big Tree and 
Satanta from death to life im­
prisonment.

Even after these two leaders 
were placed in confinement the 
trouble with the Indians did not 
•top as is shown from a letter

from the Department of the In­
terior«, Office of Indian Affaire, 
dated August I.*), 1872, almost a 
a year from the time the Indian 
leaders were to have been 
hanged. The letter is to Judge 
Soward and is signed by T. A. 
Walker, commissioner of Indian 
affaire. Mr. Walker states in 
his letter that it has been the 
constant efforts of the depart­
ment to keep these hostile In­
dians on their reservation but so 
far they had been unable to ac­
complish much, but at that time 
a special Indian Commission was 
on its way from Washington to 
Texas and that the President 
had reasons to believe that their 
efforts will result in material ad­
vantage to the citizens of Texas 
and to the whole Indian service.

Among the papers are two old 
time photographs, one of Big 
Bear and the other of Big Tree, 
the pictures were taken in 1871, 
prior to the time the execution of 
Big Tree was to have taken 
place.

PLANT PEAS ON 
STUBOLE LAND

Our lands are rapidly becom­
ing deplete in certain elements 
of plant food, and many farmers 
are charging the cause of erbp 
failures to the lack of moisture 
alone, when his land in many 
cases is devoid of that particular 
element of plant food necessary 
to grow and mature sajd crop. 
Potash, ,Phosphoric Acid and 
Nitrogen are all important fact­
ors in producing vigorous plant 
growth and the maturing of most 
crops, but our lands lack nitrogen 
more than potash or phosphorus, 
and did you know that the much 
covited nitrogen is floating over 
our fields, and that it is in our 
pow’er to catch and store same 
into the land by planting suob 
crops as have the characteristics 
of extracting nitrogen from the 
air and storing into the soil.

Therefore I insist that you 
plant peas on your wheat and 
oat stubble lands. If your feed 
crop is going to be short and 
you must plant the stubble land 
to maize or other feed crops, then 
plant same in alternate rows with 
peas and you will be pleased 
with the experiment. In all 
probability you will harvest more 
grain from the same land and 
then you can turn under the 
maize stalks and peavines to­
gether, thereby supplying nitro­
gen and humus to the hungry 
soil that has been so unmerciful­
ly robbed of lor many years. I 
insist that you try this plan. It 
is practical. Don’ t turn the land 
now as we would recommend in 
the fall or wHnter, but create a 
good mulch with the disc harrow 
and then plant in drills and cul­
tivate 80 as to create a vigorous 
growth of the peavines, realizing 
that the more vines you have the 
more of both nitrogen and 
humus.

I recommend the speckled, or 
as commonly known â9 the 
“ whippoorwill”  pea, but any 
kind will do that can be procured. 
The iron pea is immune from the 
fungus disease that causes cot­
ton and other crops to die in the 
summer but they are very hard 
to get. The blue goose pea is a 
good one also, producing a very 
luxurient growth of vine, but I 
don’t know of any place where 
they can be procured. The only 
objection to the black eye pea is 
that it does not grow so much 
vine, and that is the main thing 
that we want as the object sought 
in the whole proposition is to 
supply a large amount of humus 
together with the nitrogen that is 
naturally supplied to the soil by 
the peavine. F. A. Peel.

PROPOSED AMENDMENT IS NEEDED.

Loss of life by fire ia a daily menace to the 
faculty and students of the University of Texas, 
according to the last report of the State Insurance 
board. A carelessly flung cigarette, a partly ex­
tinguished match or a defective flue might easily 
cause the total destruction of the educational 
plant at Austin, just as 19 other state buildinge 
have been destroyed from such causes within the 
past two years.

“ Fire occuring in the main building, chemistry 
building, or the boys dormitory ( “ B”  hall,) 
“ reads the report,”  w’ould likely result in total de­
struction. A most serious menace to the protec­
tion of life exists in the auditorium of the main 
building.

“ Located on third floor, 35 feet above the 
ground, and being a part of the main building 
which is extremely combustible, is an auditorium 
with seating capacity of 2000. The main entrance 
and only practicable exit is by stairways which 
lead to the rotunda of the main buildidg. •*• An 
enormous draught from fire would be created at 
this point and effectually cut off this means of 
escape. The iron stair on each side of the audi­
torium would be practically w'orthless as a means 
of exit, owing to the number of persona to be ac­
commodated and the excitement***

“ The method of exit by means of stairways 
causes serious liability cf personal injury in the 
event the audience should become panic stricken. 
This is not only a fire trap but ia also a death 
trap.”

Official estimates of the total number of state 
buildings that are subject to quick and total de­
struction by fire reach 95 percent. A serious fire 
would place state officials in a quandary; for, un­
less the legislature were authorized to issue bonds 
as provided for by the proposed amendment to the 
constitution known as Senate Joint Resolution 

. No. 18. which would solve the problem of replace­
ment of buildings and the building of new ones, 
the only other way would be by heavy taxation 
of the people to meet such deficiencies.

Japan is ready to renew its arbtration treaty 
with the United States for another five-year 
period.

In most wars women and 
children are not fired upon by invaders. In West 
Virginia women and children were not immune 
under the military despotism of ev-Oovernor 
Glasscock.— Fort Worth Reoucd.

,One coQSuIation wi’h the people of this country 
there is never any likelyhoodof such a disturbance 
coming up as the Record sees in West Virginia.

' worry our people for the recent statements of our

The ex-senator ia now a private citizen and 
while he is making probably ten times the salary 
practicing law that he would receive as governor, 
yet it must be remembered that no man has yet 
refused the office of governor of Texas and it ia 
our opinion that Joe Bailey would not object tc> 
presiding over the destinies of the state for at 
least a term. Not only that, but there is not a 
man in all Texas that can defeat the ex-senator 
for the nomination should he decide to throw hi.s 
hat in the ring.— West News.

Gen. George P. Soriven, chief signal of­
ficer of the United States Army, recently confer­
red with Brig. Tasker H. Bliss, commander of the 
Southern Department and following this confer­
ence it was announced that about twenty instruc­
tors and ample equipment for the training of 
about eighty men at the same time would be sent 
to San Antonio.
