Season Will Make More Iougness. Insures

sowing of Graln,

The clouds assembled again Wednes-
day and beginning that afternoon dis-
tributed more wetness over Merkel
country, the total precipitat . :asshown
by our guage at the time o: going to
press was one full inch, Itis reporte
that the rainfall south in the Canyon
valley was much heavier and such that
all of Thursday the Mullberry was on a
rampage and threatning the wagon
bridge on the Abilene road.

This makes a total of 6.45 inches of
rain registered by our gauge since
September 9th, about three weeks.
The total rainfall for September was
5.45 inches and with the start this week
October promises at least sufficient
more to retain the good season which
is so desirable for grain and grass.
Our country has hundreds of fields
of good volunteer oats and it is prom-
ised that the biggest acreage in the
history of our oountry will be sown to
wheat and oats. Many farmers report
some wheat up to a good stand and
that they will sow more.

In addition the rains will with a late
frost make some additional feed stuff,
a little more cotton and good grain and

grass. !

Sow Wheat.

Since the s,»leudi_d raing that we
nave been so bount* jly blessed wi
the past few days I think there shou
he a large acreage sown to grain and
shoulgd be done just as early as it i:
possible to do so. We now have su
cient moisture to sustain a crop for
quite a while, it said moisture is pro-
perly cared for and it begins to look
as if the prolonged drought was brok-
en. We can feel assured of good win-
ter grazing if we plant with good
judgment and if we get no more than
that, it is worth a strong effort since
we gee that feedstuffs are very scarce
in the country and high vriced at the
feed stores.

Where land was broken well last
fall or winter and wel cultivated in

row crops very little preparation is
necessary. A treatment with the disc
harrow is good enough and on some

cotton fields it is hardly worth while
to do even that, ag the land has never
become packed hard. But put the
seed well into the ground and firm
the soil on top of seed. Where land
has not been well broken gocd and
deep in the last 12 months and most
especially where there is a chance to4
turn under a crop of any kind of vege-
tation, then I would say turn it b
all means and secure an application
of humus that is so badly needed on
almost every acre of Taylor county
land.

Don’t be afraid of humus or bare
yard manure; it will improve the
mechanical condition of your land, en-
able it to better receive and retain
moisture and produce plant food. V
must think of these things. Remem-
ber the importance of good seed, and
if 1 can assist you in procuring same,
let me hear from you.
