The following article by an old 
resident of Merkel and a great 
friend to the Merkel Mail demon­
strates to desireability of home I 
life in our little town as compared j 
with life in San Antonio.
San Antonio—May 10. ^

Do you know that there is as; 
great a difference in people a» 
there is in anything? I am just 
thinking of the difference of a 
locality in the same state and 
under the same laws. The one 
living where Protestant Religion 
and prohibition predominates and 
the other where Catholicism and 
saloons hold sway in this state. 
Tne Merkel country in particular 
is of the first class where people 
goto church and Sunday pchool 
on the Sabbath,where the people 
love their God and their neigh­
bors and observe the laws of their 
country, where the election laws 
are observed. A candidate for 
office would not give a man a 
cigar to influence bis vote. But 
here in San Antonio about the 
last of Januarv the big co-op«r 
ations that employ 100 to 500 
men each, herd their employees 
together and march them to the 
Collectors office and advance the 
money if necessary to pay the 
poll tax and take it out of the la­
borers salary—and all those with­
out a job can apply to the Liquor 
Dealers association and gst the 
money provided they go direct to 
the ooUeotors office and secure a 
voting certificate.

For two months before elec­
tions, public spveaking is held in 
the bdik yard of ealoons all over 
the city and the listeners all get

full and “ HURRAH” for the 
candidate who furnished the beer. 
On the Sabbath Day hundreds of 
business houses are open and 
you can buy anything you want 
except “ booze” , for this you 
must join a olnb. Not that ̂  the 
saloon men regard the law but 
there is a man by the name of 
Lane at Austin that revokes their 
their permit to do business. 'Only 
last week an association of Pro­
testant Ministers and Laymen 
banded together and waited on 
the Sheriff and Mayor and de­
manded that they enforce the law 
in the closing of theatres and pic­
ture shows on Sunday—the sher­
iff replied that be could iH>t in- 
force the law an d 'th e  Mayor 
stated that he would not as he 
believed in everyone doing as 
they pleaded and the populace 
arose in righticus indignation at 
the absurdity, of a bunch of 
proachers warning to close shows 
on Sunday.—John Elliott.'
