loast seven years. Said Chief Justice
and Associate Justices shall be elected

Senate Joint Resolution No. 3.

A proposed amendment to the Consti-
tution of the State of Texas, amend-
ing Article 5, Section 2 of the Con-
stitution of said State, so as to pro-
vide that the Supreme Court of this
State shall consisi of a Chief Justice
and four Associate Justices, describe
their qualifications, tenure of office
and compensation.

Be it resolved by the Legislature of
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 2 of Article
5 of the Constitution of the State of
Texas be so amended s0 as to hereafter
read as follows:

Section 2, The Supreme Court shall
consist of a Chief Justice and four As-
sociate Justices, any three of whom
ghall constitute a quorum, and the con-
currence of three judges shall be neces-
sary to the decision of a case. Noper-
son shall be eligible to the office of
Chief Justice or Associate Justice of
the Supreme Court unless he be at the
time of his election a citizen of the
United States, and of this State, and
unless he shall have attained the age
of thirty years, and shall have been a
practicing lawyer ora Judge of a Court,
or such lawer and judge together, at
least seven years, Said Chief Justice
and Associate Justices shall be elected
by the the qualified voters of the State
at a general election, shall hold their
offices six years, or until their succes-
sors are elected and qualified, and shall
each receive an annual salary of five
thousand dollars until otherwise pro-
vided by law: In case of a vacancy in
the office of Chief Justice of the Su-
preme Court, the Governor shallfill the
vacancy until the next general election
for said officers; and at such general
election the vacancy for the unexpired
term shall be filled by election by the
qualified voters of the State. The
Judges of the Supreme Court who may
be in office at the time this amendment
takes effect shall continue in office until
the expiration of their term of office
under the present Constitution, and until
their successor are elected and qualified.

Immediately after the adoption of
this amendment the Governor of this
State shall call an election for the pur-
pose of electing two Associate Justices
of the Supreme Court, one of whom
shall, when elected, hold said office
for four years and one of whom, when
elected, shall hold said office for six
years, and the question of which of
them shall hold for four years and
which of them hold for six years shall
be determined by lot, as now provided
by law, :
