The Bank showing as published in this and 
last weeks Mail be-speak of prosperity over the 
Merkel country. Never before has the financial 
showing of M êrkel banks been so promising, 
never before have the books of the banks shown 
the good line of deposits that they now show.

In past years when prosperity seemed to be 
favoring our town, much of the financial showing 
could have been attributed to foreign money. 
Money brought here by investors who saw the 
sound business judgement of investing a dollar 
in Merkel property. In nineteen hundred six 
following the bumper cotton crop for this coun­
try the banks of Merkel showed combine deposits 
of nearly six hundred fifty thousand dollars. 
Of this total amount many .individuals can be 
pointed out who came here during the boom and 
brought their money with them. These de­
posits often range d in amount around $1000.00 
and were know to have gone as high as $10,000 
to the credit of one individual.

During this past year no such conditions have 
existed. The money now on deposit in the Mer­
kel banks is wholly from the productiveness of 
our country. The deposits are credited main­
ly to farmers throughout the country and the 
showing can easily be said to far surpass any fi­
nancial statement our town has ever before 
made.

At this season in 1914 the combine deposits of 
the Merkel banks showed to be $ 2 7 3 ,3 8 5 .8 2 . 
This statement was taken December 31st, of 1914 
and after practically all the crops had been gath­
ered and sold.

The statement made November 10th of this year 
showed combine deposits of $ 6 6 4 ,0 4 3 .1 8 . This 
amount however does not represent the total 
amount of deposits at the present time. With­
in less than a weeks time after the call had been 
made on Nov. 10, the deposits of the Farmers & 
Merchants National Bank and Farmers State 
Bank had increased to such amounts until the 
total was crowding the $700,000.00 mark.

Something usual for a western country is to 
show a larger financial statement at the begin­
ning of one cotton season then at the close of 
the previous season. But this was done by the 
Merkel banks in the call preceding the one 
of Nov. 10 this year. This call was made in 
July and showed a total deposits of $ 3 3 0 ,7 4 3 .9 4 .

At the end of the cotton season of 1914 the 
deposits were $ 2 7 3 ,7 4 3 .8 2  thereby given the town 
an increase of $ 6 7 ,3 5 8 .1 2  in bank deposits during 
the spring and summer months. It is predict­
ed by some that a better showing will never be 
made by local banking institutions but with con­
tinued prosperity as our country has had during 
the last two years the financial showing should 
continue to climb skyward.

On Bankers Helping the Farmers

It h  s great thing to make two bales of cotton grow 
where one grew before, but a much greater achievement 
to make a bale of cotton worth twice what it was be­
fore. It Is a great thing for a banker to lend monc> 
on property he never loaned on before, but a still greatei 
achievement to lend a dollar at one-h.nlf the rate of in 
teraot and make a greater net profit than he did be 
fore. The Texas Bankers, in co-operating with thi 
Farmers’ Union, are bringing about those happy re 
suite.

When the State of Texas established a warehopsc 
eommission it gave the marketing side of agriculture 

recognition and when It based success of the law upon co-operation the legls 
kature paid a tribute to the lotelligence and patriotism of the farmers, bank­
ers and biisthcss Interests.

Mr. Joe-HIrseb, president of the Texas Bankers' Association, when asked 
to define the position of the Texas Bankers on cottoli warehousing and 
financing, said In part:

"As a result of the vigorous cotton warehouse campaign now being under­
taken. the Texaa ^ n k e re ’ Aaeoclation. backed up by the Federal Ueserve 
Sank of Dallaa, will endeavor to market the Texas cotton crop gradually and 
to obtain for the farmers of Texas a reasonable price above the cost of 
production.

The Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas Is urging the bankers to assist In 
ftnaaclng the Texas cotton crop and Is offering to rediscount, for Its mem­
bers. notes secured by cotton warehouse receipts, giving preference to cot­
ton stored In bonded warehouses. With this powerffil backing the fir^t 
time In the financial history of the state, Texas bankers are prepared to 
finance our cotton crop, but the euccess or failure of this movement depends 
entirely upon the construction of adequate warehouse facilities, upon the 
wllllagness of farmero to store their cotton und upon tt\| co-operation of 
oountry merohaaie and bankers agreeing to extend credit faolIUlcs upon cot­
ton when warehoused.

A cotton warehouse can be constructed at a cost of not exceeding 11.00 
to 11.26 por bele oepactly. Plaae fer warehousei. prepared for the Texas 
Bankers' Aaeoeletlon. mey be oHalned by writing Nathan Adama. Chairman 
Texas Bankers' Warehouse Committee. Dallaa It la suggested that commun­
ities build warehouses In unito of 1000 bales each, situated not lesa than 100 
feet from each other. This takes a low fire rate. Call a meeting of your 
lose! merchants and bankers. Procure a guarantee of enough money to build 
your warehouse. Apply for your charter and start work Immediately.

The Texas Baakers' Association Is composed of seven units, or groups, 
eomprleing eeven sections of the state. A group chairman Is actively In 
charge of the work to his own district. A banker chairman has been ap. 
pointed In every county who report- direct to the group chairman. The 
campaign has been eonduoted vlgoroualy and applications for charters lire 
pouring Into the State Wareheuee Department dally and It la hoped that, 
as a result of the oanpaign now being waged, the warehouse capacity of 
tbe State wilt be largely Increased.”

MURDER TRIAL IS 
HELD AT MERKEL

drt Worth, Nov. 17th.
The six aeroplanes comprising 

the first aeroplane squadron of 
the United States army in com­
mand of Captain B. D. Foulois 
will leave Fort Sill. Okla. on 
their flight to Fort Sana Houston 
at San Antonio on Thursday,

The first leg o f their flight will 
be from Fort Sill to Witchita 
Falls and the second leg of the 
irst "aeroplane practice march" 
from there to Forth Warth.

The machines under the direc­
tion of Captian Fouloir will leave 
Fort Sill a few minutes apart and 
will fly on an average o f about 
ninety miles each day. A  de­
tachment of signal c o rp s  men 
with camping outfits and access­
ories for the aeroplanes wil! pro­
ceed with the aviators.

According to Captain Foulois 
message the machines will trhvcl 
at an elevation of 3.000 to 4,000 
feet and the squadron will camp 
where night overtakes them.

The squadron has been station­
ed at Fort Sill temporarily for 
the lest three months and will 
return there next year to partici­
pate in maneuvers connected 
with the school of artillery fire 
stationed there.

The aeroplanes are usetl to find 
the location o f masked batteries 
o f artillery and to return to their 
own line§ with the app roximate 
ranges o f the ememy’s positions.

All o f the aviators are com­
missioned officers o f the United 
Stated army while the mechani­
cians and men who assemble and 
repair the machines are enlisted 
men in the United States army 
signal corps.

The flying scool at San Anto­
nio, which was established in 
1909 by Captain Foulois, will be 
the permanent headquarters for 
the squadron.

The six aeroplanes comprising 

the first aeroplane squadron of 
the United States army in com­
mand of Captain B. D. Foulois 
will leave Fort Sill. Ok la. on 
their flight to Fort Sam Houston 
at San Antonio on Thursday,

The first leg o f their flight will 
be from Fort Sill to W’itchita 
Falls and the second leg of the 
first “ aeroplane practice march”  
from there to Forth Warth.

The machines under the direc­
tion o f Captian Fouloir will leave 
Fort Sill a few minutes apart and 
will fly on an average o f about 
ninety miles each day. A de­
tachment of signal corps men 
with camping outfits and access­
ories for the aeroplanes will pro­
ceed with the aviators.

According to Captain Foulois 
message the machines will travel 
at an elevation o f 3.000 to 4.000 
feet and the squadron w-ill camp 
where night overtakes them.

