Have Been Doing.

Asks That Money Trust 
In Texas Be Dissolved

WACO, Tex., June 10.— Before an enormous crowd jrathered 
lere from all parts of the State to do him honor.

Governor of Texas to the people he represents. Close attention

I told the people tiiat fre 
sjuent elections on the <|nestion o' 
prnhibit'on were not neee.'isury; that 
present laws were snmrieiit, that an.\ 
county that wanted prohiiition had p 
way to get It, that if a man was r 
pro and lived in dry territory lie oiiglii 
to be satlsfled. and If he was an ant 
and lived in wet territory I knew !•< 
was satisfied, and If tliey were boti 
dlMatiafied they might swap homes 
and for these reasous | Htaled tliat ' 
wasi opposed to a resubmission of tli' 
prohibition question.

Again. 1 told the pnople I was ir 
favor of legislation tooklng to the liu 
provement and advancement of oiii 
public schools, the A & .M ('olleui 
and the State University; lliat in tin 
matter o f appropriation for such pur 
pose I would only be restricted by tii« 
ability of the State to pay and an ei- 
onnmlcal expenditure of tlie piiblit 
money. I further said if we got out 
money's worth, let us buy all the ed 
iicatloii we ran pav for, and lei iî  
begin with the little country acliiMii 
house on the road.

Again. I pledged my best effoits as 
a business man to put all Stale pris 
ons on a self-sustaining basis.

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Platform Carried Out.
I told the people in that platform 

that we would have no liquor legis* 
lullon. and 1 would veto any attempt 
to pass that kind o f legislation. There 
was hilt one attempt and that was i 
the hill made to amend the liquor law { 
to lower the tax on alcohol to be sold i 
hv druggisla. When the bill reached i 
nie I said.
