At ten-thirty Thursday morning the actual
count in the Merkel cotton yards was eight-
thousand-fifty Lales. The average of the two
vards for this week has been running slightly
over two hundred and twenty five bales per day
with the exception of Monday.

With the usual Saturday run this place re-
ceives, the combined receipts on Saturday night
should total 8,750 bales. Next week the daily
receipts will gradually fall off and instead of an
average of 225 bales per day the average will
fall to 175 bales per day.
