If 
the mail oi*der house can save 
people money, why is it that 
they do not build up a thriving 
hiusiness in the cities? Why do 

I they .send all their literature to 
I the country? Do they think all 
me fools live in the counti'y and 

. lind it more profitable U) go 
'after their busine.ss? We re.sent 
their implication. We know that 
sometime the i>eople wu. wake 

^ip to the real situation and .say 
to the catalog hou.se, “ l>egone.”

1 
wired him as .soon as I knew de- 
tinitely I was going, which was 
only a short time befoi*e my 
liain left. Of coui*se 1 expected 
him to meet me at the station, 
but when I rolled into the sta­
tion not a farmiliar face was to 
be .seen. However this did not 
i’p.set me much as the Ja|>ane.se 
tourist breau has offices at all 
.'lations of ini|x)rtance. and at 
t veiy place I had l>ec*n I had 
gotten what information I 
waiiitHl in fairly good Engli.sh. 
i.owever, thiis being a town 
some distance from a .sea port, 
the Touriist liureau man could 
not speak Engli.sh. Neither 
could any one of the hundred 
ricksha men who swarmed a- 
round wanting to pull me to my 

* • destination. I picked out a big
strong looking fellow and tried 
the noe word “ English” on him, 
trying to indicate that I wanted 
a man who could speak English. 
I do not suppose he knew what 
I tnent exactly, but he did know 
1 was a foreigner and he did his 

i  best to find someone who could 
^  ^ ^ Ik  to me. --- was failing mis-

erably so I decided to try for 
myself. One of the “ boys”— 
l>oy iS adopted in Japan for por­
ter—had a fairly intelligent 
looking face and so I approach­
ed him and asked him if he un­
derstood English. He said “ leet- 
le bit” —and it proved that the

*  emphasis was on the “ leetle.” 
Whenever a foreigner gets into 
a convei’sation with one of the 
natives, for instance a dispute 
over a licksha fair, or any 
thing else, there is .soon a crowd 
gatherod around. So the “ boy” 
soon had a good group gathered 
Jiround us trying to help out. I

*  Kept repeating the name of my 
iriend, then Methodist Churoh, 
c.icn '^hn.stian and any other 
word I could think of that 
might give him a clew.

For be it known, En­
glish is a i*equirod subject in the 
Japane.se schools, just as much 
a> Latin is in America.

dicated that he was ready to

Tstart with me. So o ff we went 
up the main street, which was a 
very good one os streets go in 
in Japan, being about forty or 
fifty feet wide and having a 
street car track running down 
the middle. He took me to what 
I think must have been the far 
side of the town to a churoh. I 
joyfully alighted and asked the 
man who came out “ Motoyo.shi?.
