The principal speaker of the 
evening was Hon. Harry Tom 
King. He covered the matter in 
a very thorough and genteel 
maimer, offering no bitter crit- 
idsm.but appealing to the rea- 
.son of the cit)wd pi-esent. The 
closest attention was given 
throughout his address and he 
■was fretjuently applauded.

-Following him. J. C. Mason 
was called upon to speak. His 
address was short but spicey. 
He proved himself an orator of 
no mean ability. Clearly and 
forcifully he emphasized sev­
eral points that brought out 
deep thinking and produced 
vociferous -applause.

Dr. Sandefer was unavoidab­
ly kept away on account of not 
being able to make train con­
nection. He hopes at a later 
date to speak to an audience 
here.

J. T. Browning was elected 
chairman, but during the pro­
ceedings was called away on 
account of a sick child, and J. 
C. Mason was appointed to take 
charge. Miss Mossie Sears was 
elected secretary. A resolutions 
committee was appointed and 
reported as follows, Miss Eva 
Williams reading the rosolu- 
tions:

Merkel, Texas, May 8, 1918.
We, your committee, appoint­

ed to presen reasons why we op­
pose the candidacy of James E. 
Ferguson for Govenior of Tex­
as, submit the following as 
some of them:

1. He has always in public 
life been a rabid and obnoxious 
anti-prohibitionist, fully devot­
ed to the saloon, to which he 
owes his elevation to the gov­
ernorship. In his loyal support 
of the breweiy and liquor in­
terests of Texas he has not re­
frained from denouncing the 
ministry, the leading educators 
and he great and fonvard moral 
forces of Texas. He has consis­
tently upheld the saloon and 
fought those who have tried to 
make Texas a decent place in 
which to live. Through the 
power which he has held, the 
infamous liquor traffic has re­
mained in existence long be­
yond its time in Texas,debauch- 
ing thousands of men and wo­
men and worse than wasting 
many willions of dollars.

2. In public life he has never 
proven a friend to women. He 
as consistently fought woman 
suffrage, and her elevation to 
political power was entiroly 
against his will. As a champion 
of the saloon he could haidly be 
expected to take any other 
view.

mote with it further his politi­
cal ambitions. They have there­
fore usui-ped honors, that for 
the most part should go to oth­
ers, rather than to Mr. Fergu­
son. Let no one believe that to 
Mr. Ferguson belongs all the 
glory.

7. We do not believe that 
the people of this State will 
ever again elect a legislature 
and a senate whose views are 
consonant with the view’s of 
Mr. Ferguson. We sincerely 
hope that such will never be 
the case.

A large number of the pre­
sent senators are hold-overs. It 
isnot likely that they could 
ever be induced to support any 
pet measure of Mr. Ferguson’s 
that did not comport with their 
views.

8, Mr. Ferguson has been 
tried, impeached and removed 
fiom office by the constituted 
authorities of this state. The 
testimony (developed in his 
trial, \ coming from both him 
and from other witnesses, was 
of such a naturo as to convince 
even his most partisan friends 
of his unfitness to hold the 
the high office of governor. 
We feel that our state has al­
ready paid dearly for Mr. Fer­
guson’s services.

We have really a wonderful place. 
It was given to us so rough and plain 
and ugly. I had a coat of plaster pat 
on the walla, painted a bright blue 
wainscot three feet high with a atea- 
cll o f flowera o f red. white and bln* 
above, white walls and caUIng, doors 
and windows outlined with light green, 
and stencUa o f bright colors between 
tbe windows o f trumpets, and over 
the fire doora delicious little pelnUngs 
by Mias Kirkpatrick and Mias Beckett 
o f soldiers and canteeners In the most 
clatar and attractive way.

■righteat Little Room.
At tbe and of the room we have two 

girls, one American and one French, 
holding French and American flags. 
We have rad and white oilcloth on the 
tables, red glass carafes and rad tur­
key window curtains, and always flow- 
era on tba counters. It la the gayesL 
brightest little room yon aver saw. 
However, It only holds abost 120 man 
seated at the tables-and It la to be 
used as a recreation room and even 
movies. Our big room Is to have  ̂
huge kitchen and aeata for 1,000 men 
or over, and wUl open right on to the 
platform. It Is to be decorated by an 
artist from the Beaux A rt as Mias 
Beckett baa gone and Mias Kirkpat­
rick la too busy.

It will realty be a splendid big place 
and we can work In comfort Instead 
o f being pot In straits as we are now 
In to feed so many men with only six 
gas burners In a long row. We make 
the coffee, soup, cocoa, and ragout or 
sometimes regular Irish stew on our 
stovaa and the roasta are cooked for 
us gratuitously at the bakers'. All 
food except coffee, meat, cocoa apd 
sugar 1s cheap down here. It la tha 
garden district of France. All the men 
are so pleased and grateful and wa 
get such post cards and thanka Wa 
have stewed applet, stewed dates and 
figs for deserts and I tell you It keepa 
os hopping to keep things going. 
Sometimes we run out of meat and 
then we fry eggs for them and they 
love them. The^dormltorles are won­
derful. I never was so proud o f any­
thing before. Two Hundred canvas 
atretchers for beds. We never used 
them before, but we can keep them 
clean and put them outside If there 
Is any vermin.

Modal o f Claanlintsa.
We have a splendid fumigating plant 

and an incinerator, and the place Is a 
model o f cleanllneat. All the men 
take off their wet and dirty boots Wa 
have good felt slippers for them, two 
woolen blankets for each bed, two big 
staves and an orderly that waken 
them for their trains, good shower 
hatha and «'ssh rooms and altogethsr, 
when the big room Is finished. It will 
be a model of everything It should bn, 
particularly as our last touch la a bar­
ber. Last year tbe men slept In the 
road. We have adopted «rhe Aubergn 
sabots aa the only sensible footwear 
as the roads and our floors are always 
w et
