SIGN PLEDGE TO CARRY OUT
FOOD ADMINISTRATION
PROGRAM.

POST CARDS, IN STORES.

Explain New Wheat Ruling to
Thousands of Customers—In-
sures Greater Food Saving.

Grocers of the nation have accepted |
enthusiastically the 50-50 basis for the
purchiase of wheat flour and are doing |
their utmost to explain the new n-xu-'
lation to the housewife, This ruling by |
the U. 8. Food Administration requires |
each purchaser of wheat flour to buy |
one pound of cereal substitute, one
kind or assorted, for every pound of |
wheat flour. It was necessary to re |
strict the use of wheat flour In order
that the allies and our fighting forces
abroad might be assured of an ade-|
quate supply of wheat to meet their
vital needs. This supply must come
from our savings because we have al-
ready sent our normal surplus,

Wheat saving pledge cards were for
wardéd by the Food Administration to |

all retall food merchants, and these
are being signed and posted in stores
throughout the country. This card
states, “We pledge ourselves loyally to
carry out the Food Administration pro-
granmi. In accordance with this order
we will not sell any wheat flour except

where the purchaser buys an equal
welght of one or more of the following,
& greater use of which In the home
will save wheat :

“Cornmeal, corn flour, edible comm

starch, hominy, corn grits, barley flour,
potato flour, sweet potato flour, soy
bean flour, feterita flour and meals,

rice, rice flour, oatmeal, rolled oats and
buckwheat flour.,”

Some confusion has resulted on the
part of the consumer In construing
this “50-50" ruling to mean that an
equal amount In value of substitutes
must be purchased with wheat flour.
This Is a mistaken |dea. The ruling
states that the consumer In purchasing
flour shall “buy at the same time an
equal weight of other cereals.”

One exception to this ruling is con-
cerning graham flour and whole whenat
flour, which may be sold at the ratlo
of three pounds to five pounds of
wheat flour. This provision Is made
because approximately 23 per cent
more of the wheat berry is used In the
manufacture of these flours than stand-
ard wheat flour,

Another exception is that concern-
ing mixed flours contalning less than|
50 per cent. of wheat flour, which may
be sold without substitutes. Retailers,
however, are forbidden to sell mixed |
flours containing more than 50 per|
cent, of wheat flour to any person un-|
less the amount of wheat flour substi- |
tutes sold is sufficient to make the to-|
tal amount of substitutes, including|
those mixed in flours, equal to the to-
tal amount in wheat flour in the mlxc-dl
flour. For instance, If any mixed ﬂuurl
is purchased containing €60 per cent |
wheat flour and 40 per cent. substl-|
tutes it is necessary that an additional |
20 per cent. of substitutes be pur|
chased. This brings It to the basis of
one pound of substitutes for each
pound of wheat flour.

A special exemption may be granted
upon application in the case of special-
Iy prepared infants’ and invalids' food
containing flour where the necessity 1e
shown,

Some misunderstanding seems 1o v¢x-
ist on the part of consumers in assum-
ing that with the purchase of whent
flour one must confine the additional
50 per cent. purchase to one of the
substitutes. This is not the case. One
may select from the entire range of
substitutes a sufficient amount of each
to bring the total welght of all substl-
tutes equal to the welght of the wheat
flour purchased. For Instance, If a
purchase of 24 pounds of wheat flout
{8 made a range of substitutes may be
selected as follows:

Cornmeal, 8 pounds; corn grits, 4
pounds; rice, 4 pounds; buckwheat, 2
pounds; corn starch, 1 pound; hominy,
2 pounds ; rolled oats, 3 pounds.

These substitutes may be used In
the following manner:

Cornmeal, 8 Pounds.—Corn bread, no
flour; corn mauffins or spoon bread,
one-fourth flour or one-third rice or
one-third hominy; 20 per cent. substl
tutes in whole bread.

Corn Starch, 1 Pound.—Thickening
gravy, making custard, one-third sub-
stitute In cake.

Corn (Grits, 4 Pounds.—Fried |ike
mush, used with meal In making corn
bread.

Rolled Oats, 83 Pounds.—One-fourth
to one-third substitutes In bread one
half substitute In muffins; breakfast
porridge, use freely; oatmeal cookies,
oatmeal soup.

Buckwheat Flour, 2 Pounds-—One-
fourth substitute In bread, buckwheat

American Meat Restrictions Re-
laxed to Effect Greater
Wheat Savings.

ARGENTINE ARRIVALS SHORT.

Meat Supply Here Considerably En.
larged — Food Administration,
HoweVer, Warns Against
Waste,

The allles have made further and
Increased demands for breadstuffs,
these enlarged demands being caused
to some degree by shortage in arrivals
from the Argentine, It is, therefore,
necessary for the U, 8. Food Adminis-

| tration to urge a still further reduction

in the consumption of bread and bread-.
stuffs generally If we are to meet our
export necessities, The Food Admin-
Istration has issued a statement ex-
plaining the situation In detall, partie-
ularly the reasons which lead It, for
the purpose of centering effort for the
time belng upon the cereal situation
to relax temporarily the restrictions on
meat consumption.

Experience shows, this statement
says, that the consumption of bread-

| stuffs is Intimately assoclated with the

consumption of meat. For various
reasons our supplles of meat for the
next two or three months are consid-
erably enlarged, and we can supply the
allies with all of the meat products
which transportation facilities render
possible and at the same tlme some
what Increase our own consumption.
In these circumstances the Food Ad-
ministration considers It wise to relax
the voluntagy restrictions on meat con-
sumption to some extent with a view
to further decreasing bread consump-
tion.

Conservation of food must be ad-
Justed to weet necessities from time to
time, for neither production, nor al-
lled demands are constant factors, nor
can any of these factors be anticipated
for long periods in advance i the dis-
turbed conditions in which we at pres-
ent live, While the world situation is
not one that warrants any relaxation
In the efforts to eliminate waste or to
relax economy In food, the Adminis
tration desires to secure better adjust-
ment in food balances.

The transportation shortage before
the government took over the rall-
roads, the bad weather in January and
early In February, the large percent-
age of Immature corn in the last har-
vest and the necessity of feeding this
corn as rapidly as possible to save It
from decay, have not only resulted In
backing up the animals—particularly
hogs—on the farms for a longer pe-
riod of feeding, but have resulted in a
great Increase in their average welight
and will result, with improved trans-
portation conditions, which already ap-
pear, in larger than normal arrivals at
market for the next two or three
months. The welght of hogs coming
to the market for the past two weeks
Indicates an Increase in weight of
from an average of 208 pounds last
year to the almost unprecedented
average of 232 pounds, or a net in-
crease in thelr meat value of over 15
per cent. This is a distinet addition
to the natlon’s meat supply. [t there-
fore now seems certain that we have
such enlarged supplies for at least
some months to come, that we can pot
only lucrease our exports to the allies
to the full extent of thelr transporta-
tlon facilities, but at the same time
can properly Increasé our domestie
consumption,

The response of the public to our re-
quests for reduced censumption of
weat during the past few months has
been most gratifying, and this service
alone has enabled the government dur-
ing this period to provide such sup-
rMles s transportation to the allles
permitted,

The Administration also tukm
that In those parts of the country
