There were t{imes when each
man, when each one of our boys,
felt himself drawn up face to
face with the eternal, when he
must be a man in spite of him-
self, when there was no loved
one present to whisper a thought
of his finer feelings and his dis-
regard for death. .

No, we do not blame the boys
for not talking much. We know
that we can not imagine the hor-
ror of the days and nights that
were theirs, and unless they di-
vulge their experiences of their
own accord we do not feel inclin-
ed to insist upon vrging them to
enact again in memory the terror
of the recent grim past.

They are home. It is énough.
and we dare say they are more
tender hearted, filled with great-
er vision, abounding in more sol-
emn courage and will make citi-
zens of the same rank and bear-
ing with which they made the
finest soldiers the world has ever
witnessed.

The Castle Peak Common
School District is facing its op-
portunity. We do not presume up
cn the district, neither are we in
position to offer advice. For the
real thinking, progressive people
of that community, we offer the
following facts:

The Editor came into posses-
sion of the following facts con-
cerning the finances of the Cast-
le Peak Common School Distriet
of Taylor County:

The Castle Peak Common
School District No. 26 at present
has a twenty cent tax for school
purposes  which last year a-
mounted to $241.36; their scho-
lastic enrollment was 31, which
gave them an apportionment of
$221.26. Their total amount of
school funds for the year was
$463,01.

The Attorney General has
ruled that where a District has a
tax of less than fifty cents on
the $100 valuation increase in
said tax is rejected by the vot-
ers of that Disirict, the existing
tax can no longer be legally col-
lected.

This year the above Distriet
had a scholastic enrollment of
22, which will give them a State
Approtionment of $157.30, which
will be all the funds available
for that schoel in case the pro-
posed tax is lost.

In case said tax and bond elec-
tion carries, said District will re-
ceive in special tax upon the
same valuation as last year
$603,40; State Apportionment
$157,30; State Aid Approximate-
ly $350.00, making a total of
£1,110.70 in school funds avail-

ble for the coming year.

County Suvperintendent C. K.
Sims is to be congratulated upon
hiz effort to improve the Schools
of Taylor County, as there will
be only two or three schools in
the county which will not receive
State Aid anothér year.

Among others things, it is hoped
that this pamphlet will help establish
the falsity of the old notion that chil
dren should be exposed to such dan
gerous diseases as Mumps, Measles
and Whooping Cought “To get it over
with." Measles and whooping cough

—in impaired condition, so that other
disease finds a ready lodgement
Oftimes the eyes are affected Be-
cause a child can be very sick, vet
complain little, it is thought that these
diseases “go harder” with the grown
person. The grown person can better
afford to take the chance of after dis.
ease than can tiae child, because the
former’s immunity to many disesases
{s established, whereas that of the
child is not.

PROTECTION OF CARS FROM
THEFT

On June 18 a new law goes in-
to effect in Texas which will
lend protection to  automobile
owners against the stealing ot
their cars. It was passed by th
last legislature, and is said by
those who have made a study of
automobile Legislation, to b
one of the best laws of its kind
any where in the United States.

Statistics reveal that an ave-
rage of 342 automobiles are stol-
en every day in the United Stat-
es, and about 5 a day disappear
in Texas alone. This ever in-
creasing evil is requiring special
attention, and it is believed that
this new law will assist in re-
ducing the losses of automobiles.

The Act deals with the remov-
al of identifying numbers on au-
tomobiles and preseribes a penal-
ty of not less than $10.00 or
more thtn $100, for the use on
the highway or the selling or of-
fering for sale of any vehicle

from which the engine number

has been effaced or obliterated.
It provides a method by which
the highway commission will as-
sign a new number to the motor
from which the numbers have
been obliterated from no improp-
" er motives. It further penalizes
the owner of any car who makes
false application for the rigistra-
tion of a car from which the
number has been effaced—pre-
scribing a penalty of not less
than $50. or more than $100.
~ Sections 3 and 4 thake it un-
lawful to sell or trade any second
motor car ~ithout then

‘the car the Tax = Celloctor’s re-

ceipt for the license fee for the
current vear. If the sale is con-
summated a liecnse fee receipt
must be transferred by endorse-
ment and the Vendor must exe-
cute and deliver to the purchas-
er formal bills of sale in dupli-

cate executed before seal num-

ber, engine number, trade name!i

and model The penaity for the
violation of this portion of the
Act is a fine up to $2,000, or im-
prisonment for one year.

To further assist in tracing
stolen automobiles, the Act re-
quires every person or firm
eperating a repair shop or gar-
age, engaged in either repairing,
rebuilding, repainting or electri-
cal work in connection with au-
tomobiles, to keep open to in-
'spection a well bound book in
which must be entered identify-
ing details as to the owner,
make of automobile, motor num-
ber, license number, and the re-
‘pairs or changes made on such
car valued at more than $1.00

All shops dealing in second
hand cars must aiso keep a reg-
ister containing the same infor-
mation, and with special details
as to the party claiming to own
the car and as to the purchase.
In every instance when a used
car is disposed of, one of the
bills of sale executed by the sel-
ler must be filed by the pur-
chaser with the County Tax Col-
'lector as an application for trans
fer of the license accompanied
by a fee of $1.00.

El Paso, June 16.—All Ameri
can troops which crossed to the
Mexican side at 11 o'clock last
night had returned to the Ameri
can side late today, a rport re-
ceived at military headquarters
at 1:20 stated. The cavalry bri-
gade and artillery crossed near
Ysleta, Texas, twelve miles south
east of here, at about the same
time, shortly arter 4 o'clock.

American cavalry forces re-
turned from  Mexico with 100
Villa cavalry horses and nine
prisoners captured in the pur-
suit of Villa's forces; The com-
manding officers reported .thal
four Villa followers were killed
when the adobe headquarters
was charged.

From that time on it was a
running fight with the Villa
band across the plains. An adobe
shack was also found to contain
five Carranza soldiers dead from
wounds and eight wounded.
