In order that every possible
lcontingency may be provided for
i‘in the event of a recurrence of
influenza in epidemic form, I am
inow calling upon the medical pro
fession for 100 volunteer physi-—

[necessity arises, to serve as act-
ling assistant surgeons of the
United States Public Health Ser-
vice, co-operating with the State
Board of Health, at a salary of
$200, per month, $4.00 per diam
for subsistence, together with
railroad fare.

It is the desire of the United
State Public Health Service and
the State Board of Health to en-
list 100 physicians who are will-
ing to go to any designated point
in the State and do relief work
during a possible epidemic of in-
fluenza and without any charges
for their services other than
that above indicated.

Physicians desiring to enlist
in this volunteer corps may. do
so by filing their applications in
writing with me. All applications
received will be duly recorded
and given careful consideration
in the order in which they are
received.
