Tbat any person, pr'rsons or corporations, who may 
move or cause to Ik* moved within the city limits of the city of 
Merkel any house or other structures of greater height than 16 
feet from the ground from one location to the other, on or over 
the streets or alleys of said city, shall be wholly responsible for 
any or all damages to persons or property which may be caused 
by the tearing down or obstructing in any manner or in any other 
wi.se interfering wjtli wires, poles, posts, cables or other applian­
ces charged with electricity and being used by any telephone or 
telegraph, electric light and power or alarm system.
