masculine counterpart, Jullus, It had
its origin tn the Jullan gens that pre
ceded Roman clvilization. Varlous
legende are put forth to gecount for
“Jullus” and historiens Aiffer widely,
but the generally accepted theory 1p
that Julius is the diminutive of “dlus,”
meaning divine, and was evolved In
the same manner that Zeus, father of
the gods, came to be the Roman Jup-
iter. If such is the case, Julls may
failrly be called a dsughter of the
gods.

Just &8s the masculine Jullus was
famed through Jullus Oaesar and be
came hereditary throughout the em-
pire, 8o the feminine counterpart was
accepted as hereditary and war adopt-
el as ormamental in other countries
when classical names came into fash-
lon. The “Julle” of Rousseau’s “Nou-
velle Helolse” made Julle very popu-
lar in France, Englend, 8pain and Por-
tugal kept her intact as Julla, bdut
Italy changed her to Glulla, and Rus-
sla added the typlcally Blavic touch
of Jullja.

Juliana came Into vogue after St
Julisna was beheaded at Nicomedia
under Garelius and her relics were en-
shrined at Rome and later Brussels
The Normans changed it to Jullenne
England received it In the form of
Julyan and recalls her heraldic and
hunting prioress, Dame Julyan Bern-
ers. Gllllan is also a British deriva-
tive, which later became Jill, famed in
the nursery rhyme of “Jack and JIL"
The name is still used In England

In Brittany Julla makes her appear-
ance as Sullana, which was the name
of the nun-sister of Du Guesselln. She
became Jullana In Spaln and Julltta
or Jolitte, among the French peasan-
try. Italy calls her Glullana and
later Glulletta, whence Gluletta Capel-
lett, whose mournful story told in Da
Porta’s novel, was adopted by Shake-
speare as Jullet for his Ilmmortal
“Romeo and Jullet.”

According to Vergil, the name of
Julla Is unladylike; certainly it be
longed to a spirited race, for the
Julias of history were not pretty lay
figures. hut women of power and posl-
tion.

Mr. Johnson believes that practically
the same figures will apply to all parts
of the highway, and 1s positive that
wherever it is properly constructed it
will pay for itself by savings to the peo-
ple, in about eight years. And this is
something for Texans to think about.

It is not usually profitable to have a
tire retreaded, as most owners who keep
. an accurate account of their car ex-
nses can testify, but it often is possi-
le to give a blown-out shoe a lease of
life amounting to 600 or even 1,000
miles by putting an inside blowout patch
over the gole. It is aurﬁrising how long
it will last, and when the tire does give
way it will not be at the patch, but at
some other point., Excellent inside
blowout patches can be made by cutting
up an olga hoe into sections of suitable
length, trimming off the bead and the
tread rubber.

CAT, DOG “HOME GUARD”
PLAYS NEEDFUL ROLE

Grand Rapids, Mich.,, has a “home
guard” that does not very often break
into print. This “home guard,” how-
ever, though it is composed of cats and
dogs, plays an important and unique
part in the city’s affairs.

At the Hotel Pantlind, is “Whitie,” a
beautiful Angora, who lives in the store-
room. She knows her duty, to protect
the stored feodstuffs from the ravages
of mice and rats. She accomplishes more
than a dozen steel traps or the most
deadly poisons, and her methods are
more humane. She is trained not to
molest anything not given her,

“Whitie” comes from a family of hotel
cats. Her grandfather was a mouser at
the old Morton house, and like most
celebrities, seems to have a distinct
aversion to the camera man and the re-
porter. One may admire Whitie’s silky
fur, but she insists they do so from a
respectable distance. She will not toler-
ate familiarity.

“Jack,” a handsome Airedale, is a sort
of general supervisor and inspector at
the Kent county jail. He is well ac-
quainted with the jail schedule, and if
anything unusual happens, he immedi-
ately notifies proper authorities, He is
credited, by Sheriff Peter Viergever,
with being partly responsible for the
few escapes recorded against this jail.
Jack was a Red Cross helper, overseas,
in the world war, where he seemed to
develop rather reserve habits. He is
friendly with everyone, but refuses to
take orders from anyone except his mas-
ter. He displays an instant intense like
or dislike for persons at first meeting,
and seldom, if ever, changes his opinion.
He is especially valuable at night, when
he keeps a close watch over the corridors
and investigates every disturbance,

Engineer Kunst tells a story of a pris-
oner, who centinually paced back and
forth in his cell.

“Jack was always on guard,” the en-
gineer says. ‘“He seemed to have a par-
ticular dislike for that prisoner. One
night T was awakened by a tugging at
my sleeve, and making a round of the
corridors, I discovered the cause of the
dog's excitement. The prisoner had been
making plans to escape.”

Though the Grand Rapids postoffice
does not take advantage of the allow-
ance, made in the United States postal
service budget, for funds with which to
buy food for cats, which guard the mails
from rats and mice, the postoffice has
“Tabby,” rangy, slender and wiry. Em-
ployes at the office say he possesses a
very warlike disposition toward rats and
mice. One day Tabby tackled two large
rats at once. The noise drew quite a
crowd from the many rooms. Before
that anxious audience the cat emerged
victorious, though badly scratched.

“He came wandering in one day,” a
carrier explained., ‘“He apparently came
from nowhere in particular but now we
should not like to lose the old fellow.”

One of the most prominent members
of the “home guard,” until recently,
sleegs under a green mound in the vard
at the rear of engine house No. 5. “Bob-
by"” was a real fireman cat, riding on
the engine to every fire. But he was
always careful to keep away from both
fire and water, and knew just what part
of the machine to ride upon, to avoid
unpleasantness. One day he carelessly
fell asleep by a wheel of one of the big
trucks. The machine started suddenly,
and made his name more appropriate,
by amputating his tail. Bobby stayed
on top of the engine for the next year
or two. Then, one day, he forgot again
and went to sleep once more under the
engine, He was buried with fitting cere-
monjes.

