Animals’ talls have vartous fune-
tions, Prof. Gluseppe Renato tells us
in a published study of thelr uses, the
New York Times states. 'The tail of
n dog, says the proressor, s, as we
all know, an Index of his psycholog-
leal state; he ralses und wags it un-
der the impression of joy, lowers It
when affiicted and tralls it between his
legs when frightened. Why, then, may
we not belleve that dogs have a caudal
language, and that the various move-
ments of the tall form a method of

The professor points out that among
cattle and beasts of burden the tall is
a weapon of defense agalnst lnl.(‘lll
which, in the undomesticated state of
these aplmeals, may often have meant
the saving of thelr lives. He says that
in the early struggle for existence in
cattledom and horsedom the question
of survival of the fittest was purely
a matter of which had the strongest
tall, This resulted in the development
of the muscles of the cow and horse
to a remarkable degree.
