Oftimes
a cheaply constructed dirt road,
if dragged at the right time, has
advantages over the hard sur-
faced but worn out expensive
highway. A well dragged, well
drained road is good as least
nine months of the year. Of
course a gravel or a rock surface
would make it passable twelve
months of the year, and concrete
or asphalt would be better yet,
provided the county has suf-
ficient wealth to afford that
type. But, before all the money
is used in constructing a few
miles of costly road, it would
seem more just to the farmer
taxpayers, and more profitable
to the people in town, to provide
suitable highways for the pro-
ducers.

BADLY BRUISED AND
ROBBED OF HER HAIR

Mrs. Luther Gregory, former-
ly Miss Ruth Kemp, daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. J. H. Kemp of the
Kelso neighborhood in this coun-
ty, was attacked in her home at
Slaton last Sunday night by two
men, robbed of her hair, rough-
ly handled, severely bruised, and
rendered unconscious, according
to a letter received here Tues-
day morning from her husband
Afterwards the house was set
on fire but the unfortunate lady
recovered in time to escape with
her life.

The letter was written Mon-
day morning by Mr. Gregory to
his _father-in-law, Mr. Kemp,
after unsuccessful efforts had
been made to communicate with
him by phone. Mr. Kemp was un-
derstood to be running a thresh-
er in the Summerfield neigh-
borhood. J. E. Bray a neighbor
of the Kemps in Hereford in the
past, received the telephone
news and the letter and took it
to Mr. Kemp before noon Tues-
day. It was understood that Mr.
and Mrs. Kemp would go to Sla-
ton at once.

According to Mr. Gregory’s
letter, his wife and a woman
companion had been to church
Sunday night and retired soon
afterwards. The husband works
at night for the Santa Fe rail-
road at Slaton. During the night
the letter said, two man entered
the house, attacked Mrs., Greg-|
ory, bruised her up severely, cut
off her hair, and presumably
fired the house. The letter stat-
ed that the authorities were
scouring the country in search
for the ¢ ulprits. Mr. Gregorv
stated that he would bring his
wife to Hereford as soon as she
was physically able.

The Gregorys left here several
months ago for Slaton. They
were married here three or four
years ago and both are well
known in this neighborhood—
