THE FARMER'S
NEW POSITION

By WALTER W. HEAD,

First Vice-President American Bank-
ers Association

The farmer today is more than &
tiller of the soll. He is a business
man. Ralsing crops s only a part of
his business, If he Is
a real uptodate
Twentieth Contury
farmer. Problems of
marketing, distribu-
tion and financing
are equally lmpor
tant.

The complexity of

our modern eco-
pomic organization
Walter W. Head makes it necessary
for the farmer te
understand and assist in solving

these prohlems if he is to succeed.
In this new role—as a business man
—the farmer steadily has advanced
to a better position.

There was a time when the farmer
was dependent wholly upon private
marketing agencies, whose interest
was not always identical with his own,
whose greed for profits sometimes out-
matched consideration of the farmer’s
need. Today there are many great
co-operative marketing organizations
that handle a large part of the farm-
er's crop and win for him more liberal
nt from the private agencles
which still handle the bulk of his pro-
duction

Today the farmer also has his owa
co-operative agencies of credit. If not
satisfied with the terms upon which
his local capitalist is willing to ad-
vance money upon a land mortgage,
the farmer can go directly to the Fed-
eral Land Bank, which, by reason of
| tax-exemption and other advantages
incidental to its goverumental char
acter, can loan money at a rock-bet
tom rate of interest.

In addition, the federal government
has established another group of
banks which permit the local bankers
—by rediscount privileges—to extend
the farmer credit for his curregt oper-
ations on a more favorable basis than
aver before. If he thinks his local
| bank is not suficiently responsive teo

his need, this same legislation enables
| him to join with other farmers in &

co-operative marketing association
and arrange for credit direct from the
| government banks.
New Credit Facilities

For years It has been 'the farmer’'s
complaint—with considerable justifica-
tion—that he, alone of all producers,
Las been forced to market his crop
oun the buyer's terms because of his
inability to use his products, in stor-
age, as a basis for credit. Today the
agricultural credits act authorizes the
acceptance of warehouse receipts, om
pon-perishable agricultural products,
as collateral for loans, the same as In
the case of sugar or other commod!-
ties of commerce,

In Kansas a group of power and
telephone companies is trying a com-
pulsory thrift plan, which affects
about 1,200 employees and applies te
every member of the organizatiom
from the president to the humbleat
day laborer. The plan requires that
each shall save and Invest monthly
at least 10 per cent of his income.

Every month each employee must
| make a report to the general office ot
how much he has saved, and in what
he has invested {t. The investment
must be approved by a committee
competent to advise. Government se-
curities, savings bank accounts, build-
ing and loan stock, payment on =
home, even payments on furniture are
allowed. If debts have been Incurred,
these must be listed and payments
may be arranged on them, but no
more are to be assumed. The idea is
to make the employee llve within his
means and also lay aside something
fn a definite form.

Reports for the first nine months
show that about 13 per cent of the
wages have been saved, no single em-
ployee falling below 10 per cent. This
amounts to over $100,000.

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WHO INFLATED
THE CURRENCY?

George E. Roberts Gives Com-
mon Sense Explanation for
Currency Increase and
Decrease.

GOVERNMENT TOOK NO PART

Due to Changes In Supply, Demand
and Prices of Commodities
Caused by War—Federal
Reserve Not to Blame.

The mistaken notion that the cur
rency is inflated and deflated by the

government in the United States from |

motives beyond the understanding ol
average people is effectually set al
rest by George E. Roberts, noted
banker and exponent of sound money
in an article in the Journal of the
American Bankers Association.

“There has been inflation by the
governments of Germany and other
European countries, which have is-
sued money for the purpose of paying
thelr expenses,” Mr. Roberts says
“The United States Government bas
done nothing et this kind since the
Civil War.

“There I8 a genuine need for elas
ticity in the volume of currency, and
for machinery to adjust it to the legit:
fmate needs of the country. The
means provided are the Federal Re
serve Banks, authorized to issue cur
rency to their member banks, either
fo payvment of deposits or for loans

Side-Tracked Llke Freight Care

“More currency is needed in Sep
tember, October, November and De
cember than in January and February.
Ae business slackens, currency nat-
urally retires from circulation Money
accumulates in the member banks
and thev send it in to the Reserve
banks, which in effect retires it, as
freight cars are retired when trafiic
falls off

“What caused the great inflation of
credit and currency? It was due pri-
marily to the war, which made ex
traordinary demands upon the indus
tries and caused a great rise of wages
and prices. It was {nevitable that
more credit and money would be
called for to carry on business

“The boom year of business that fol
Jowed the armistice was likewise ab
pormal. The end of the war released
a great many demands that had been
held in check. The foreign demands
upon us at first increased. There was
a temporary stimulus, but the volume
of business was abmormal and could
not be sustained. Agricultural pro
duction in Europe revived, the prices
of agricultural products moved back
toward normal, importations from the
United States fell off, prices declined,
“deflation” began

“Some say ‘Inflation should not be
permitted,’ but if war occurs inflation
f# unavoidable. Recruiting
makes a labor scarcity. Contractors
bid above going wages to attract men,
The war industries did the same aud
the peace industries raised wages to
hold the!r men. Governments of En
rope sent representatives to this coun
try to buy food and they bid up prices
on the graln exchanges. Higher levels
of wages and prices meant that more
eredit and money was required teo
khandle business,

More Business, More Money

“The increased issues of currency
was a result of allowing business to
go ahead, upon the rising level of
wages and prices. When a factory
pay-roll doubled, twice as much’ cur
rency had to be furnished for it

’hen cotton rose from 10 cents a

und to 30 and 40, more currency
was required to handle the crop, and
s0 all around the circle

“Deflation did pnot come by an act
of the government or the Federal Re-
serve authorities in suddenly with
drawing money from circulation. De
flation came naturally when busineas
feli off and prices declined. Just as
an increasing volume of business at
higher prices called more currency
into use, s0 a decreasing volume of
business at lower prices released cur
rency from use and caused it to re-
turn to the Reserve banks

“There has been absolutely nothing
pew or strange in these price move
ments related to the war. Inflation
and deflation have been just as al
ways when wars have occurred. The
only new factor has been the popula
tion. That is always being renewed,
and most people do not learn by the
experince of others. When hard times
come it I1s always the thing to lay the
blamed on somebody, and this time
the Federal Reserve System has taken
most of it.”
