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With the approach of sprintr, 
there arises within each o f us a 
desire to clean up and rid our 
homes, our town and our com­
munity of all the things that 
are unsightly, all the places of 
filth and all the places where 
disease jrenns may l)e. Nature 
has wisely provided us with this 
desire to destix)y the places 
where disease irerms multiply 
and lurk, waitin^r to seize us in 
their unmerciful jrrasp.

Yet with all of our desire to 
rid ourselves of this menace, we 
have not the means at hand to 
adequately protect ourselves and 
supply ourselves with a means 
of sanitation that will really 
protect us and remove the source 
o f trouble.

As we .see all of the old papi*rs 
»•ubbish, tin cans, wenls and 
other thinjjs, our thoujrhts turn 
to these with a hop*' that if 
these could be removed we would 
have done our duty. But if it 
were possible tt) rid our city of 
every bit of these, the real 
source of trouble would remain 
untouched. The places of filth, 
the places of trerm laded, jierm 
producinjr matter, the places of 
trouble and annoyance would 
still be in our mid.st.

Cleanliness is next to C(xlli- 
ness. We can’t be gods, but we 
can be clean. It lies within the 
possibilities of every city of the 
size of Merkel to provide them­
selves with the means of prop­
erly di.sposing of this nuisance.

A good system of sanitary 
sewers will furnish us with a 
irreater amount of relief than 
any known means at hand in 
this modem age.

Also the cost would not b(' ex­
cessive. This could l;e built in 
our city at a cost, not to exceed 
$.‘>.*>,000.00. A l)ond i.«'itie cfinld 
be voted for this amount and 
would not raise the tax rate 
more than S.'S cents per SloO.OO 
valuation. Considering that all 
of the water works bonds have 

-,be<m paid but 9000.(Kl. the city 
could well and pmfitaTily afford 
to avail tliemselves of this op- 
portunitv to secure .such a sys­
tem.

We are now naving .1 t.A  
$6.00 ptu- year for civic service | 
which does not. in the main, af­
ford us much relief. I f  such a 
sv.stem of sewers could l>e in­
stalled the cost to the average 
person would not range alxive 
the ni*ice we are oaying for 
what we now get. The averi>w 
residence r f  this citv is not v; l i­
ed at more than 2000.00 which 
should mean th.at such a 
would p.ay $7.00 as his part of 
such a system .As we under­
stand it. the city officials ar-:» 
planning to let the tax t.ake care 
of the system, which would mean 
that we would be relieved f any 
cost for crnnections to the sew-j 
ers and our onlv cost would b« 
our propoilional part of the 
cost based on the valuation.

We do not consider that such 
a system would he an exiX'nse. 
hut it would he a means of pro­
viding us with the funds to make j 
a permanent improvement to our | 
home and city which would l>'j 
more than offset by the increas-; 
ed valuation of the property be­
sides getting the use of these im­
provements all the time.

Tlie Municipal Engineerinf 
Company of Dallas. Texas, are 
guaranteeing that they will be 
able to build us a sewer system 
for such a cost. The town of 
Winters, our neighbors, are 
building a system within the 
amount proposed for us.

We have one of the beet water, 
ed towns in the state, so far as|

A fter eight days o f investi­
gations and deliberations, the 
Honorable Grand Jury convened 
for the spring term of District 
court o f Taylor county, made 
its final report to district Judge

of this important body in full, 
and so asked the Honorable 
Foreman. Mr. H. M. Rainboll, 
for a copy of same, and making 
out the report, the stenographer 
accidentally left out a sheet, 
therefore we are only able to 
give a part of same, touching 
upon the important recommend­
ations made by this august body.

The returns show that 62 bills 
of indictments were found; 41 
of which were for felony charge.s 
and 21 for misdemeanor.

The grand jury expressed its 
thanks to District Judge Ely 
upon his open and strong stand 
for law enforcement, a.s was 

j shown in his charge to the jury, 
'likewi.se they complimented the 
Honorable County Attom ey up­
on his able and persistent e f­
forts for law enforcement and 
especially for the number of 
courts of inquiry he had held 
and which resulted in his filing 
many complaints for law viola­
tions.
Forgery and liquor Violations 

On the Decline
The report states that investi­

gations show that vkilatioiis for 
forgery and liquor are on the 
decline and yet the rep*'rt states 
that many druggists in the 
county are selling medicated bit­
ters and medicines, such as 
“ jake, force.'’ etc., and that 
such leverages are capable of 
producing intoxications, and are 
sold in violation of the law, but 
that insufficient evidence was 
produced to secure indictments 
in such cases. And it was re­
commended that the officers 
use their best effort in suppress­
ing these violations. And it was 
lurther suggested that such 
druggists as sell the.se beverages 
submerge whatever desire fo>' 
profit they may have in selling 
same for the public good and 
cease such sales, as these goods 
not only prove hurtful to mind 
and body, but if practiced gen­
erally, will destroy the youth of 
the country who indulge in it.

TOO MI CH JOY RIDING
The report says: "W e find evi- 

didence <>f men, women, boys and 
girls joy-riding at nights and in­
dulging in drinking of intoxi­
cants. IT IS A DEPLORABLE 
STATE OF AFFA IRS  AND 
HARMFUL TO THE COMMUN­
ITY  AN  TO THE NATIO N  FOR 
SUCH PRACTICE TO CONTIN­
UE, and we earnestly implore

.Now al)«>ut the cost to connect 
to the Sewers.

