FOR JACK MORRIS—

-

Jack Morris, who farms four
and one-half miles southeast of
Bovina, has a novel but effective
way of keeping troublesome
moss out of his irrigation pits
and ditches. Ducks are Morris’
answer to the problem that has
caused farmers. trouble ever
since the coming of irrigation.

Morris says he has tried a
couple of different kinds of chemi-
cals and ducks and the ducks do
by far the best job of cleaning out
the moss. The way the ducks
handle the job is simple—they
eat the moss.

Six ducks—five hens and a
drake—are used by Morris to
keep his two irrigation water pits
and ditches free of moss. He a.so
loans them to his neighbor, Wil-
ferd Sikes, and they do the same
job for him. x

“1t takes the ducks three days
to clean out a pit and the ditch,”
Morris says, ““and the ditch will
stay clean for about three weeks
after they’ve cleaned it out.” .

Moss, if not controlled, will
stop up irrigation tubes and cause
the ditch to break. In some cases,
farmers who don’t control the
moss have to hire extra hands to
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with this ever-present political sit- | |

keep the tubes from stopping up
and causing the ditches to break.

Morris bought his ducks at a
farm sale last January. At the
time he didn’t have any particular
use for them, he says, but he
turned them ‘loose in one of his
irrigation pits this spring ‘‘just as
an experiment.” The experiment
paid off. In three days, the pit
and ditch was moss-free. Morris
moved the ducks to the second
pit and had the same result.

Morris said he gave $1 each for
the ducks and wouldn’t take $5
each for them now.

") can’'t see any reason for
' farmers to spend money for
chemicals to keep moss out of the
irrigation pits when ducks will
do a better job and will pay
for themselves besides,” Mor-
ris reasons.

Speaking of paying for them-
selves, Morris’ ducks have laid 13
eggs which he recently got a
chicken hen to ‘“set” on.,

If the ducks continue to do
the job well, Morris plans to
have about 50 next year and he
will lease” them to other farm-

ers. Morris and his son plan to

e

operate this new type of busi-
ness. They will leave a half
dozen or so ducks at a farm-
ers’ irrigation pit for the re-
quired three days and then move
them to the next “’job.”

Moving the feathered workers
from one pit to another is a deli-
cate operation but it isn’t hard,
Morris says. He herds them into
his pickup sideboards which he
has placed on the ground with the
endgate out. Then the ducks are
caught by hand—they won’t fly—
and put in the cab of the pick-
up and moved to the next pit. Un-
loading is no trouble. Morris just
opens the pickup door, the ducks
see the water and fly into it from
the pickup.

To supplement the moss diet,
Morris feeds the six ducks a gal-
lon of grain a week. This is as
much grain as they will eat. Their
eggs are laid in easy to find plac-
es around the pits. The eggs are
good to eat, too. ‘“Taste just like
a chicken egg,” Morris says.

Morris said he would be glad to
talk to farmers who want more
details about his moss-eating
ducks, but he emphasized that he
has no ducks for sale.
