All 
this must be done BEFORE 
school opens. Plan now to grad­
uate with the largest Senior 
Class Merkel has ever had.

This 
tuition, three dollars i>er month, 
must be j>aid in advance. The 
Primary Department o f the Mer­
kel Schools will admit unders 
who are six or over on or before 
September first, 1924, with the 
understanding that if the first 
grades become crowded, thej un­
ders will all be stopped. The 
school law’ requires this o f us. 
Unders may be admitted upon 
such terms as are deemed prop­
er "PROVIDED that in admit­
ting such pupils the school shall 
not be overcrowded to the neg­
lect and injury of pupils within 
the scholastic age” . '

The history of one of the old 
New England towns shows that 
the effort was made at one time 
about a century ago to secure an 
appropriation for the benefit of 
the poor.

Not merely was the motion to 
make such an appropriation de­
feated, but a vote passed that 
"the poor” be warned to leave 
the town. A long list of such 
persons was nuide out, and of­
fice r  were paid to go around 
and notify them to get out. In 
many of the old tow’ns it is said 
to have been customary to warn 
newcomers who looked as if they 
would not be able to earn a liv­
ing, to leave the place.

Such action seems heartless ii\ 
these days, showing how hu­
manitarian sentiment has grown 
The old timers of course would 
have defended their action, by 
saying that people who were 
willing to work could earn a' 
living, and others were not de-j 
sired. !

Yet it is recognized to-dav| 
that a great deal of poverty is ' 
due to misfortune for which the 
victims are not responsible. If 
Christian sentiment is to gov- 

I ern r ur act.s, these j)enple must, 
Ih- treated with warm hearted' 
generousity. It is significant! 
that in the old town referred toj 
where the poor were thus wam- 
ed to leave, it was voted some! 
time after to pursue a different i 
policy and "overseers of thei 
poor” were appointed to care for!
