A 
waiTii smile, a hearty handshake, 
a willingness to slu»w int rest in 
the p«*rsonality of commonpljice 
folks, is a wonderful lu'In, and it 
has elected many men to high 
office.

The dignifit“d candidate should 
not be too fearfel of .such cxp»*r- 
iences. It would do him g(x)d to 
get out from his grooves uthI 
ruts and mingle more with ordi­
nary folks. If he does rot do ir 
expertly at first, he at lea.st has 
a broader conceiitlon of lu>w the 
ordinary run of folks think and 
feel. Such knowledge will be use­
ful to anybody in his own busi­
ness, even if he does not succeed 
in politics. The various strata of 
our social fabric are too far a- 
part from each other, and a lit­
tle more of this type of mixing 
would do us all good.

Rate Down Mountains.

Writer Beys Passengers Touring the j 
Alps Bit Helpless and Trust t*

“Tha motor coach accidents which 
hav* occurred recently In the south of | 
■Tancs do not surprise me In tha | 
least,” writes a corres¡xmdent. ” llas- 
ing Just returned from motoring over 
a number of mountain psssea, I bava 
bad enough tbrllU to last ma for a 
while.

“ It was risky enough dodging tha 
taxicabs In Taris, where apparently 
the speed limit Is unknown, but on tha 
steep gradients and ilg-zaga of tha 
French Alps the danger becomes much 
more acute.

The pedestrian In Paris can, with 
some agillty, escape with a whole skin, 
but a passenger In one of the motor 
coaches which make a feature of 
climbing several Alpine passes In the 
day cun only sit helpless and trust to 
luck. The surprising thing Is that ac­
cidents are not more frp(|iient.

“ French motor drivers have a pas­
sion for speed, and when two cars 
meet on a hafrpln bend, with a very 
narrow road surface and a precipi­
tous drop of some hundreds of feet on 
the one side, the situation Is rather 
unpleasant for tli^ car on the outsld« 
edge, and decidedly thrilling for the 
passengers. Wlien tnk'tng such a curve 
at sj)e<*d, as Is often tlie case, it Is 
simply a matter of nerve and steady 
steering that pulls one through, as a 
sudden appllrctlon of the brakes 
might send the car skidding inti» spac.e.

“ French drivers take risks that 
would appall an Kngllsh motorist. 
They rush down steep mountain mada, 
following each other In a dense cloud 
of dust, or dash out of brill'r i»t sun­
shine Info dark tunnels at a (¡ace that 
makes one gasp.

“ It nil seems so reckless, iiml yet It 
Is really perhaps the most expert driv­
ing In Kurope. One’s feelings of 
thankfulness at being landed wliole at 
one’s hot»d door are mixed with a pro­
found admiration of French skill In 
meeting road emergencies, hut also 
with a distinct preference for th# 
slower but safer driving to which we 
are accustomed at home,”

The low |>oint of busine.ss act­
ivity in many of the leading in- 
dustriis was reached in June and 
July, and the outlook is encour­
aging for more active busines.s 
during the autumn months. The 
figures for iron and steel pro­
duction showed the July totals 
to be the smallest since the win­
ter o f 1921 and 1922, but the 
ratio of operations has increas­
ed gradually since that time.

In the automobile industry 
both pnxiuction and sales have 
now imptxived.

Notwithstanding that the gen­
eral level of prices i.s somewhat 
lower than last year, the volume 
of check payments outside of 
New York in the first four weeks 
in August was two ix̂ r cent 
lat'g''r tlian in Ibe same period 
o f  a year ago.

The business world nea<l not 
expect any great disasters from 
any (Kilitical action that is likely 
to la* taken, but business men 
are tva litionally timid ala ut po­
litics. They can adju.st tlie-nselv- 
es to changes, tut they nant to 
know what the conditions are to 
be. so that thev can make fore­
casts of the future on which 
they can rely. No doubt business 
will pick up after election.
