• The American Telephone 
and Telegraph Company, while 
operating its own long lines sys­
tem, does not actually operate 
and maintain the telephone ser­
vice of the nation. Local condi­
tions are different in the vari­
ous sections of the country, and 
in the early building of the tele­
phone business it was found 
that to render the best possible 
service local telephone compan­
ies should handle the telephone 
business of their particular com­
munities. Hence the national tel­
ephone system is compiosed of a 
(roup of associated op<rating 
companies, such as the South- 
v.’estem Bell Telephone Com­
pany, controlled by the parent 
company, yet autonomous in op­
eration. These associated com­
panies are linked by the long- 
di.stance lines of the American 
Telephone and Telegraph Coiiv 
pany, thus creating a combined 
and national system of commun­
ication.

That the telephone company 
is a national institution is shown 
by the fact that Bell System se­
curities are owned by almost one 
million people, representing 
every state in the nation. About 
one-sixth of the employees of 
the company are stockholders, 
and in addition over 150,000 
employees are buying stock un­
der a special employee stock 
purchasing plan.

In March. 1876, there were 
two crude telephone instruments 
and by 1890 there were 211,503. 
There are now over 16,300,000 
telephones in use in the United 
States, or one for eveiy seven 
people. With but 6.35 per Cf-nt 
of the world’s population, the 
I ’nited States has 63 per cent of 
the world’.s telephones. An anay 
of workers is neces.sary for th i 
operation and maintenance of so 
vast a system. Over 300,000 em­
ployees seiwe to answer the na­
tion’s telephone needs. Despite 
severe storms and other un­
avoidable acts of nature, an un- 
browen, nation-wide, conversa­
tional link is maintained by these 
workers whose labors reflect 
the spirit of sendee which is the 
ideal of the telephone company. 
First considered and used as a 
commercial as.̂ êt, the telephone 
is now a national necessity, in 
town and country alike.

The mechanical features of 
the telephone have so changed 
in fifty years of pro.n'ess that

the intricate system of 1926 has 
little resemblance to the early 
system.s except in principle. The 
telephone instrument itself has 
develoi)ed fix>m a crude, awk­
ward appearing box into a neat, 
compact instrument, sensitive to 
the slightest sound. In all com­
munities where the number of 
telephones installed is so great 
as to make an overhead system 
of wires impossible, underground 
wires are used, and so fine has 
the manufacture of wire and 
cable become that there are as 
many as 22,400 wires in each of 
the larger cables. The overhead 
wires of the long-distance lines 
are gradually being replaced bv 
cable, the Chicago-New York 
cable being opened in 1925.

The central office of 1926 
bears slight resemblance to the 
noisy offices pictured in early 
telephone history. Trained oper­
ators, seated at the multiple 
switchlmard. note the flashing 
signal lights, and the work of 
making the desired connection is 
immediatelv done.
