PURE-BRED SEED AT COST

The Abilene Chamber of Commerce
has secured 10,000 pounds of pure-
bred milo maize seed of the red dwarf
variety, for distribution to the farm-
ers of Taylor county. The shipment
of seed will be received in Abilene
during the Middle of February and
will be sold at actual cost, officials
of the organization say.

The project for supplying the
farmers of the county with the best

,f seed obtainable at actual cost is a
part of the agricultural program of
the Abilene Chamber of Commerce
for fostering better agricultural con-
ditions for the entire county.

For the past two years that orga-
nization has devoted marked atten-
tionto the agricultura! problems of
this section. It was largely through
the efforts of the Abilene Chamber of
Commerce that the services of a coun-
ty agricultural agent and a county
home demonstration agent have been

¥ for _this ceunty. Both
!! ’ﬂt‘l‘ agents have worked in en-

operation with the organization and
every possible assistance has been
given them in their efforts to-pro-
mote better conditions in the rural
sections of Taylor county.

The present widespread interest in
pure-bred seed, better poultry, dairy
stock and other kinds of farm pro-
jects, %as largely been aroused thru

« the efforts of the extension service
rpresentatives in their work with the
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farmers and their families of this
county.
Last year a s quantity of pure-

bred sweet clover seed was distribut-
ed by the Chamber of Commerce, and
much enthusiasm for that crop and
other pure bred seeds of all kinds
was stimulated as a result of that
project. :

STATE LEGISLATORS CHARGED
* WITH ACCEPTING BRIBES

Austin, Texas, Feb. 2.—
Charges of accepting bribes
were filed in justice court
here tonight against State
Representatives F, A, Dale
of Bonham and H. H. Moore
of Cooper. They were ar-
rected by Ranger Captains
Tom Hickman and Frank
Hamer, who swore to char-
ges that the legislators ac-
cepted marked $1,000 bills
from a Dr. Chamberlain of

Houston, a lobbyist inter-
ested in an optometry bill.

Dale was arrested as he started to
walk into a local hotel lobby. He is
alleged to have been handed a roll
of bills amounting to $1000 in an
alley by the hotel. Ranger Captain
Hamer took $1,000 frem Dale in var-
ious denominations,

Moore was arrested in his room
in the hotel.

Both tonight dclined to give out
any statement, except Dale declared
with some heat, “there’s nothing to
the charges.”

While district attorney J. D. Moare
was preparing the complaints, Moore
insisted on being allowed to go. He
several times said he would “like to
get off to attend a meeting of my
committee tonight.”

Mr. Chamberlain is said to be an
optometrist, of Houston.

Moor’s bill, seeking to place a $50
license tax on statignary optometrists
the same tax that now is placed on
itinerant optometrists, was scheduled
for hearing Wednesday night before
the house committee on revenue and
taxation, and the committee waited
for a time for Moore to appear.

FIRST LYNCHING OF
YEAR HELD IN WILLIS

WILLIS, Feb. 2.—Forty men in
automobiles seized Tom Payne, 25,
negro sawmill worker, from two ‘of-
ficers who were taking him from Con-
roe, the cougty seat, hanged him to a
tree by the roadside Tuesday night
and thereby wrote in the record Tex-
as’ first 1927 lynching.

Payne was accused of assault to
murder Jack Rogers, white man and
sawmili employe. He was en route in
the custody of two officers to the
State penitentiary at Huntsville for
safe keeping.

The mob, according to reports to
sheriff Ben Hicks, of Montgomery
County, apparently had followed the
officers and the negro, and made a
detour to head them off. They were
waiting in the road, th officers told
the sheriff, and demanded surrender
of the negro.

Resistance was useless, the offi-
cers, said and they surrendered him
without a struggle. The mob went
about its work methodically and in a
few minutes Payne was hanged.

Sheriff Hicks said he had conduct-
ed an investigation but had failed to
find a clew as to the identity of any
member of the mob. The officers told

Meeting of Business
Men Is Very Urgent

We must arrange a banquet that
will afford an opportunity for every
business man in Merkel to meet to-
gether with those actively engaged
in oil production and exploration so
that views may be exchanged and a
fixed and definite program of\ activi-
ty arranged not alone for the imme-
diate interests of the town, but for
those remote interests that are abso-
lutely necessary to insure the steady
growth of the town and its trade ter-
ritory. This cannot be done by indi-
vidual effort, but the concerted, or-
ganizéd effort of the business men
and leading farmers can accomplish
far more for this town and commun-
ity than has ever been in the mind
of the best visionary citizen.

We have been making investment
in a hotel for the past four months
without having even seriously discuss-
ed its location or making an effort to
raise a dollar to build it. People often
pay for that which they do not get
and that is exactly our pesition in
refusing to see the need of a good
modern hotel. We are paying for it.
With a good hotel here its lobby
would be full every night with men
who would be trading in leases and
royalties, spending money in our
stores and depositing money in our
banks.

To say that these men would pre-
fer to stay at Abilene or Sweetwater
is pessimistic beyond patience.

If we had a good hotel what advan-
tage would either of those towns have
over us? We have better water, we
are nearer the field, we have a school
with twenty units of affiligtion, we
have good roads, we have all the con-
veniences which towns of this size
usually have and should have—except
we do not have a modern hotel.

We have good hotels and rooming
houses and we are proud of them.
A good modern fire-proof hotel would
greatly increase the business of those
we now have.

We have had a hotel committee for
some four months, but they have
had no cooperation. Let’s get busy and
try out public sentiment and public
enterprise and find out whether or
not we are expressing just our own
opinion, when we urge what seems
to us a most pressing need.

