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SCHOOLS OPEN

Monday morning at nine o’clock, 
Sept. 12, the Merkel Public Schools 
opened with a record attendance for 
the first day. The records show a 16 
per cent increase in the tfiammar and 
Primary (Trades over last year, while 
the Hiirh School shows an increase of 
20 j)er cent. New pupils are enrolling 
every day at both buildings and if 
the usual custom is observed the 
schools will be crowded to capacity 
within a few more weeks. Usually we 
enroll fifty  or more in Grammar 
school the second wt>ek and a cor­
responding number in High School. 
Our present enrollment is only a little 
short o f our Maximum attendance 
of last year. This condition is going 
to cause some con(festion in several 
grades. We are anxious to have every 
pupil of school age enrolled as soon 
as possible.

Prosperous conditions are responsi­
ble fur a great deal of this increase. 
The great amount of work going on 
in and around Merkel is reflected in 
our school attendance. This applies 
especially to the Grammar School.

In high school our increased enroll­
ment is due to the same cause, plus 
the appreciation of the new free High 
School Tuition law recently passed, 
whereby the stmlents who have com­
pleted the rural school may go to an 
affiliated high school without having 
to pay tuition. We have an increa.se 
of about 100 per cent in this cla.ss of 
students. .Many rural schools are 
dropping one subject from their 
course of study just to make it pos­
sible for their boys and girls to have 
that opportunity. They can do that 
and send the students to us for the 
work. It is an excellent idea for these 
schools to do that. We are glad for 
them. We welcome them to Merkel 
High School.

It should be only another step for 
these rural schools to drop their high 
school work alto(rethei', and provide 
trucks to carry the students to us. 
The state department offers aid, f i ­
nancially to schools doing so. Why 
should not the rural schools who em- 
ploy tlmja  tea*<ir.-s and teach through 
.Tlie ’’ioth grade, drop their 10th 
grade because they have so few pupils 
and send them to us. I f  these schools 
have as many as five pupils in the 
10th grade, it will cost only $225.00 
to send them here for 0 months, where 
as if they maintain a seven months 
school out there it will cost them 
around $8T.*».00. It is economy to take 
advantage of the new law. We can 
take care of thirty in one grade as 
easily as we can ten. Our classes are 
so large we have to divide them 
rather than do what the rural schools 
do—that is combine two grades. Our 
work is standard and accepted every­
where. Think it over— figure it out. 
We can (five more for your money 
and better work, accepted work, than 
you can at home. We would like to 
see more people take advantage of 
this opportunity.

To the people who were at the open­
ing exercises Monday we- o ffer an 
apology for taking care of you in a 
better way, but as you know our fa ­
cilities are too inadequate. Come a- 
gain next year, and we hope to have 
an auditorium that will comfortabbly 
care for the crowd. To the people 
who did not come we will say— you 
should have been there to see the 
crowded condition. You probably 
knew how it would be, otherwise you 
would have been there. We must not 
let it happen again— that the patrons 
have to stay away for lack o f room. 
We sure want the pupils there and as 
it is now we cannot have an assembly 
where all the pupils can attend. We 
are neglecting a very important 
phase of school work.

To the patrons: The parent Teach­
ers Association is the most vital fac­
tor in a community to keep the public 
informed on school policies. There is 
an unusual opportunity for service in 
that club this year. The club did 
so much noble work last year. 
They only launched a program that 
we must continue or back down on. 
Be out to every meeting. Line up for 
a better school in Merkel. I ’m for you 
and know you can put over any pro­
gram yoi undertake. We need 150 
active members in the P. T. A. Let us 
count on you to be one. Visit the 
school any time. We welcome you. We 
are immune to adverse criticism but 
very susceptible to cooperation.

PRICE POSTED

D ALLAS, Sept. I I .— The .Magnolia 

Petroleum Company today announced 
new prices on crude oil in Oklahoma, 
Kansas and Texas effective today 
which represent increases ranging 
from nine to 15 cents for varying 
grades.

For oil o f 30 to 30.9 degrees Baume 
the increa.se is nine cents; for 31 to 
31.9 degrees 13 cents, for 32 to 32.9 
and 52 degrees and above 15 cents.

The new scale of prices ranges 
from $1.00 per barrel for 52 degrees 
and above gravity downward to $1.05 
for oil under 30 degrees.

The new price list was said at the 
Magnolia office merely to make the 
amount offered by that company the 
same as what other companies were 
already paying. Although it increases 
previous quotations by the Magnolia 
it was not above those of others buy­
ing crude.

One o f his outstanding 
istics was his invariable kjedfiess. l ie  
had a horror of gossip arffd kept sileafc 
when he cojbl rot sffcak well o f  any­
one. In all of e^t^rience as a land­
lord he turne<Na^ay but one o f his 
tenants. He wak con.stant and loyal 
in his friendship«

Vet we still hear children threatened, 
on occasion.!, with the "cat 0’ nine 
tails,’* for centuries the accepted 
medium of punishment wherever 
whipping was the'order of the day.

