AUSTIN, Oct. 12.—The highway
comm :scion is far from being “broke,”
accoriing to a financial statement is-
sued Tuecsday by department auditor
J. D. Sykes.

Yesterda a member of the commis-
sion charged that the highway de-
parement was nearly “broke” and
that the commission could not safely
take in new highways by designation
for state maintenance.

The statement revealed that on Sep-
tember 30, the highway fund balance
was $5,632,493, and to show that new
highways can be safely brought under
state supervision the commission to-
day allotted about $55,000 state and
federal aid to three counties.—Ex.

C. of C. Notes

By L. R. Thompson, Seeretary

I have before me a map on which,
by a heavy, black line, tourists are
directed from Lubbock through Stam-
ford, Anson, and Albany to Fort
Worth. We have lost this year three
fourths of the tourists because of the
breaks in the Bankhead Highway.
We will lose them altogether if we
fail to close up the gaps. We have
running through the county from east |
to west two great trunk lines, and two |
roads traverse the county from north |
to south. If we vote the road bonds we |
will have a system of highways that |
will be more complete and hardly less
important than our railways.

The State and Feredal Govern-
ments say to us: “If you will vote one
third of the money to build a com-
plet: system of highways through
Taylor county we will appropriate the
other two thirds and in addition to
that we will contract to maintain
ther: for all time.”

Taking our present valuations, we
find that thirty cents on the one hun-
dred dollars will be the maximum cost
for the first year, and we further find
that Abilene and precinet one pays
seventy per cent of the taxes assess-
fied in Taylor county. If Abilene
grows as she has each year for the
past several years, her increase in
wealth will greatly reduce the tax
rate. If we will |
have the additional values created by
the pipe line through the county, by
the gas line through the county and
in the towns which are to be supplied
with gas.

The railroads are not fighting the
bond issue, although they are the
largest taxpayers in the county. They
know that, sooner or later, these high-
ways will be built, and, knowing that,
they want them built while two thirds
of their cost is borne by the state and
federal governments.

We are all agreed that a hard sur-
faved highway aeross the eounty from
east to west to be maintatned at gov-
ernment expense would be a valuable
and much needed improvement. We |
are all believers in the paving that is|
soon to be completed. We are so con- |
stituted mentally that we desire
things that will contribute to our com-
fort, our convenience and our pleas-
ure.

If we were not =o constituted, there
would be no progress. If Henry Ford,
or some other very wealthy man were
to offer to furnish these
ments without expense to us
would be no protests against such a|
generous offer.

The
state and federal governments offer
to pay for two thirds of the cost of
the highways and to forever maintain
them if we will but pay the other
one-third.
