Bank Robberis |
Given Death Penalty

Groesbeck, Nov. 21-—The death
penalty was the verdict returned Mon-
day morning by a jury in the Eighty-
Seventh Distriect Court of Limestone
county for A. P. Bruton, 21, tried
here on a charge of robbery with fire-
arms in connection with the robbery
of the First State Bank of Tehuacana
The verdict of the jury came after de-
liberating since Saturday afternoon
when the case was presented to the
jury and sentence was passed just
three days after the trial of the case
opened.

Officials at the courthouse said that
Bruton was calm throughout the trial
land joked with officers about his fate
and that when the verdiet was read
{and judgement pronounced he was
‘(alm and smiling and joked about the
tresults of the trial. The court an-
[ nounced that two days time would be
allowed in which to file a motion for
a new trial and such a motion is ex-
