No Protests Heard 
For Re-Zoning Lot

night before the city council to 
protest the re-zoning of Lot 1

EDUCATION:.  
Education is a field in which every citizen should be inter-

ested, and from a legislative stand point Bill Clayton has been 
extremely concerned and active in trying to raise educational 
standards in Texas. He was a co-author of the bill that created 
the "Coordinating Board Texas Colleges and Universities Sys-
tem". In the last few years through coordinating efforts and 
increased appropriations, Texas colleges and universities are 
becoming recognized throughout the United States as schools 
of excellence. This is a continuing program to make Texas 
schools of higher learning second to none. In the area of junior 
colleges, the Coordinating Board has established districts in 
which community or junior colleges should be located. Clayton 
is on record before the House Education Committee of sugges-
ting that the districts for our area does not take into consider-
ation our economic and population growth and therefore propos-
ed that two districts be established in our area instead of one. 
He helped pass the legislation that established a Vocational and 
Technical Training School in Waco at the old Connally Air 
Force Base and has pledged his support for a bill to establish 
such a school in Amarillo when the Air Force Base is phased 
out there. Bill Clayton has worked for more money for vocational 
and technical training in our junior colleges and high school 
programs. In the field of public school legislation, he has voted 
for every teacher pay raise that has come before the House 
and also voted for taxes to foot the bill. He also worked behind the 
scenes before the last regular session to help obtain as much 
money as possible for teacher pay raises. 

Clayton has voted for a state-wide Teacher Sick Leave Bill 
the last two sessions of the Legislature and both times the bill 
passed but was vetoed. He has worked with local school offic-
ials in teacher recruitment and is aware of the problems that 
exist in our area of the state. There is no question in his mind 
that teacher salaries will need to be increased if we are to se-
cure and retain good teachers. During the last special session 
of the legislature, Representatives Red Simpson of Amarillo and 
Bill Clayton of Springlake introduced a tax bill that would have 
provided money enough for a teacher pay raise next year without 
having to pass still an additional tax bill in 1969. Bill Clayton 
is presently studying the report of the 25 man Governor's Com-
mittee on Public Education and plans to call a meeting of all 
school officials in this district to determine a position on this 
report that will reflect the best interest of this district. Clayton 
is currently making a survey of the interscholastic athletic 
program of our state and believes there might be some changes 
in this program that would make It more responsive to school of-
ficials and to the school children who participate in sports (not 
professional) rather than to the whims of a few people at one 
of our Major universities. To meet the scholastic population 
growth of our area and to shoulder our share of the cost of edu-
cation, we must maintain an expanding economy. This can be 
done by providing the tools of production essential to this area. 
Water is the key and Bill Clayton is in position to help our dis-
trict meet its water requirements, now and for the future. Our 
school officials and class room teachers are shaping the lives 
of those who will be leaders of tomorrow, so we of today must 
provide the best. Bill Clayton is needed for the job ahead in the 
field of education.

In addition, trends over the 
past ten years ln irrigated acre­
ages of major crops are lnclud.­
ed in the report.

The survey is of value to in­
dividual farmers and others who 
keenly obs~rve conditions, 
changes and trends Jn irriga­
tion. Industry and commercial 
firms find the survey valuable 
in planning business activtties. 

The survey ts prepared an-
nually by Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, having been 
published since the early 1950's 
when Irrigation In the High 
Plains really began to boom. 

All the facts and figures on 
each county in the irrigation 
survey are obtained through the 
efforts of the councy agricul­
tural agent. This county infor­
mation is then sent to Leon 
New, Extension area irrigation 
specialist at Lubbock, who com­
piles the complete report. The 
survey ts sent to equipment 
firms, fertilizer, chemical, 
seed and utility companies and 
government and education agen­
cies throughout the area. 

IRRIGATION PUMPING 
PLANT REPORT 

Texas Tech Agricultural En­
gineering Department recently 
released an irrigation report 
on pump power requirements, 
pump efficiency and power unit 
efficiency. This report presents 
complete performance test re­
sults on 134 pumping plants 
located primarily In the High 
Plains. 

The reporc shows pumpefflc­
iencies range from a low of six 
per cent to a maximum of 82 
per cent. The 82 per cent was 
on a new tristallaclon and ts 
about the maximum that can be 
expecced. Efficiency ts the abil­
ity of the pump to convert en­
gine horsepower into available 
water. It has a direct lnfl~ 
ence on the cost of pumping 
water.

