R. Carrubia, a Mexican working 
with the extra section gang, had his 
right leg cut off and his left foot cut 
almost half in two when struck by a 
freight engine in the Merkel yards, 
one block‘ east o f the section house, 
Tuesday afternoon shortly after 1 
o’clock.

According to the engineer in charge 
of the train, which had moved on a 
siding, he never saw the Mexican un­
til after the accident, and when and 
how he got on the track he was un­
able to say. A large crowd gathered 
following the accident, and Dr. M. 
.Armstrong, local surgeon for the rail­
road, administered first aid treatment 
and rushed the injured man to .Abi­
lene, where the right leg was am­
putated above the knee. A son of the 
injured man submitted to a heavy 
blood transfusion in the desperate 
and successful effort that was suc­
cessfully made to save his father’s 
life.

According to Dr. Arm.strong, the 
right leg was completely severed, the 
man’s foot remaining in the shoe. The 
same leg was broken below the knee 
and badly mangled. The left foot, 
cut almost in two across the instep, 
will not have to be amputated. Dr. 
J. M. Estes, chief surgeon for the T. & 
P. in this district,’ attended the in­
jured man at the Baptist hospital and 
had charge o f the operation.

In a message to Dr. .Armstrong 
Wednesday, it was said the injured 
man was doing as well as could be 
exepeted and would probably recover.

¡opment, especially in view o f the fact 
that SIX other wells in the immediate 
vicinity are due to come in during the 
next fifteen days.

I ed Merkel miteni* andthoae from the 
¡surrounding territory last Friday 
night in the interest of the candidacy 
of Herbert Hoover for president. Dr. 
Salkeld was introduced by Rev. W. J. 
Mayhew, pastor of the .Methodist 
church.

Declaring that the Houston conven­
tion and Tammany Hall, by the nomi­
nation of ,\lfred E. Smith as the dem­
ocratic standard bearer, had injecte<l 
the religfous issue into the campaign. 
Dr. .Salkeld defended the right of min­
isters to take an active part in 
the politics of the nation. He said the 
Protestants had a right to discuss the 
religion of .A1 Smith since it was so 

 ̂at variance with what they believed 
I to be the best interests of the country. 
His attitude on the prohibition «ju«»- 
tion. he said, wa.< repulsive to the dry 
democrats o f the nation, as well as 
in opposition to the constitution o f the 
I ’ nited .States. '

Dr. .Salkeld divided the supporters 
of Hoover and Smith into two groups, 
saying that the gamblers, bootleggers, 
and Tammany Hall were espousing 
the cause o f Smith, and that the 
preachers, mothers and Protestant 
church ptHiple of the nation were sup­
porting tht* latter. He knew of but 
two preachers in Texas who were ac­
tively supporting Smith, anil these, he 
said, were without pastorates at 
present time.

Old settlers recall that where now 
stands the progressive town of Gaso­
line there once wa.s but one store, a 
blacksmith shop and a few scattered 
houses.

This village stood on the Great 
Plains Highway which traverses this 
section o f the country from east to 
west. One fair-sighted merchant, the 
story goes, installed a gasoline pump 
in the early days o f the automobile 
and straightway did a rushing busi­
ness. It  was one o f the first and only 
filling station for miles around. A 
big sign bearing the word ‘“ gasoline” 
hung over the door.

Years later after the village had 
grown into a little town, containing a 
achoolhouse, gin and several new

Brown, local attorney, seekmK to have 
them held responsible with t'lmton S. 
Carnes, former trea.surer, for losses 
incurred by the board throujfh t'arnes’ 
alleged embezzlement.

Dr. L. R. Christie, Frank S. Eth- 
aridire, B. l>. Gray, Rev. W 11. .Major, 
Dr. A. J. Barton, W. W Gaines and 
Huifh .M. Willet were those named in 
the suit, which charged them with 
“ neglurcnce- as members of the board.”

The petition was filed by Brown, a 
Baptist layman, as an amendment to 
a former ^uit he instituted against 
the Home .Mission Board and others in 
connection with Carnes’ alleged de­
falcations.

It declared that the board elected 
Carnes its treasurer although he was 
an ex-convict and the board andits 
members had notice “ of the character 
o f said Carnes for a number of years 
or by reasonable diligence could have 
aacertained his integrity and that he 
had ser%'ed a prison term.

“ Said members on .several oiTa.sions 
prior to any diversion of the a.s.setb 
were advised as to the charai-ter of 
aaid Carnes,” the petition charges 
averring that the board "made no 
attempt to investigate” Carnes’ finan­
cial transactions.

The former treasurer i> held here 
under indictments charging him with 
•mbezzlement of approximately half 
a million dollars. Board members 
have accused him of a -.hortage of 
$953,000.

Murder of His Wife

Second-Hand Coffins 
on Installment Plan 

Sold at Sweetwater

Abilene, Texa.s, Oct. 25.— Sam El­
lison, oil field barber, was convicted 
of murder and sentenced to irj years 
in the penitentiary for “beating”  his 
w ife to death, by a jury in Judge 
.Milburn S. Long’s district court here 
Friday night. The verdict was 
brought into the court room shortly 
before midnight and after the jurors 
had deliberated less than an hour.

The Sweetwater Reporter prints 
this story of “ preparedness” as ex­
emplified by six residents of that 
progressive West Texas city:

Six people in Sweetwater have 
purchased six second hand coffins, 
that had be<‘n used before for burial 
purposes, some of which had been 
used before for burial purposes, some 
o f which had been used to convey 
criminals to their last resting 
places. They were sold to five neg­
roes and a white man, all employes 
o f a local hotel, by a smooth-tongued 
salesman, who made the claim that it 
was his sole busine.«»— selling second­
hand coffins.

He sold these employes—all of 
whom were working in the kitchen of 
the hotel—collected $1 from each as 
a down payment and then made an 
effort to sell the negro bell hops, but 
failed to get one of these to sign for 
the ca.skets.

In the lobby of the hotel, after the 
salesman had completed his job in the 
kitchen, a number o f traveling men, 
cotton men and employes o f the hotel 
gathered to hear the salesman make 
his sales talk to the bell hops. They 
all listened closely, giving him their 
undivided attention, but he could not 
get any one of them to close the deal. 
He then left the hotel.

Doubt was then expressed by some 
o f the buyers whether they would re­
ceive their coffins as promised by the 
seller, but they admitted that each 
gave him $1 the first payment and 
then agreed to pay him $1 every

month for the remainder o f their 
lives.

According to spectators who heard 
the salesman in his talk, he told the 
buyers the history o f the coffins, the 
history o f the people who first oc­
cupied the caskets on their initial 
burial, what caused their deaths and 
almost everything pertaining to the 
former usage o f the coffins.

They all bought from him.
One coffin, he said, had been used 

to bury a notorious criminal some 20 
years ago. This criminal had died 
from gunshot wounds received in a 
pistol battle. The coffin had been 
in the ground for some 20 years be­
fore it was dug up, renovated, fumi­
gated, re-conditioned and placed in 
extra good strength for the reception 
o f another corpse. The caskets, he 
said, were cedar lined, with a strong 
steel outside covering and would keep 
out anything that might bother them 
while they were resting in their last 
sleep.
