A check-up made by Supt. Burgess
on Tuesday of this week showed only |
five absent in high school—that is one
in thirty, or 3¢
grammar school grades—about one in
twelve, or 8. A check-up on the
causes for the absence of all
pupils was impossible, but several are |
known to be absent for other causes
than flu. The school taken
whole has only 147
absent for any cause.
absences are in the first,
third grades, and many of these
doubtless due to bad colds and common |
ailments other than flu.

The schools are endeavoring to
take the precautions suggested by the
state health officer and the local au-
thorities and no serious flu epidemic
is anticipated.
