The time is ripe if you're
interested in getting into lo-
cal politics, Deadlines for fil-
ing for both the city council
and school board are the first
week in next month---March
§---30 days prior to theelec-
tion,

Each of those governing
bodies has two openings. The
city term is for two years
and the duration of a term on
the school district’s board of
trustees is three years.

Whatever the city position
lacks, though, in length of
term it more than makes up
for in pay, City councilmen
draw a check for $25 per
month --- that's nigh onto a
dollar a day not counting Sun-
days and there's little coun-
ciling work that goes on on
Sundays, anyway. The school
job pays in satisfaction of
serving your community.
That’s another way of saying
there's no financial reward.

People who are qualified
voters are qualified candi-
dates, 1If, in other words,
you're eligible to vote in the
school election, you can seek1
election to a trustee position
and if you're an eligible vot-
er in the city election, you're
legally qualified to be a mem-
ber of the city council,

And it's not necessary tqg
get a majority of the votes,
even, If you're one of the two
high candidates in either of the
elections, you're elected,

Too, an individual may sub-
mit his own name as a candi-
date, The custom here seems
to be that candidates havel
their names petitioned onto the
ballots or their friends do thel
petitioning for them. And while
that’s kinda the custom, it
certainly isn’t the only way,

A person may file his own
name,

The place to file for the city]
council ballot is at the city
hall, of course, and Mrs, Zog
Clary, the school district’s tax
assessor-collector, will ac-
cept your filing as a candi-
date in the school trustee elec-
tion. Her office is in the new
Ridgelea Elementary building
on Highway 86.

In this space in years past,
we have expressed displeas-
ure with the customary peti-
tion method of getting candi-
dates lined up. That method
is all right, your understand,
and we don’'t mean to really
knock it, but it's just as good
and maybe better for a can-
didate to file his own name,

New York (NAPS) — Each

year one-half million men,
women and children join the
growing population of contact
lens users. Who are they and
what persuades them to put
away their specs?
Concern for one's personal
appearance is the big reason,
say officials of Barnes-Hind
Ophthalmic Products, makers
of contact lens solutions and
accessories.

Better vision, freedom to
participate in sports and free-
dom from eyeglasses are other
reasons for using the modern
vision aids.

Today’s lenses are 8 to 10
millimeters wide (about the
size of an aspirin) and made
of plastic.
