It has been known for sometime that 
the status of .the new depot was very 
favorable and it is the opinion of 
Mr. West that the officials of the T. 
A P. look with approval on the pro­
ject.

Dr. W. A. Buckner, one of the oth­
er speakers on the program, suggest­
ed the advisability of a Clean-Up 
Week for Merkel, referring to the 
weeds growing on vacant lots, stand­
ing water, tin cans and other rubbish 
which could be carried away, thereby 
removing the breeding places for mos­
quitoes, and proposed in a formal 
way the Lions club sponsor a Clean- 
Up Week. It was added that the bus­
iness firms should be urged to provide 
barrels as containers for trash to be 

 ̂ picked up by the city street cleaning 
and sanitary departments.

Has Graniimother’s 
Old Spinning“ Wheel

When he returned from a summer 
visit to Water Valley, Miss., his old 
family h( me, Stanley King, one of the 
rural route carriers from the post- 
office, brought with him his grand­
mother’s spinning wheel, which had 
been stored in a log crib for 28 years.

Eight cents was clipped from the 
Taylor county ad valorem tax Tues­
day when the county commissioners 
set the 1929 county tax rate at 94 
cents on the $100 valuation. The 1928 
rate was $1.02, which wks 2 cents 
higher than the 1927 rate.

There was no change in road dis­
trict taxes, the levies being the same 
as last year. A ll school district tax 
levies remained the same this year 
as last year, with the exception of two 
districts: Castle Peak’s maintenanea 
tax was raised from 60 cents to $1 and 
Elmdale’s rate was increased from 75 
cents to $1, the 25-cent raise being 
made t «  provide a sinking fund for 
bonds recently elected.

The total assessed valuation of tax­
able property in Taylor county, on 
which the court based the levies, ia 
$24,676,290. That figure reflects an 
increase of $459,626 in total valuation 
over 1926 when the total was $24,116,- 
665. The 1929 rendition is not Tinal, 
Assessor J. T. Howard said, but is the 
preliminary total prepared for the 
ytate camptroller and the county com­
missioners court. The final figure, a f­
ter the rolls are checked, is expected 
to be slightly higher than the prelim­
inary total, $24,576,290, .Mr. Howard 
.--.aid.

In levying the county tax Tuesday 
the commissioners court set the tax 
for the 1924 issue of road bonds at 16 
cents— 9 cents less than last year—  
and levied 2 cents for the permanent 
improvement fund— 1 cent higher than 
in 1928.

The 94-eent county wide tax ia com­
posed of the following listed items: 
geacral fund, 25 cents; road and 
bridge fund (regular, 16c; special, 
16r) SO cents; jury fund, 8 cents; 
court bouse bonds (sinking fund) 5

bonds sinking fund ($1,(>00,000 issue
