The necessity for the Boy
Scout movement has arisen, the speak-
er said, from the difference in home
Jife at the present time, as compared
*  with 20 years ago when the present
citizens were boys, conditions which
have arisen that make the problem of
what to do with boy in his leisure up-
permost.

~ Scouts, the speaker said that it started
W about 20 years ago. The national or-
g ization has its headquarters in
New York City. There are 14 regions
~ and Texas, New Mexico and Oklahoma

area including seven counties:
, Jones, Taylor, Runnels, Shac-
kelford, Callahan and Coleman.
(Judge Stinson himself is president of
the area council for the Chisholm

Trial area.)
It is not a commercial organization;
it has no incomé except voluntary sub-
scriptions. Onl¢ one man in the area
is paid, that being Ed Shumway, the
Scout executive. It.is not a military
organization, neither is it religious,
as is sometimes charged . It teach-

es no religion but it leaves the
" teaching of religion to the home
" and church. It is not political; it is not

sectarian. )

"But it does teach patriotism, as re-
vealed in the Boy Scout oath; it teach-
es a regard for right, it espouses a
good turn a day. It inspires reverence
of God, the sacredness of worship, but
does not teach any doctrine.
these objectives, the speaker showed
that by ®eaching the boy and thefeby
establishing his character the Boy
Scout movement means a further step
in the safety and security of civiliza-
tion. A very emphatic truth that was
brought out by the speaker was the
statement that had been made by a
prominent leader that in all the rec-
corde of criminals courts not a sin-
gle boy actively in the Boy Scout work
had ever been brought into juvenile
court.
