Austin, Aug. 11.— Texas voters will 
have nine proposed changes in the 
state’s coiutitution to pass upon on 
general election day, November 8.

The amendments are:
(1 ) To allow the legislature to re­

lease delinquent taxes which have 
been due for ten years.

(2 ) To exempt from state taxation 
13,000 of the assessed taxable value 
of all resident homesteads.

(3 ) To authorize the legislature to 
make an appropriation for the propos­
ed Texas Centennial celebration in 
1936.

(4 ) To lessen the vote required to 
vote bonds for seawalls, break-wa­
ters, and sanitation in counties bor­
dering on the Gulf of Mexico.

Now two thirds o f all the prop­
erty owners must vote for such im­
provements. I f  the constitution is 
changed as proposed only two- 
thirds o f those who participate in 
the election must vote for bonds.

(6 ) To require that those voting 
in elections to fix  an indebtedness 
on a political ubdivision must have 
rendered property for taxation.

(6 ) To combine the offices o f tax 
assessor and tax collector.

(7 ) To save court cost in sale 
of property for delinquent taxes 
and to provide more liberal oppor­
tunity for redemption. Now dou­
ble the sale price must be paid to 
ledeem the property. I f  the pro. 
posed constitutional change is made 
recovery can be made inside a year 
for 25 per cent and a dollar record­
ing fee and for fifty  per cent and 
the recording fee the second year.

(8 ) To return the constitutional 
provisions as they formerly were 
regarding the use o f the permanent 
fund o f the University o f Texas. A  
recent amendment permitted the 
regents to pledge the income to 
raire a building fund.

(9 ) To extend voting and office 
holding privileges to men in mili­
tary service as reserves.

Low Government Estimate, Only 
11.306,000 Bales, is MilHon Bal­

es Under Expected F i^ re .

Washington, Aug. 11.— The de­
partment of agriculture Monday fore, 
cast an 11,306,000 bale cotton crop 
this year, 5,790,000 less than last 
season’s production, and thereby sent 
the principal markets in that com. 
modity surging upward.

The prediction was nearly 1,000,. 
000 less than any private estimate 
had been and thg market’s reaction 
to the bullish news was to send 
prices up |5 a bale in both New York 
and New Orleans.

The department gave two main rea­
sons for the startling drop in pro­
duction; first, the boll weevil; sec. 
ond, the lack of the use o f fertilizer 
and consequent smallness o f plants.

Another factor in the price increase 
was a report that banking interesta 
were looking with favor on the orgsuii- 
zation of a syndicate o f mills to pur. 
chase cotton at present prices for 
future use.

Eugene Meyer, governor of the Fed­
eral Reserve board, has discussed such 
a plan with officials of the Farm 
board, which with some o f its agen­
cies, holds 3,000,000 bales.

That old familiar pest o f Dixie, 
the boll weevil, has had nature on 
his side throughout the present cot­
ton growing season. The department 
said infestation was general through­
out the belt, but particularly in the 
delta lands along the Mississippi 
river where the heaviest planting has 
taken place.

The aid of nature came in the form 
of a wet season which eiicouraged 
the multiplication o f weevils in many 
places. A continuation of such weath­
er, the department said, would cause 
a losg from weevils even more than 
seems probable at this time.

The first ginning report made pub­
lic Monday by the census bureau 
showed 70,978 running bales, counting

THE COMMERCIAL USE OF
TEXAS H IG H W A Y S  IS A
PRIVILEGE, NOT A  RIGHT

9 The hiKhways of Texas are the property of its citizens. They constitute 
a system of nearly 200,000 miles of road of which 20,000 miles are desig­
nated as State highways and i*"“ rmaindr*- r~e »-»irntv roads. All types of 
road are represented in this -ystem, less thr.n .'»rr have ».•■o-called “perma­
nent” surface.

The total cost of these highways is unknown but it amounts to many 
hundred million dollars. From 1917 to 19."U, inclusive, counties and road 
districts of the State issued $‘243..'>'.)2.8.̂ 4 in bonds for the construction and 
Improvement of roads and bridges. In the two-year period ending August 
31, 1930, the State Highway (Commission expended $89,032,825, of which 
$22,488,428 was for maintennnee of P ' -  State highways.

In view of these tremendous costs the preservation of our highways from 
n^>id wear and destruction is a matter of very vital interest to their own­
ers, vix.. the public. It is especially important that they be made to outlast 
the life of the bonds, which mn from 20 to 30 years.

The use of the public highways for commercial purposes is not a right 
but a privilege which may be withheld or granted subject to such restric­
tions, regulations and chargee as the Legislature may see fit to impose. 
Such regulations are intended to promote safety, preserve the highways 
and safeguard the interests of the public.

Texas Railroads, which pay the entire cost of construction and mainte­
nance of their own roadbeds and, in addition, make substantial contribu­
tions to the cost of Texas highw^ays, are thoroughly regulated with respect 
to their services, rates, methods and practices. There is no good reason why 
commercial users of the highways, built and maintained at the expense of 
the public, should not likewise be regulated to such extent as the public 
interest requires and pay such charges as will represent proper compensa­
tion for the privileges granted them.

•xfresn their desire to give equal rights to sJI end iperial privileges to none.
