ment was defeated nearly 2 to 1.

Other amendments that carried in
the county were: No. 2, (commit-
ment of insame): No. 5 (suspended
sentences), and No. 6 (fee abolition).
Besides repeal, No. 4 (amendment
submission) and No. 7 (textbooks for
private schools) lost in the county
vote,

The Merkel voting box polling 491
votes, endorsed the old age pension
over 5 to 1 and rejected repeal over 2
te 1.

Taylor county, which has been dry
since June 7, 1902, when prohibition
carried by 1,196 td 966 votes, will re-
main dry, as the law provides that in
case of repeal a county or other po-
litical subdivision returns to the same
local option status as on the effective
date of state prohibition in 1919,

Delay in the ses-
sion, he said, therefore would not per-
mit sales pending new legislation.

Possible sales unregulated and un-
taxed in wet local option territory he
did not consider would offset the dis-
advantage of “hurriedly passed” legis.
