Konstantin Tischendorf, arrived at St. CJatherine’s monastery on 
the Sinaific peninsula.

Or* this particular trip he had been through the libraries o f Alex­
andria and Cairo, as well as the convents of the Greek and Armen­
ian churches, without success. His visit to St. Catherine's monas­
tery was in the nature of a last hope.

Lobegott was given free access to the library, but he did not 
at first discover anything of value. In the evening, however, ai 
strange thing occurred. There was i^nt up to his room as kindling 
for the fire a basket containing some leaves of an old manuscript, 
which he examined. To his amazement he found a number o f bitn 
of the Old Testament in Greek. With great difficulty Lobegott se­
cured permission to take back to Leipsic forty-seven leaveBL n tey 
proved to be part of one of the oldest Greek manuscripts o f the 
Old Testament in existence.