The squadron has been station­
ed at Fort Sill temporarily for 
the last three months and w-ill 
return there next year to partici­
pate in maneuvers connected 
with the school of artillery fire 
stationed there.

The aeroplanes are usetl to find 
the location o f masked batteries 
o f artillery and to return to their 
own line? with the appi-oximate 
ranges o f the ememy’s positions.

All of the aviators are com­
missioned officers of the United 
Stated army while the mechani­
cians and men who assemble and 
repair the machines are enlisted 
men in the United States army 
signal corps.

The flying scool at San Anto­
nio, which was established in 
1909 by Captain Foulois, will be 
the permanent headquarters for 
the squadron.

In the midst of nation-wide reprret at the death 
o f Booker VV’ashiiiitton the New York Time tells a 
little story o f another neprro:

“ Sam McCall lives on a small farm in Alaba­
ma. Twenty years uko he was a share cropper, 
a despised nejfro tenant, and he barely existed. 
Sterile land was cheap and so he ¡irubbed to- 

ufficient money to make a payment on 20 
For years it had produced one-third of a 

oale per acre.
Today Sam Call gets eight bales of cotton per 

acre against the South’ s average of two-fifths of 
a bale.

How did he do it? Well, he had a little farm 
where the top soil had been washed away, leav­
ing the unproductive sub-soil exposed in many 
places. He did not know anything about soil 
eonservation that appears in books. He is unable 
to read or write.

Too poor to buy commercial fertilizer, he em­
ployed his children and grandchildren to get 
leaves and leaf mold from the woods o f the un­
used portion of his land.

Sam McCall owned a horse and two cows. The 
stable fertilizer was guarded carefully and re­
turned to the soil. When he raised corn or cotton 
he did not burn the stalks but broke or cut them 
up and plowed them under. When he raised 
cotton this old negro returned to the soil all that 
it had produced except the lint and a portion of 
the seed.

He practiced crop rotation. He sowed cowpeas 
among his oats. He followed oats with corn and 
corn with cotton. The soil needed decaying or­
ganic or vegetable matter. Sam McCall fed the 
soil.

Year by year he plowed deeper until he broke 
his ground to a depth qf 10 inches, thus obtain­
ing a loamy soil lightened by the decaying corn 

'Irtalks, cotton stalks and stable manure.
His neighbors sneered at him when he rejected 

their advise. This old negro said that the soil 
needed plenty of potash, nitrogen and phospheric 
acid the three elements o f plant food. He fed 
the soil and then he plowed to a great depth in 
order to conserve the moisture in times o f drouth 
and absorb moisture in times of two much rain­
fall.

In 1898 his two-acre cotton patch produced 
seven bales. This was thje highest report in the 
South up to that time. Then he studied seed 
selection and he believed that under perfect con­
ditions he could raise nine bales to the acre.

In 1913 he came very near reaching that figure, 
On a measured hal f acre o f perfect stands, he 
had fil2 plants that produced on an average of 
13 1-2 ounces of lint for each plant, or one bale 
for the eigth of an acre.

Marvelous; but on two acres he has produced as 
much as 320 bushels o f com in a season. On one 
acre he planted oats in rows and received a yield 
o f  70 bushels. He harvested the oats in May and 
then planted cotton, and on this acre he procured 
three bales weighing 604. 506 and 510 pounds, 
respectively.

What did his acre net him?
He drew down |42 for the oats and |201 for the 

cotton, (#  a total of $243 for a single acre which

20 years ago had sulTered from neglect and abuse 
and had been brought to*a high state of pro­
ductivity by his former slave without the aid of 
one dollar expended for commercial fertilizer.

Sam McCall has a slate reputation. He sells 
his cotton seed at a very high price for planting 
purposes and it is known as the Sam McCall see<.i. 
—The Dallas Disi)atch.

The Dispatch certainly have gotten an inter­
esting bunch of figures together and to a person 
in this s e c t i o n  they almost seem 
imi>ossible but we accept the above as true until 
it is proven otherwi.se.