“Tommy,” who is Bobby’s brother, is
still alive, because, the firemen say, he
possesses a more cautious and dignified
nature. He believes that cats are more
adapted to the destruction of rodents,
than riding on fire engines, so he never
accompanies firemen on their trips
about the city.

HOW PLANTS PROTECT
THEMSELVES

Cats have claws, dogs have sharp
teeth, porcupines have needle-like quills,
small boys have fists and bees have little
arrows with which to protect themselves
when an enemy attacks them. Nature
has provided all sorts of living things
with ns.

Even ts are soldier-like, and carry

with them all the implements
There is the hawthorne, the locust and
the orange trees, armed to the teeth
with savage spears, which they stick
into the enemy that seeks to destroy
them. The gooseberry bush is full of
needles, and the sword grass of the
swamps carries sharp knives with which
to cut any animal rash enough to try to
eat it,

Of all these soldier plants, perhaps the
most interesting is the nettle; for it
arms itself, like the giant savages of
Patagonia, with poisoned arrows., When
it enters a vacant lot and begins to grow
in thick clumps, choking out other weeds
and grasses, the cattle let it entirely
alone. They know how warlike it is;
and the boys and girls don’t try to pick
it, for they have been nettled, and know
how it feels.

The nettle plant is like the porcupine.
It carries millions of arrows, which it is
ready to use whenever the enemy ap-
pears. These arrows, with the tiny
hairs, barely large enough to see unless
one looks very closely, have a broad base
made up of a large number of little cells
and a long needle-shaped point, having
at its tip a bulb or ball. When the small
boy touches the nettle plant—he doesn’t
intend to, of course—the little bulb-like
point cuts a small hole in his hand, and
then, being very brittle, it breaks off.

That leaves a hole in the end of the
arrow, and the plant shoots out a charge
of thick, syrupy liquicl called protoplasm
into the cut in the boy’'s hand. This pro-
tnplavn is poison, and it isn’t long before
it has begun to work and the small boy’s
hand has begun to itch. Then he says
he has been stung, and he takes care
next time not to get into trouble with
the warlike nettle.

The cactus also carries weapons with
it, but they are entirely different from
the poisoned arrows of the nettle, for
the cactus fights with ugly looking
barbed spears, so small that they can
hardly be seen, although as many a
youngster knows to his sorrow, thev can
be felt very readily.

CRABS THAT BUILD HOUSES.

You know that little white pointed
shells, looking something like tiny limp-
ets, which almost cover the rocks and
stones of the seashore?

No one can help knowing them, for
as you walk barefooted on your way to
bathe or paddle their sharp edges brmg
them to your notice very quickly.

What sort of creature do you imagine
builds them? One would naturally think
that it might be a colluse something like
the limpet, but really it is a crab, or
rather one of the crab’s first cousins!

If vou put a stone containing two or
three of the white cones into a glass of
seawater, the occupiers will soon make
their appearance,

First, a little lid opens at the top of
the ~hm then a fringe of what looks
like “feelers” makes its appearance.
Looking at these with a magnifying
glass, you will see that they are really
Jnmtml legs, and that there are six pairs
of them, the same number as crabs, lob-
sters and crayfish possess.

This little creature spends the first
few months of its life swimming freely
in the water. Then it settles down upon
a rock and makes itse!f a nuisance by
building knife-edged shells for us to
tread on.

The stomach is & hollow pouch placed obliquely

dominal cavity. It is a muscular organ and the
alternate contraction and relaxation of the muscu-
lar fibers causes the food to be carried around
and around in the stomach, and subjects it to con-
siderable pressure. It is here that the protein or
such a substance ag is found in meat, vegetables,
milk, eggs, cereals and gelatine are digested.
These are for building and repairing muscle
tissue.

After the food has become a thin, greyish fluid

it is passed into the small intestines. It is here |

that everything that has escaped digestion is

taken care of. The digestive juice that is mixed |
with the food has remarkable power and finishes |

the process of digestion. All material to be used
by the body is absorbed into blood through walls
of the intestines and carried to all parts of the

body. Some of the foods are further digested and |
| stored in the liver, which is like a warehouse, so

that it can be used in emergency, as when sick-
ness attacks the body or fore fasting. Undi-
gestible and indigestible food then passes into
the large intestines where some of the fluid is
taken up and the rest is finally passed out of
the body.

1 can corn.

4 teaspoon pepper.

1, teaspoon salt.

%% cup rolled cracked crumbs.

1 egg beaten (slightly).
tablespoon melted butter.

2 tablespoons chopped pimento.

Cover with buttered cracker crumbs. Put on a
shallow pan which has a small amount of water
in it. Bake In a moderate oven 10 or 15 minutes,

Peppers can be stuffed also with und round
steak and a small quantity of uncoo! rice, sea-
son well before putting h:!?pen with salt and

pper. Cook in a cover eep pan with meat

roth and tomato juice equal parts, sufficient to
cover peppers. Boil slowly for 134 hours for me-
dium sized peppers.

Rhubarb Pie.

Prepare rhubarb enough to fill a pie-plate full,
Then plun&lt into the boiling water for ten min-
utes and in. Line the greased ple-plate with
a good short crust, put in the rhubarb, sprinkle
with two cupfuls of sugar in which dessert spoon-
ful of cornstarch is mixed and a half cu of
water. Put on the crust and bake in a medium
oven about forty minutes.