Tlie plans for the Sewers call 
for a hou.-̂ e connection outlet 
for e;ich house, therefore, the 
householder’s exiK-n.se mav be 
summarized as follows: From
center of .stp.*‘*t to house. 150 
feet of four-inch Sewer Pipe at 
‘20c per foot laid, a total of S30. 
This is the maximum di.stance. 
In many instances the line will 
be not more than 100 L-ot or 
S20.00. Tlie cost o f a sanitaiw 
closet connection will range fi*om 
Sns.fWt to as much as one de­
sires to spend, so we may say 
that this convenience can be had 
for from S58.00 up.

The experience of other cities 
has bt*en that those who find it 
a burden to make these improve­
ments may have them installed 
and the cost spread over a period 
of months or years, just as the 
notes for any other improve­
ment that may l>e made.

The Mail does not believe that 
either of these considerations 
will deter any considerable num- 
Ijer of our taxpayers from a 
vote in favor of Sewer Bonds.

The improvement will mean 
much to Merkel.

The expenditure of nearly 
$30,000.00 for labor in Merkel 
will be felt throughout the 
year.

The Sanitary conveniences will 
lift our schools to a higher and 
finer standard, and make home 
ownership a more highly appre­
ciated condition.

The removal of insanitary con­
ditions, especially in the busi- 

I ness district will do away with 
' a troublesome situation that has 
long tormented our city.

The improvement of homes 
and the building of new homes 
due to these l>etter living a d ­
ditions will increa.se our values 
and thereby decrea.se our taxes.

American western citizenship.

This oitraordlnary Had waa made by 
tomo of tbo early aottlen, whoM caii- 
oalty being excited by aomerblng na- 
uinal la the character of cortala largo 
atones, aeemlng to corer the entraaco 
to a caram of some sort, removed tbs 
Mme, coming to others whose singular 
appearanca for atones la a natural 
state caused them to puab tlieir Inrea- 
tl gâtions further. Tbooo ebatmctlens 
being taken away, tha mouth of an ap­
parently deep and gloomy care was Aa- 
closed to tbelr gaso. Thia proved to 
bo a catacomb, fomod In tbo bowola 
of tbo Umeotono rock, obout 10 foot 
below the surface of the oartk.

Haring added to tboir numbers and 
prertdod lights, they deacondod and 
entsred, without further ebatructlen. a 
apadoua apartnMnt, where they wore 
aMounded to find that at the aides and 
cstrtfme enda were formed nlcbeo and 
compartments occupied by Bgureo rep­
resenting man.

Thalr aurprlso was much greater 
when, on further reaearrh and Inquiry, 
It was found that these figures were 
actual mummies In the condlUon be­
fore stated. Most unfortunately, the 
original dlacoverera w-re uneducated 
people and.

Near 
ly every home in the town has 
a wind-mill or other source of 
supply so that a connection to 
the sewer system could cheaply 
be made without necessity of 
paying a water rent. Such a sup­
ply is sufficient to ce ra te  a 
modem sewer installation suc­
cessfully. In fact many of our 
citizens are successfully operat­
ing private sewer systems with 
such a supply. But this is bad. 
I f  we continue to place these 
all over towTi it will not be long 
until the water from these cess 
pools will be finding its way in­
to our wells and then it will be 
too late. The pride of our town 
shall have been ruined.

I f  such system is built in our 
town every, home ownei- may 
have a connection made to their 
residences for from $60.00 and 
up owing to the individual taste 
of the owner.

Thre are a gi’eat many people 
traveling our highways, and 
many of these people are pros­
pectors. And lots of them a.s 
they pass thru are favorably im­
pressed with our city. But most 
of them have these impressions 
quickly dispersed when they 
learn that we do not have a 
sewer system. There is not one 
of our competitive towns but 
what have already installed or 
are preparing to install a .sewer 
sy.stem. That .such a system is a 
gi-eat drawing ciU’d for any 
tewn has already lx>en forcibly 
demonstrated to us by the mem- 
btM’s of our mo.st valued citizens 
that have moved from our midst 
in the past twelve months and 
have moved to wh« re they have 
these things. I f  we are to at­
tract a class of citizens to our 
community who are able to build 
up our town in a substantial 
way, buy pi-operty in our com­
munity and help contribute to its 
support, we must furnish such 
people with these conveniences. 
Otherwise they will locate in a 
community where they have 
these improvements.

Th.ere are lots o f people that 
come from a distance to our 
town to trade, and by reason of 
the distance that they have to 
come, they spend several hours 
in our town. And it is sad. with 
no credit to the town, that we 
have made no provision to look 
after the comforts of these peo­
ple. There are numbers and! 
numbers of cases where these 
people are subjected to a great 
amount of inconvenience and in 
some ca.ses to great humiliation 
if  they find it necessary to seek 
out these comforts.

And it is not reasonable to 
suppose that jxople will continue 
long to trade in a town that 
does not furnish these conveni­
ences when there are other 
towns within their easy reach 
that are prepared to take care 
of their customers.

Progress is the watchword of 
modern times; no town can long 
fight against the spirit of pro­
gressiveness and maintain its 
standing in this great country 
o f ours. There are but two ways 
to choose. Either catch step with 
the march of piogress and main­
tain your rightful place along 
with other towns of your com­
munity or else be reduced to a 
mere hamlet by their keen com­
petition.

Here’s hoping that our citi­
zens will infoiTn themselves 
properly on this question. Do 
not allow youreelf to be mis-led 
by wrrng thinking and erranous 
reports. But let eveiy {>ei*son 
find out for themselves the 
simplicity of the preposition 
and the great number o f advan­
tages to be gained by it. A fter 
you have proi>erly gathered to­
gether all the facts pertaining 
to the installation the proposed 
sewer system, then when the 
dav of decision shall come, let 
neither friend nor foe prevent] 
yon from doing your duty to 
your family, your property, i 
your home, your town, and the!