If Merkel fails to get supply hous-
es and otherallied oil industries, she
can blame it to the lack of coopera-
tion. We have been liberal in raising
money to support an organization,
but the gift without the giver is dead.
The organization needs and must
have the moral support of its indi-
vidual members as well as the active
interest of each of them.

Our only fault is that we are dead
to our present and future advantages.
Some one has said that we cannot
get things because we are between
two larger towns, and we have be-
lieved it. If we will get together at
once with an ounce of faith and a
little enthusiasm we can double our
present population and thribble our
present values.

We should have a Retail Mer-
chants’ Association organized in con-
nection with the Chamber of Com-
merce for we know that the sec-
retary wishes to render every
service possible to the community and
if we but get behind him Merkel will

Gicl's Fascination for Ice
Machine Helps in Solv-
ing Big Crime.

New York.—The cast of “The Great
Capitol Theater $148,000 Check Forg-
ery” Includes a sign painter, a Fatty
Arbuckle-sized elevator boy, a girl fas.
cinated by an automatic ice-producing
machine, an elderly and innocent New
Jersey business man of established
honesty and several as yet unidentified
persons. The elevator boy, who ad-
mits, according to the police, that he
got $1,500 out of the $148,000, is held
In the Tombs on a forgery charge. The
girl Is being detained as a materhl
witness,

Willlam Roedel, the elevator opera-
tor, is what detectives call a “sap” or
“sucker.” He was not, according to
the charge against him, unaware of
the plot. But he was so naive that
he got but a fraction of his share of
the loot. The respectable business
man was E. P. Ford, sixty-four years
old.

Mr, Ford knew nothing of the plot,
and when he finally became suspicious,
notified the authoritiess The sign
painter, whose name Is either un-
known or being withheld, was the
“master mind” in a scheme as clever

as any that clever criminals have yet '

evolved. Nancy Kirby, the girl inter-
ested In refrigeration, was merely
Roedel's sweetheart,

The largest, If not the chief, char-
acter in the plot, was Roedel. The
elevator boy had been #n object of
pride, If also of some embarrassment,
at the Capitol theater on Broadway.
Once he had been a slender chap, but
the ease of his life caused him to grow
rapidly. Hired eight years ago, he
was becoming so large that passen-
gers In the bullding began to com-
plain that no one else could get into
his elevator. He weighed 256 pounds.

The Moredall Realty corporation
runs the Capitol theater. One of its
rules has been never to discharge an
employee who was faithfully perform-
ing his duties. Even the most exact-
ing official could not complain that
Roedel was doing anything else, If he
was growing corpulent it was an act
of God and certainly not a cause for
discharge. There were no other
places vacant in the theater and he
could not he transferred.

So Roedel continued operating the
elevator, even if casunalty inspectors
making their perfodical examinations
of the machinery looked at him with
a suspicious eye and intimated that
they were going to reduce the number
of persons legally permissible as long
as he continued to operate the hoist,
“Fatty”"—so he was called by his
phrase-making fellow workers—was
paid $28 a week and seemed contented.

Liked His Job.

His salary may not have been com-
mensurate with his size, but the post
at the Capltol carried with it pleasant
privileges. He had passes for most
of the other Broadway motion picture
theaters, for instance. Very frequent-
ly he was given seats for legitimate
shows Often he appeared with Miss
Nancy EBirby, known along Broadway
a8 “his steady.” Miss Kirby, nine-
teen, or so, and pretty, also gradually
acquired the pass courtesy at other
theaters.

One day some weeks ago Roedel was
operating his car and listening with
a somewhat bored look to the occa-
sional gibés from passengers about his
size. He was due to go off duty early
in the evening and was to take Nancy
out. Possibly he was beginning to feel
that £28 a week was a small salary on
which to give a girl a good time. It
Is quite possible that Nanecy had start-
ed to urge him to earn more, At all
events, so_ his story later related to
the police goes, he lent a receptive
ear to evi]l suggestions from a mman
who had formerly painted signs
around the theater,

The artist, Roedel's alleged story
goes on, sald that he knew of a mag-
nificent trick whereby he had picked
up $12500 in Springfield, Mass.

NOW MISSED IN VHOMINIX

Cowboy State Now Ready to Declare
Truce With Ancient Enemy and
Welcome Them Back.

Cheyenne, Wyo.~Wyoming wants
more grasshoppers. The cowboy state
Is ready not only to declare a ce
with its ancient enemy, but to bid the
pest welcome home to the Big Horn
basin.

In the Wyoming of antiquity the
bhoppers flew in clouds thick enough
to obscure the sun., Five years ago
the basin had plenty. The plague did
its cnoual damage to farm crops.
Turkeys were Introduced to combat
the insects, and did so successfully.
They routed the hoppers from the
farm land and pursued the depleted
insect army to mountaln terrain,

Now a severe decline threatens the
grasshopper crop and lamentations are
being heard from the ranchmen, who,
in the meantime have discovered that
they can reap enormous profits from
turkeys, grown half wild\on the grass-
hopper range in the mo foot-
hills,. The turkey growing Industry
has Increased by leaps and
grasshoppers have accordingl
clined. Grasshopper preserves for
propagation of turkey food are a pos-
sibility of the future.

Big Horn basin turkeys, excelling
others because the climate and food
conditions found In the basin make
{t a patural paradise for turkeys, al-
ready are famous all over the United
States for their superiority. They are
sought eagerly by dealers, who pay
exceptional prices to the growers, 41
cents a pound being the 1925 rate. Big
Horn basin ranchmen can grow rich
on turkeys if only they can produce
enough fowls. An unlimited number
of fowls can be produced If only the
grasshopper range bears up. As mat-

ters are, production cost is one-third,
or less, of the selllng price. And tur-
keys prefer grasshoppers. '