In our 
own navy, delinquent sailors were 
lashed to a gun and whipped with the 
cat o' nine tails. In the parlance of 
the sea, this form of chastisement was 
Jocularly known as "Murrylng the 
gunner's daughter.” It was only In 
1850, when congress abolished cor­
poral punishment, that this practice 
ceased.

For the origin of the form of the 
‘•cat o’ nine tails” Itself, we must go 
back further to the days of the In­
quisition, that prolific progenitor of 
methods of torture and abuse. In 
those days It was the conventional 
weapon of the Jailer and the execu­
tioner, Its strands numbering nine, 
because the number nine was credited 
with having supernatural powers In 
bringing about confessions and re- 
pentence of offenders!

D IV IN IN G  BY BOOKS

A  RATHER common practice with 
tiose who "seek for a sign" Is to 

open the Bible at random and find 
their answer in the passage upon 
which their thumb rests as they part 
the leaves. In pagan times this divl- 
nation was accomplished by placing 
the finger at random on a passage of 
Homer, Virgil or some other great au­
thor. Virgil was an esi>eclal favorite 
in this connection and the practice of 
cor.'Ultlng him continued down to 
modern times, though the Bible is the 
hook generally used.

During the Middle nges the historic 
Virgil became so etivelnpc<l in a mist 
of tradition and superstition that lie 
was alluded to by tiie uneducated us 
“ Vlrell the Wisard"; and In the un­
popular estimation the chief value of 
the Aeueld was as an oracle. As late 
as the time of Charles I the Bible bad 
not entirely supplanted the Aeneid for 
purposes of divination, as is evidenced 
by the well-known story of how that 
monarch learned his fates by the 
“ Sortes Vlrglllanae,”  as it was called.

This practice of divination by books 
Is said to bare "ofiglnated in the re­
spect and veneration of certain books 
arising from their wisdom and repu­
tation” ; and It is easy to compretiend 
the psychology which induced the peo­
ple of the Middle ages to consult "Vir­
gil the Wixard” and leads men of a 
superstitious trend of mind today tJ 
turn the Bible Into an oracle. But the 
iDcipicQcy of the Idea dates back to 
the first introduction of letters when, 
to the common mind, there was some­
thing supernatural in tlie power of a 
few marks made in a certain way to 
convey from one person to another not 
merely ideas but whole speeches, word 
for word; a feeling which is displayed 
today by remote tribes of savages 
when they see, for the first time, tbs 
use of tlie printed or written word in 
communications.

<->n the other hand, he is convinced 
that the female of the sjiecles Is sira 
ply guided by instinct.

This Is in spite of the fact that all 
over the world, from China to I’eru. 
when It comes to the question of 
feminism, the men lay down a gen­
eral proiKisition and then proceed to 
evade IL

In a word, women and men are 
“ equal.” I ’.ut man's prejudices must 
not be Inieriered with. He still re­
serves to hlm.self the right to protect 
and regulate the other half of 
humanity.

Women have the right to vote at 
elections all over the contliieiit of 
North .\merlra. They may be admit­
ted to the bar and plead before the 
courts. But the question whether or 
not they should be allowed to sit on 
Juries is not yet settled In most oi 
the states.

Various reasons are given by those 
who oppose the change.

When It Is exumiued the opposi­
tion Is found to he based on the the­
ory that the geatle sej must be regu­
lated as it has been la the past.

An interesting example of mascu­
line logic Is supplied by the Ger­
man republic.

In the constitution of that state It 
Is provided explicitly that men and 
women have the same rights and, 
apart from fighting, must i>erform the 
same duties.

Yet when the proposal to make 
women eligible for Jury duty came 
up before the federal council in the 
form of the proposed draft of a law, 
it was negatived.

The explanation given by Herr Von 
Preger, the Bavarian representative, 
ought to be framed and hung up in 
every woman's club In the world as 
an example of how not to reason.

“The Bavarian government,” he 
said, "maintains the prlnclp.al stand­
point that women are not suited to 
Judicial olfice. The admis.sion of wom­
en would result in a softening of Jus­
tice, which is most undesirable just 
at this time.”

So It all comes to this: Women
may elect those who make the laws; 
they may expound the same laws, 
but they are not fit to decide simple 
questions of fact arising In connec­
tion with the administration of the 
lawa.

When Mrs. Poyaer made the tart 
geoenUization that the women were 
made fo'da “to match the men*’ ahe 
was really unnecessarily severe on 
the long suffering sisterhood.

that love his appearing.” .Again 1 
volunteered.

I made a good Soldier for my stat­
es; I never retreated and never sur­
rendered. When the war was over 1 
just quit and went home.

I have fought just as bravely fot; 
my Heavenly Captain; never retreat­
ed, and never surrentlered, but now 
life ’s last battle is fought, and I ’m 
ready to go home.

In just eight days he went to that 
long home, to rest from all his labors. 
Funeral services were conducted by 
his pastor, the writer, at White 
Church. Interment was in the White 
Church Cemetery.