One is a vinyl surface with 
cotton knit backing. It comes 
in light to heavy-weight with 
smooth or antiqued finish in a 
variety of colors. Some are ma-
chine washable but should not 
be ironed, warns the special-
ist. 

The cotton canvas has a resin 
or polyurethane coated outer 
surface. This type may be iron-
ed carefully on the wrong side 
and washed and dry cleaned. 

The third type, nylon knit, 
has a soft, sleek kid-like sur-
face which may be washed and 
pressed lightly.

A desk 
of proper size and a good study 
lamp are essential to prevent 
eye fatigue. A lamp for study or

desk is designed to provide spe-
cifically right lighting for study 
area according to the Illumin-
inating Engineering Society, 
which is made up of lighting 
engineers, physicians and op-
thamologists, and other experts 
in this field. The certified study 
lamp is the result of this study. 
Good light does not cost any 
more than poor light or as much 
-- for after all poor light is 
the cause of poor see-ability, 
resulting in use of eye glas-
ses and sometimes poor grades 
for students. Here is a standard 
for desk light that may be fol-
lowed in the selection of light 
for study: 

--Wide light distribution 
--Upward and outward light 
--Soft shadows 
--No direct or reflected glare 

-this eliminates some popular 
lamps. 

Don't be swayed by adver-
tisements, there is no high-
intensity lamp which meets the 
U.S. requirements for a study 
lamp, according to lighting au-
thorities.

With the First Freeze contest 
deadline yesterday (Tuesday), 
45 Bovina area residents have 
predicted when the temperature 
will drop low enough to kill 
vegetation in Bovina. 

The earliest prediction was 
Oct. 9, while the latest is Nov. 
15. 

Winner will be awarded $5 
and declared "Bovina Cham-
pion First Freeze Predictor of 
1968." Judge is Willie Wil-
liams, Bovina's weatherman, 
and decision will be based on 

Postmaster M. E. Ezell re-
minded postal customers today 
that higher parcel post and cat-
alog rates will go into effect 
Saturday, October 19. 

The rate increase will aver-
age 10.5 per cent and in most 
cases will mean an additional 
10 cents postage per parcel. 

The higher rates were ap-
proved by the Interstate Com-
merce Commission in July. 

Under the new rates the min-
imum charge for local parcel 
delivery will go from 40 to 50 
cents. The minimum charge for 
parcels destined outside the lo-
cal delivery area will be raised 
from 50 cents to 60 cents. 

Almost all parcels that are 
charged up to $1.10 under pres-
ent rates will go up 10 cents. 
This accounts for more than 80 
per cent of all parcel post, 
Postmaster Ezell pointed out. 

Investigation is underway into 
break-ins at the U. S. Post Of-
fice.  in Bovina, according to 
Deputy Sheriff Henry Minter. 

Postal boxes have been brok-
en into during the past month, 
Minter said, mail removed and 
scattered both inside and out-
side the post office building. 

He reminds citizens that eith-
er breaking into postal boxes 
or tampering with mail is a fed-
eral offense. In the event the 
person or persons involved are 
minors, the parents would be 
held responsible. 

About 10 glasses on the pos-
tal boxes have been broken with-
in the past month. The action 
occurs usually between 5 and 
8 p.m., or between the hours 
the post office windows are 
closed and the front door is 
locked. 

Mail has been taken and scat-
tered, but also lost has film 
for the Mustang Theatre, a pair 
of glasses, and bank statements. 
The bank statements were la-
ter found hidden behind the 
building. 

Glass broken from the box-
es are immediately replaced, 
according to the Bovina postal 
employees. 

The break-ins have been re-
ported to the postal inspector 
in Amarillo. 

Unless the break-ins stop, 

There will be a 15-cent hike 
on most parcels now charged 
between $1.10 and $4, and a 20-
cent increase on parcels now 
charged over $4. 

Parcel post rates are based 
on the weight of the package 
and the distance it is mailed. 

Higher rates for the delivery 
of packages and catalogs are re-
quired to bring revenue from 
this type of mail within four 
per cent of operating costs, 
as required by law, Postmas-
ter Ezell explained. The higher 
rates are designed to put par-
cels and catalogs, which are 
fourth-class mail, on a break-
even basis. 

Additional revenue is needed 
from parcel post and catalogs 
to offset higher costs result-
ing from pay increases ap-
proved last year for postal em-
ployees.
